There has been approximately 400 years of “Biblical silence.”  We are left at the end of the Old Testament in the book of Malachi with a sense of expectation regarding the One who is to come. (Mal. 3:1)    There were very specific prophecies regarding this One.  He was to be born in Bethlehem of Judah. (Mic.5: 2)   He would redeem not only his people, but also the Gentiles. (Is 49:6)  His kingdom was to be set up during the time of the Romans, and would never be destroyed.  (Dan. 2:44)

As these prophecies are fulfilled, one by one in the New Testament, the character and person of Jesus comes into full view.  There can be no doubt but what that he was the Son of God.

I look forward to being a part of studying God’s plan as it unfolds in the New Testament.

Jesus proclaims, “your sins are forgiven” give us a glimpse of the true malady of man and the work of the great physician.

This sermon answers question regarding the nature of the kingdom that would naturally be raised by the announcement of the kingdom arrival.  See Mt 3:1 - 4:17  This sermon is the grand charter of the kingdom of heaven.  It reveals the unique nature of God’s kingdom.
