Read chapter one.  Describe, both good and bad, what happened to the children of Israel during the 430 years they were in Egypt.





What was the reasoning of the Egyptians in regard to the Israelites?  What did they do?





Why did Pharaoh speak to the two Hebrew midwives and order the male children killed?





How did God reward the midwives for their disobedience to Pharaoh?





What lessons do we draw from their civil disobedience—in light of other scriptures?





Read chapter two.  What is the significance of Moses being a Levite?  How long was he hidden before being placed in the basket?





Thought: what must living conditions for his parents have been like?





Describe how he came to be raised by his mother as "the son of Pharaoh's daughter."





Research: how old was Moses when he fled from Egypt?  Who was seeking to kill him?





What does the New Testament say about Moses at this point in his life?





What did Moses do to help his future father-in-law?  What two names is he known as?





Whom did Moses marry, and who was she?  What did they name their first son?





Explain Exodus 2:24-25.





�( lessons 3 & 4: Moses Sent, The Plagues

Read Exodus 3:1-10:27 and be prepared to discuss the following in class during Sunday & Wednesday.



Read Exodus 3.  Who appeared to Moses, and what was said to Moses?





What is the significance of I AM WHO I AM appearing to Moses?





Who was Moses told to appear before—besides Pharaoh—and what was Moses to tell them?





Read Exodus 4.  How was it that Aaron came to meet with Moses, and where did they meet?





Describe how Moses' two sons came to be circumcised.  What was God so adamant about this?





Read Exodus 5.  Describe Moses and Pharaoh's first meeting.  Also, what EXACTLY was Moses' request of Pharaoh?  (prepare to be surprised)





Read Exodus 6.  What reassurances did God give Moses—and why didn't Israel listen?





Read Exodus 7.  Thought: why did God make Moses "as God" to Pharaoh?





Describe the encounter with the rods and describe the plague of waters becoming blood.





Read Exodus 8.  Why do you think the plagues of frogs, lice and flies were so repugnant?





What was Pharaoh's answer to each of these plagues?  Guess: why?





Read Exodus 9.  Why did God instruct Moses to tell Pharaoh ahead of time about the plagues of diseased livestock, boils and hail?





Describe the effects of each:

Read Exodus 10:1-27.  Read what God, thru Moses, told Pharaoh this time.  How is God's tone different this time than in some of the other times?  What did Pharaoh's servants advise Pharaoh?  What was Pharaoh's reaction to the plague of locusts?  Darkness?

Read Exodus 10:28-13:16 and be prepared to discuss the following in class during Sunday & Wednesday.



Read Exodus 10:28-11:10.  Describe the final scene between Moses and Pharaoh.





Where had God earlier said that Israel would take the Egyptians possessions with them?





In your opinion, how was Israel able to take the gold and silver from their neighbors?





What specifically did Moses tell the people that God was going to do?





What did God say was going to be the reaction of the Egyptians—and of Pharaoh?





Read Exodus 12.  What were the implications of God changing their calendar?





Describe the lamb to be sacrificed.  When was it to be selected?  When was it to be killed?





What was done with it's blood (read ahead to end of chapter!)?  It's flesh?  It's remains?





What were they to wear?  Describe how and when they were to eat the unleavened bread.





What were they parents to tell their children?





What did God do to the Egyptians?  What was Pharaoh's reaction?





How many left Egypt?  How long were they there?  Finally, describe God's final commands concerning the Passover.





Read Exodus 13.  What new command was given?  What Passover reminder did Moses give?





Describe the Law of the Firstborn and its implications.





Why did God send Israel on the "indirect" route?  Why did they take Joseph's bones?







( lessons 7 & 8: From Egypt to Mt. Sinai



Read Exodus 12:37-42.  Describe their journey.  What did they take?





How long was their captivity?  Put this in modern historical perspective by counting backwards from today.  How many generations would this probably be?





Read Exodus 13:17-14:31.  Why did God lead them to the Red Sea?  How did God lead?





What did God tell them was His plan concerning Pharaoh?  What did Pharaoh do?





What did the people accuse Moses of doing?  What was his answer?





How was the sea opened?  How was Israel protected from Pharaoh?  How did they cross?





What did God first do to Pharaoh's men?  How did they drown?  What was Israel's reaction?





Read Exodus 15.  Describe three interesting elements from "The Song of Moses."





How were the bitter waters made sweet—and how did God "test them"?





Read Exodus 16.  What was the complaint?  What was God's answer to Moses?





What did Moses and Aaron tell the people?  How did God appear to Israel?





What was the command concerning collection of manna?  What happened to the extra?





How did they break the Sabbath, and what did God say about their trespass?





Why did God order some manna to be collected?  How long did they eat it?





Read Exodus 17.  How did Moses get water for them?  Describe the complaints against Moses and his complaints about the people.





Describe Israel's victory over the Amalekites.





Read Exodus 18.  What was Jethro's advice?  How did they carry it out?  Why hadn't God said this?



( lessons 9 & 10: The Covenant with Jehovah

Exodus chapters 19-24 and chapters 32-34   (Answer these questions on a separate sheet of paper.)



Read Exodus 19.  What conditions does God give them—but what would they receive in kind?

What's the significance of Moses telling the elders of the people the words of God?

What several things did the people have to do to prepare to hear the words from God?

What severe warnings did God give Moses after He came down on top of Mt. Sinai?

Read Exodus 20.  On a separate sheet, list the ten commandments and summarize God's commentary of each.

How did the people react to God's presence?  How did God command that they build an altar to Him?

Read Exodus 21.  Describe the many laws concerning Hebrew servants and slaves.

List at least six of the laws against violence listed in 21:12-27.

Describe the high points of the animal control laws listed at the end of the chapter.

Read Exodus 22:1-15, the property laws.  What do you notice seems to be the trend in these laws?

Read Exodus 22:16-31, laws of morals.  Which of these would raise eyebrows today?

Read Exodus 23:1-19.  Summarize and categorize the laws listed in this section of scripture.

Read Exodus 23:20-33.  Interesting command concerning God's angel.  What?

What promise did God make concerning the land they were going to enter?  But what were the conditions?

Read Exodus 24, where Israel confirms the covenant with God.  How did the people confirm?  What did Moses record?  What was the significant about the sacrifices offered?  How did the people hear the words of the covenant?  How was the covenant "sealed" (a legal term still in use today!)?

Who went up on Mt. Sinai with Moses, and what was the significance of what they did there?

How long did Moses stay on Mt. Sinai with God?

Read Exodus 32 and describe the sin—and the lie—of Aaron.  What was God's reaction to their sin?  What did Moses remind God of, and why did Moses break the tablets?  Finally, what two things did Moses order done?  How many died that day?  What was God's answer to Moses' prayer of forgiveness?

Read Exodus 33, and explain why God commanded them to strip themselves of ornaments.

How did God speak with Moses, and what was Joshua's increasing role?

What do you find of interest in God's conversation with Moses in 33:12-23?

Read Exodus 34.  How was the covenant renewed?

Summarize the commands given by way of reminder.

Describe Moses' countenance, and the reaction of the children of Israel.

Read Exodus 38.  Briefly describe the altar of burnt offering, the bronze laver and the court of the tabernacle.

Read Exodus 39.  What was the significance of the priestly garments?  Briefly describe the ephod.





Briefly describe the breastplate, robe of the ephod, tunics, turbans and crown.





Read Exodus 40.  What's the significance of the date chosen to erect the tabernacle?





Describe what was done on that day.









Why do you think that the book of Exodus ends of this note?
