You will probably think the following story is made-up, and let’s hope you are right.  But, it does illustrate how confused and ignorant people can be about the Bible.

A preacher entered a class while the lesson was in progress and asked the children some questions.  “Who broke down the wall of Jericho?” he asked.  Quickly a boy answered, “Not me, Sir!”

The preacher turned to the teacher and asked, “Is this the usual standard in this class?”  The teacher answered, “This boy is honest and I believe him.  I really don’t think he did it.”
