Joseph:  Our Great Example of Forgiveness

“But as for you, you meant evil against me; but God meant it for

  good, in order to bring it about as it is this day, to save many 

  people alive.”









Genesis 50:20

· God decided to use Joseph to save Israel in a time of famine.  God was able to choose Joseph because of choices that Joseph had made early in his life.

· God had a plan for Joseph…but Joseph had to decide within himself  to

obey God, before God’s plan could be carried out in his life.

What must I do before God’s plan for me can be carried out? _________

___________________________________________________________

Let’s review some of the events in Joseph’s life where we can see how the

choices that he made while he was young, helped Joseph be ready for when God wanted  to use him in helping Israel survive a great famine!

Can we say that we are making these good choices in our life?

1. Joseph obeyed his father – Gen. 37:13

2. Joseph chose to report wrong doings instead of participating

in them or going along with his brothers.  He also did not

turn away and pretend he didn’t see it. – Gen. 37:2

3. Joseph remained a boy of integrity and character, even though

He was treated wrongly. – Gen. 37:4

4. Joseph was about 16-17 years old when he his brothers sold him into slavery.  He did not become bitter or hopeless, but rather he proved to be trustworthy and industrious, even when he knew his parents would not be there to see his actions.  

God watched over Joseph while he was in Egypt where an officer

of Pharaoh bought him from the Ishmaelites.  God continued to

be with Joseph and his master noticed that the Lord was with him. – Gen. 39:3

5. Because Joseph was the kind of young person he should be, God 

made all that he did to prosper.  Joseph served Potiphar and later

was made overseer of his house and all that he had. - Gen. 39:4

6. Joseph stood strong during temptation even though  he was only 17 yrs. old.  Not only did he not go along with Potiphar’s wife’s advances, he was also not passive toward her advances.  Gen. 39:8 says that he refused her, and told her why he would not lie with her.  

“How then can I do this great wickedness, and sin against God?”

He calls this act what it really is, wickedness, and was not worried
how he would look to Potiphar’s wife’s or whether or not he had

hurt her feelings.   Joseph had planned something different for his life and was not going to let her take that away from him.  Instead he remained faithful to God and in so doing, enabled God to use him in his youth.  Joseph fled from sin. – Gen. 39:12

7. Joseph did not feel sorry for himself or become bitter when he was accused wrongfully and was thrown into prison.  He remained

devoted to God.  The Lord showed Joseph mercy when  the keeper of the prison gave Joseph a position of authority over the other prisoners. - Gen. 39:21-23

8. Joseph did not lose heart but behaved with integrity, even in times

of despair.  He was persistent in his faithfulness to God. 

9. Joseph acknowledges God as providing him with the interpretation of the dreams of the butler, baker and Pharaoh.- Gen. 41:16,25,32

  10.  Joseph was always mindful of God’s blessings. Gen. 41:50-52

       11.  Joseph was merciful to his brothers and made arrangements for

   them to live in Goshen.  He forgave his brothers and resisted the

   temptation to “get even”.  – Gen. 45:4-8

12.   Joseph believed in the providence of God.  He realized  that God 

       had planed  for Joseph’s life from his youth. – Gen. 50:20

13.  Joseph trusted in God since he was young and had confidence that God would keep His promises to His people. – Gen. 50:24-25

Looking at Forgiveness up Close…..

We have covered many ways in which Joseph is a great example for us today, let’s look more closely at his example of forgiveness.   

· Forgiveness means that there is a cancellation or dismissal of our sins.

· We see in Acts 3:19 that our sins can be “blotted out”.  If we have put on Christ, we are able to repent and turn from our sins and God will forgive us of our sins. We are then no longer held accountable for those sins. 

Also see 1 John 1:9.

· Jesus taught that if we will not forgive others, He will not forgive us.  He shows us how to pray for forgiveness of our sins in Matt. 6:12,14,15.

· We see in Matthew 7:7-8 that God will help give us the courage and ability to forgive others, if we will ask Him for it.

What You Don’t Know, Can Hurt You!

· Whether you realize it or not, you are already making choices in your life that will affect your spiritual future. You should be thinking ahead like Joseph did so you can make the kind of choices that will allow your life to be used by God, to carry out His purposes in your life.

Plan for Your Future - Like Joseph Did

· Joseph was able to realize that the way he lived as a young boy would lay the groundwork for serving God in the future. 

a. Joseph could have felt as though he had plenty of time to serve

God later in his life.  Instead, he planned for his future by doing

things God’s way while he was still a boy, living at home.  

b. Joseph understood that the way he dealt with temptations as a

boy, could and probably would, affect the direction his life would

take as a man.

· Joseph was able to realize that God was All-Knowing, All-Powerful and
Ever-Present.  He looked for and was able to see God’s wonderful workings in the affairs of his life and those around him.

a. Joseph was able to realize that he could trust in God even

     when things were not going well for him.  He knew that God

     could make good things come out of evil intentions.

b. Joseph knew that his trust was not misplaced in God.  He was

devoted to God and was determined to serve Him through

good times and bad. 

c. Joseph was able to keep a clear mind regardless of where 

he found himself on any given day, on top or at the bottom.

He understood that it was more important to figure out how 

to follow God at the place where he was at, instead of trying

to figure out how he got there.

d. Joseph learned that it is sometimes through suffering that 

strength and character are built.  He kept in mind that it was

God who is the Potter and we are the Clay!!

· Joseph realized that the task that God had in mind for him could only be accomplished if he would be merciful to others. 
a. Joseph understood that even though he had done what God had 

planned for him to do with his whole life, that it would all be in

vain, if he was not willing to forgive others

b. Joseph realized that without love, we are nothing.  That love 

endures all things. (1 Cor. 13)  If we love the Lord our God

with all of our heart, soul and mind, then we will learn to

forgive others as God forgives us.

c. Joseph was determined  to not let the sin of” not forgiving others”

stand in his way of realizing his most important dream:  Being

wholly pleasing to God.

· God decided to use David to save Israel from the Philistines.  God 

was able to choose David because of choices that David had made

early in his life to trust God.  David had shown great faith and courage in facing danger as a shepherd boy.  

· God had a plan for David…but David had to decide within himself
that he was going to have the courage to put his trust in God, even

in situations where he might be afraid to do what was right.

How can I work to show courage and trust in God while I am young

so that God’s plan for me can be carried out? _______________________

Let’s review some of the qualities that David chose to have and notice how

having these characteristics helped David to be ready  when God wanted to use him in helping the nation of Israel defeat the Philistines!

Can we say that we are choosing to make some of these qualities a part of who we are, as young Christian ladies?

1. David loved the Word of God – Psalms 119:87; Ps. 119:47-48
2. David loved to Pray – Psalms 116:1-2; Psalms 145:18 

3. David loved to Praise God – Psalms 119:164; Psalms 95:1-7 

4. David hated sin - Psa 119:104; Psalms 119:104;Psalms 101:3-4, 6-7 

5. David wanted to do God’s Will – Acts 13:22
Looking at Courage Up Close…..

We have seen how David was a great example for us by loving the Word of God, loving to Pray, loving to Praise God, hating sin and wanting to do God’s will.  But now let’s look more closely at how these qualities helped David develop the courage that he needed to stand up for what was right and to do what was right, even when he was the only one willing to.

· Courage means having the ability to conquer your feelings of fear and despair.

· We see from reading many of the Psalms that David wrote that the way

that David developed his courage was to put his trust in the Lord.  In

order to trust God, we have to stay close to Him, through praising 

Him in song and praying to him all the time.  If you do this, you will

be made strong and full of courage, like David, and God will help
you to be strong when you need to be. (Psalms 63:8) 

· Another way we can develop courage is to always go to God when

we have a problem.  We will gain confidence in Him as we ask him

for help and he answers our prayers   When we leave God out of the picture in solving problems, there is one thing that we can be sure 

of…God will leaves us to deal with those problems on our own, and without His help! 

What You Don’t Know, Can Hurt You!

· Another way that David developed the courage to face the many difficult

times he had was that when he was having trouble, he strengthened himself in the Lord.  With the strength that he received, he was able to

deal with whatever problem was before him. (1 Samuel 30:1-6)  But 

how do we go about strengthening ourselves in the Lord?

a.  Meditate upon the Lord! (Psalms 1:2;Joshua 1:8;Psalms 119:15-16; 

                                         Psalms 56:3-4, 9-11; Psalms 63:6-7; 

                                         Phil. 4:8)

Meditate means to contemplate, or to think heavily upon.  As young ladies, we can read some scripture every day and think heavily upon them.  Just a few minutes every day will help us to be like David and develop a closeness to God. We will grow in the confidence that we need to be able to put our complete trust in Him and be prepared for the good times in our lives and the times when we will need courage!

Here’s a few scripture to get you started:

Proverbs 3:5-9 – Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and lean not on your

own understanding; In all your ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct

your paths.  Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear the Lord and depart from evil.  It will be health to your flesh and strength to your bones.

James 4:7-8 – Therefore submit to God.  Resist the devil and he will flee from you!  Draw near to God and He will draw near to you

1 Peter 5:6-7 – Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty hand of God,

that He may exalt you in due time, casting all your care upon Him, for 

He cares for you!

You can have confidence in God!!!

Ephesians 3:20-21 – Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly

above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, to

Him be the glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen!  

Plan for Your Future - Like David Did

· David is someone that trusted in God as a young boy, while doing work for his father, caring for the family’s herd of sheep.  He did his part and guarded the sheep from wild animals and trusted God to keep him safe.

· It was by deciding early to obey his father and by doing his best while

    working for his father, that paved the way for him to obey God and 

    give God his best in all the work that God gave him to do.

· David understood that even though sometimes it appeared as though

he was all alone, that in fact, God was with him.  When He saw the

      army of God being threatened by the Philistines, He stood up to be

      counted as one that believed that God would deliver them from the

      hands of the Giant, when no one else would.

· We need to pray for courage to go ahead and do what David did while

we are young.  Decide what it is that we believe in and then have the courage to stand up for what we believe in, even  if we find ourselves standing alone.

· In times of trouble, look to the Lord for your strength! . Trust in Him and be steadfast in praising Him and praying to Him!  Don't forsake Him in your every day life, and He will never forsake you!

Lesson 3
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Esther:  Our Great Example of Obedience

“…Yet who knows whether you have come to the kingdom for

  such a time as this?”









Esther 4:14b

· God decided to use Esther to save the entire nation of the Jews from annihilation.  God was able to choose Esther because of choices that
she had made early in her life.  She was an orphaned Jewish girl, who

was raised by her cousin, Mordecai.  She had been obedient to Mordecai, as it states in Esther 2:20.   
· God had a plan for Esther…but Esther had to decide within herself
to obey God before God could use her in His great plan to save

God’s  people.   Esther listened and respected Mordecai and his advice.

Her obedience to Mordecai allowed her to be used by God.

How can I work to be obedient in my life while I am young so that God’s plan for me can be carried out? ___________________________________

Let’s review some of the qualities that Esther chose to have and notice how

having these characteristics helped Esther to be ready when God wanted to use her in saving  the nation of Israel from annihilation at the hand of Haman and the King of Persia.

Can we say that we are choosing to make some of these qualities a part of who we are, as young Christian ladies?

1. Esther obeyed Mordecai – Esther 4:13-14

2. Esther is a classic example of a chaste woman.   She left a pattern for all Christian women through the ages – Esther 2:15

3. Esther was willing to do her part - Esther 4:16

4. Esther asked for help when she needed it—from God and others Esther 4:16

5. Esther had great courage – Esther 4:16

6. Esther showed great wisdom – Esther 5:4,8; Esther 8:5-6; 9:29,32

Looking at Obedience Up Close…..

We have seen how Esther was a great example for us by being chaste, obeying, being willing to do her part, being willing to ask for help, having great courage and being wise when making decisions.  But now let’s look more closely at how these qualities enable Esther to be obedient at a time when it was not easy to follow through with what was being asked of her.

· Obedience means to follow the commands or guidance of another.

· We see from reading the book of Esther that there were many areas of her life which Esther had learned to be submissive in before she was called upon to submit to Mordecai’s advice to go before the King and plea for her nation. 

· Esther was a chaste young woman. Chaste means being virtuous, modest, restrained and simple in style, not ornate or extreme.   We see in Esther 2:15 where Esther had the opportunity to request additional attention when preparing herself to see the King.  It says she chose to receive nothing but what was advised that she have

· Esther showed great courage by agreeing to go before the King when she knew it was at great risk to her life.  She told Mordecai that she would intercede for her people and was willing to perish if that was what was required.

· Esther was willing to do her part.  We see in Esther 4:16 that she told Mordecai that she and her handmaidens would fast and not eat or drink for 3 days.  

· Esther asked for help.  She knew to pray to God for help and to ask Mordecai to get the whole nation to pray and fast for her to be able to have success in going before the King.

· Esther used wisdom in devising a plan of how to approach the King.  She had prayed and fasted and no doubt asked God for ideas of how to go to the King.  She decided to ask the King to attend 2 banquets before she made her request.  She fed him twice before she asked him for her life and the life of her people to be spared.

What You Don’t Know, Can Hurt You!

· Esther’s story is written for our learning!  

In Romans 15:4 we read that, “…whatever things were written before were written for our learning, that we through the patience and comfort of the Scriptures might have hope.”

    How  we can be brave like Esther!  

· Courage means to have the ability to conquer fear or despair.  As young ladies, we can develop this ability by reading scripture every day and put them in our hearts so that we can be prepared to face times in our lives that are going to require courage.

You are not alone!!  Here are some different times when God’s people were called upon to have courage:

Numbers 13:20 – “…be of good courage and bring some of the fruit of the land.”

Deut. 31:6 – “Be strong and of good courage, do not fear nor be afraid…for the Lord your God, He is the one who goes with you.  He will not leave you nor forsake you.”

Joshua 1:6,9, 18 – “…Be strong and of good courage; do not be afraid, nor be dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.”

Josh. 1:7 – “Only be strong and very courageous, that you may observe to do according to all the law…do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left, that you may prosper where you go”.

No doubt Mordecai had taught Esther to be of great courage, like we can read about when Joshua exhorted the Israelites to be of good courage.

Plan for Your Future - Like Esther Did

· Just like Esther, we can learn to have courage and be brave in times of uncertainty  because:

a.  We know that we serve a living God. - Acts 17:22-31

b.  God is the Great I am – John 8:58

c. God is the Creator of all things – Colossians 1:16

d. God is able to perform many wonderful works – Ps. 107:8

e. God will confess us one day, if we confess Him

· Matt. 10:32

f.   Our reward will be great – Luke 6:22-23; Rev. 2:10

· Just like Esther, we can learn to be a chaste young lady and be ready to be used in God’s kingdom if we are: 

a. Discreet – Using good judgment in all things - Titus 2:5

b. Chaste –   Modest and decent in all things

  - Titus 2:5; 1 Peter 3:3

c. Mindful of her speech and faithful in all things – 1 Tim. 3:11

d. Full of good works – 1 Tim. 2:9-10

e. Gentle and have a Quiet Spirit – 1 Peter 3:4

f. Fearing the Lord – Proverbs 31:30; 1 Peter 3:2

g. Obedient – Ephesians 6:1; Ephesians 5:22

· Throughout the pages of the Bible we read of many women.  Each and every woman that God chose for a special purpose could be described as having the above qualities.   They were followers of and obedient to God and they were able to serve God in the roles in which they were placed.  We too will be able to be used by God, if we prepare now while we are young, like Esther.

Daniel 2:19

· God decided to use Daniel to demonstrate to all the nations, that God was the supreme ruler and the one and only God.  God was able to
use Daniel because of choices he had made early in his life.  He had

trusted in God since before he was taken captive when he was between 12 and 15 years old.

· God had a plan for Daniel…but Daniel had to decide within himself to trust in God before God could use him in His great plan to show all nations that God was the true God.  

How can I learn to trust in God while I am young so that God’s plan for me

can be carried out? ____________________________________________

Let’s review some of the qualities that Daniel chose to have and notice how having these characteristics helped Daniel to be ready when God wanted to use him in revealing God’s sovereignty to all the nations.

Can we say that we are choosing to make some of these qualities a part of who we are, as young Christian ladies?

1. Daniel purposed in his heart – Daniel 1:8

2. Daniel had priorities and remained true to his commitment – Daniel 1:8-9

3. Daniel turned to God for help – Daniel 1:9

4. Daniel was confident in God’s way – Daniel 1:12-15

5. Daniel was willing to test his own faith – Daniel 1:12-15

6. Daniel believed and trusted in God – Daniel 1:12-15

Looking at Trust Up Close…..

We have seen many ways how Daniel was a great example for us today.  Let’s look more closely at his example of trusting in God.

· Trust means a complete reliance on another.  

· Daniel knew that putting his trust in God meant that he must be willing to seek God first.  

· Daniel knew that trusting in God meant that he must refuse to compromise his beliefs and be willing to boldly do God’s will.

· Daniel knew that in order to trust in God he must be willing to submit his own will and make God’s will his own.  

· Daniel was persistent and continued to pray on his knees, 3 times a day

to God, with thankfulness and courage.  

· Daniel was resolved to do what was right, even if God did not decide 
to deliver him.  He acted with courage, not knowing if God would intervene or not.

What You Don’t Know, Can Hurt You!

· Whether you realize it or not, your commitment to God can have

astounding results!  When Daniel refused to compromise his beliefs,

he found favor in the eyes of others. – Dan. 1:9

· Whether you realize it or not, your commitment to God can influence the lives of others, causing them to want to learn more about why you are devoted to God.

· Whether you realize it or not, choosing good friends can help you stay faithful to God.  Daniel and his three friends, encouraged and strengthened each other’s faith.  They, too, were resolved to obey God 

when they refused to bow down to a false god.  

· Whether you realize it or not, one of the most effective tools that Satan possesses is conformance.  When faced with the choice to conform or continue to pray to God, Daniel chose to trust God and continue to pray.

“And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the

  renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and 

  acceptable and perfect will of God.”

· Whether you realize it or not, Satan will try and tempt you to think that you are strong and that you can do things on your own.  Daniel continued to lean on God, even  when he was able to interpret

dreams.  He always gave God the glory and did not think more highly

of himself than he should. 

“…to everyone who is among you, do not think of himself more

 highly than he ought to think…”

We should look to the Lord for 

help and be willing to trust in His providence.  God knows what

each of us.

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Jesus:  Our Perfect Example

“Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son and

  they  shall call His name Immanuel, which is translated,

 ‘God with us’.”









Matthew 1:23

· God had a plan since before the fall of man in the Garden of Eden, to provide a way for man to be redeemed from our sinful state.  The plan that God had was to provide a sacrifice to take on the burden of all mankind’s sin, so that man could be free from the punishment of our

sin.

· The only way that God’s plan could be fulfilled was if there could be a sacrifice given with no sin or guile.  The sacrifice must be completely innocent and without blemish, if it were to qualify to die in our stead.  The sacrifice must be perfect!!  God chose to send His only Son down to this earth to live and die in our place, so that all mankind could have remission of sins.  We see in Matt.1:23 that God’s plan was fulfilled when He did send His son.  His name was Jesus or Immanuel, which means “God with us”. 
“But when the fullness of time had come, God sent forth His son,

     born of a woman, born under the law, to redeem those who were

     under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons (and

     daughters).  And because you are sons (and daughters), God 

     has sent forth, the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying

     out,“Abba, Father!”  



Galatians 4:4-5

Let’s review some of the events in Jesus’ life and learn from the perfect example that he set for us!

1.  Perfect --In His Youth:

a.  Jesus was only 12 years old when he was found in the temple sitting in the midst of the teachers, both listening to them and asking them questions. We read in Luke 2:46-50 that all who

     heard Him were astonished at His understanding and answers.

    And yet, in verse 51 we see that it says that Jesus was obedient

    to His parents and subject to them.

b. Jesus increased not only in physical stature but in wisdom and

in favor with God and man. (Luke 2:52)

2. Perfect--In His Baptism:

a. Jesus came to John at the Jordan River to be baptized by him.

John tried to prevent Him, but Jesus said, “Permit it to be so

Now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfull all righteousness.”

3. Perfect--In His Temptation:

a. Jesus fasted 40 days and 40 nights in preparation of being tempted

by Satan.  

b. Jesus used scripture when being faced with temptation.  

.  “It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every 

     word that proceeds from the mouth of God.”

.  “It is written, You shall not tempt the Lord your God.”

.  “It is written, You shall worship the Lord your God, and Him

     only shall you serve”.

4. Perfect--In His Love and Devotion to God:

a. When Jesus was asked what the greatest commandment was,

His answer was:

“You shall love the Lord with all your heart, soul and mind.  This

  is the first and great commandment.  And the second is like it: ‘You

  shall love your neighbor as yourself””

b. Jesus showed his love to the Father through obedience. 
     Jesus was explaining his relationship with His father, He said:

“…He who sent Me is with Me.  The Father has not left Me alone,

  for I always do those things that please Him”. (John 8:29)

c. When Jesus was explaining His death to his disciples, He said:

“…When you lift up the Son of Man, then you will know that I do

  nothing of Myself; but as My Father taught Me…”(John 8:28)

d. Once when the disciples asked Jesus if he had eaten any food, he

said:

“I have food to eat of which you do not know.  My food is to do 

 the  will of Him who sent Me, and to finish His work.”

 (John 4:32-34)

5. Perfect--In His Hatred of Sin:

a. Jesus rebuked the cities in which most of His mighty works had been 

    done because they did not repent.  

    “Woe to you Chorazin and Capernaum, …It will be more tolerable

      for the land of Sodom in the day of judgment than for you.”

     (Matthew 11:20-24)

b. Jesus confronted the sinfulness going on in the temple.

“Then Jesus went into the temple and drove out all those who bought

  and sold in the temple, and overturned the tables of the money

  changers and the seats of those who sold doves.”

 (Matthew 21:12-13)

c. These six things the Lord hates, yes, even seven are an abomination

To Him:  A proud look, a lying tongue, hands that shed innocent blood, a heart that devises wicked plans, feet that are swift in running to evil, a false witness who speaks lies and one who sows discord among brethren.  (Proverbs 6:16-19).

6. Perfect--In His Times of Suffering:

a.  Jesus learned from His suffering.


“…though He was a Son, yet He learned obedience by the things

            which He suffered.”  (Hebrews 5:8)

    b.   Jesus, looking forward to the joy of heaven, endured the suffering of 

and shame of the cross. (Hebrews 12:2)

   c.    Jesus was able to remember his commitment to do God’s will and 

     forgave even when He was suffering miserably on the cross.
