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THE GREAT COMMANDMENT 





"Thou shalt have no other gods before me


 (Ex. 20: 3)


   There are three accounts in the gospels of one (a lawyer) tempting Jesus with a question about His teaching. I believe that Jesus relished such attempts to catch Him in a fault because it gave Him the opportunity to teach more forcefully. Consider Matthew's account. "And one of them, a lawyer, asked him a question, trying him: Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?  And he said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind."  (Matt. 22: 35-28) 


   Jesus' statement is the same thing said by God in Exodus 3, but He goes on to say that this is the first and great commandment and there is "a second like unto it, thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself." (Vs. 39-40) So, what makes this one greater than any of the others and how are the two alike? I believe the answer lies in His conclusion, "on these two commandments hang all the law and prophets". First, without unwavering obedience to the great commandment none of the others would mean anything and secondly, without obedience to the second (like unto it) the other five would have no meaning.


   A comparison study is found in Matthew 19: "And behold, one came to him and said, Teacher, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life?

What a force this motivational power called love proves to be.


   As we continue to develop and mature in our ability to pray, we began to see the many benefits that accrue from prayer. The most obvious is that we are doing something God has requested of us. This represents, at the very least, a change in attitude and a change in our character. Further, as we demonstrate faithfulness, what a thrill to recognize that God's hand is taking an active part in directing our lives, that God is answering our prayers.


  When we pray for others, it 


eases strife. There is no room left within us for selfishness, hate, vengeance or bitterness. What a blessing to have these things removed! We recognize that God will deal with all men and all situations. Perhaps the greatest blessing that comes from prayer is that it demonstrates to God our 


faith in Him. Our prayers demonstrate that we have acted upon our faith and that we, by praying for others, desire to 


change our character and personalities o conform to the 


image of His Blessed Son. 


   Do you feel limited in the kingdom? Are you seeking something of significance that you can do? Why not spend more time in earnest prayer for others and yourself?  What a thrill it must have been for the Colossians in the first century to hear that Epaphras was praying that they would "stand perfect and fully assured in all the will of God.


		





Faith demands obedience and Jesus clearly requires us to pray for ourselves and others. He tells us to pray for those who persecute us (Matt 5: 44). He urges us to pray for workers to be sent to the harvest (Matt. 9: 38). He teaches us to pray for friends who face temptation (LK. 22: 32), as well as for ourselves that "we may not enter temptation" (Lk. 22: 40). Through Paul He exhorts "that supplications, prayers, intercessions and giving of thanks be made for all men, for kings and all in authority…" (I Tim. 2: 17) In view of these instructions, prayer is a command to be obeyed. This within itself is motivation enough for one who has faith to obey.


   As we mature, however, our attitudes change and develop. We become more what we should be, a reflection of Jesus. We develop the ability to set aside selfish interest and to submit ourselves to God while subjecting ourselves to others (Eph. 5: 21). Love becomes our motivation to pray for others because it empowers us to love our neighbors as ourselves; to love a brother or sister in the Lord, placing their interest above ours; to love and be concerned with the things of God rather than our own personal interest. When we reach the point where we are as concerned for others as for ourselves, then prayer for others becomes natural. 








   For whom should we pray? The answer seems far too obvious. We should pray for ourselves and others, but why? The motivation to pray for ourselves is usually not a problem, but motivational difficulties do sometimes occur while praying for others. Prayer, if done properly, is labor. In Colossians 4: 12 Epaphras was said to be "laboring earnestly for the Colossians in his prayers. The Greek word for labor looks a lot like the English word, agony. It means to struggle, to fight, to strive, or to labor fervently. Prayer is labor and requires effort.  Anna served day and night with fasting and prayer. (Lk. 7: 36-37) If you doubt that prayer is labor, take your directory and pray earnestly for each name there. This by the way is a very good exercise. If you have done it properly, you will have spent a great deal of time agonizing over the many situations and circumstances unique to those in your directory. Why would anyone want to spend so much time and energy on behalf of others? Again, what is the motivation and what type of attitude reflects such motivation?


   Before you answer the question, (why pray for ourselves and others?)Please realize that the desire to pray demonstrates an expectance of God the Almighty, His power, that He is alive today, and that prayer works. In other words prayer is an act of faith.

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And he said unto him, Why askest thou me concerning that which is good? One there is who is good: but if thou wouldest enter into life, keep the commandments. 


 He saith unto him, Which? And Jesus said, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Honor thy father and mother; and, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. 


 The young man saith unto him, All these things have I observed: what lack I yet? Jesus said unto him, If thou wouldest be perfect, go, sell that which thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me.  But when the young man heard the saying, he went away sorrowful; for he was one that had great possessions. "


    Jesus points out that, "there is none good but God", a clue to the importance of putting God first. He then quotes the six commandments that pertain to his relationship to man, which he had kept all his life. This was not an uncommon thing, for a Jew, most lived their life this way. The problem came when Jesus told the young man to put away all his other gods, (i.e. great possessions) and come follow me, (i.e. put God first). It was at this point that he went away sorrowfully. Keeping all of these commandments toward his fellowman meant nothing unless he put God first and he knew that as indicated by his question "what lack I yet". 


   May God help us to put behind the gods that hinder us and give Him the proper place in our lives.
