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Sticks and Stones





    From a purely physical point of view the single most defining feature of the human race is a spoken language. By it we are able to communicate in a way far superior to the body movements and grunts of the animal world. By it, we exchange knowledge; we educate ourselves; it allows us to produce a written word to preserve the knowledge we have. Without it our society would be reduced to nothing more than primitive basics.


    When we consider that all of this, is controlled by the tongue, is it any wonder that James would compare it to the rudder of a great ship, that though blown by the mighty wind, is controlled by the small rudder at the helmsman's desire? (Js. 3: 4-5) Despite all the good that comes from our ability to convey out thoughts by the tongue, James also gives severe warning about the misuse of the tongue.


   The old adage: "Sticks and stones may break my bones but words will never hurt me" (usually spoken by children being badgered by their peers) conveys the idea that you may hurt me physically, but I want let your words hurt me. While this may seem to be a good approach to badgering, words nevertheless do hurt. That is why James speaks so strongly about the misuse of the tongue. The real issue, however, is should this ever be a problem between brethren? Unfortunately, it is and often comes when someone disagrees with us or does not hold our point of view. For some reason we are offended and feel we must strike back. Maybe we think we are made to look bad, when the only thing that makes us "look bad"

Services, or give enough money to earn our salvation. Why? Because the cost of sin is more than our ability to pay! Like the servant in Matthew 18 whose debts were enormous, beyond his ability to repay, so are our sins. Yet, like the merciful master who forgave this huge debt, our gracious God extended His favor and paid the price for sin.


    How shall we respond? In the story that Dr. Stanley told, he said some failed to follow the instructions and unnecessarily agonized through the entire test only to read of the professor's offer at the end. A few would leave out of anger and others out of despair, but both ignorant of the professor's grace. One student, the most unusual of all, said he would take the test anyway. He didn't want any favors; he would earn his grade. He made a C+ … but he could have had an A!


     What is your response to God's saving grace? Are you, in ignorance, tirelessly working and trying to earn salvation? After looking at God's standard, the Bible, do you throw up your hands in surrender and say, "I can't do all that! Why even try?" Or are you like the student that said, I'll take the test and earn my grade.


     Let us not use grace as a license to sin. Paul refutes this in Romans 6: 1-2. "Shall we!





    


					





Why is grace so amazing? Because it redeems us from sin, relieves our fears and reassures us through danger. Without God's grace there would be no justification, no cross, no redemption, and no reconciliation. Because of His grace the blood was shed, the propitiation was offered and sanctification was made possible. Without God's grace, there is no pardon, no peace, and no salvation. Because of God's grace, there is an eternal reward for the righteous. Yes it is an amazing grace!


    Our Response


    The actor John Horseman did commercials for a brokerage firm, in which he said with that beautiful British accent and gravelly voice: "We make money the old fashion way--we earn it!" That's fine for making money, but incorrect when it comes to salvation. We can't earn it.


    While it is true that faith, repentance, confession and baptism are all important words that relate to salvation, our action in those areas does not earn our salvation. We cannot pray enough prayers, attend enough





    Salvation by Grace


    But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, that in the ages to come He might show the exceeding riches of His grace in His kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. In His mercy He does not give us what we deserve and in His grace He gives us what we don't deserve. We deserve to be lost, but by His grace we are saved.
