"For even as we have many members in one body, and all the members have not the same office: so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and severally members one of another. And having gifts differing according to the grace that was given to us", (Rom. 12:4-6)





    Some years ago I stopped by the shop of a friend and found him staining a set of doors. As I walked up behind him and watched over his shoulder, I said, "you missed a spot". Without hesitation or looking up he responded, "yes, but look at all the ones I got".  I have thought about the lesson I learned from that statement many times and how it applies to us as Christians. 


    Quite often it is so easy to see "a spot missed" by someone that we overlook the fact that they are doing good things. Many good deeds are quite profound while others are very obscure. Nonetheless they are all important. Jesus said, " And whosoever shall give to drink unto one of these little ones a cup of cold water only, in the name of a disciple, verily I say unto you he shall in no wise lose his reward". (Matt. 10: 42) 


 If we respond to a need when others do not, it need not be because they do not care. It may be that they are not able to assist or that they are assisting in some other need or (and this is often the case) they simply do not know a need exist.

you shall surely bury him that day "for he who is hanged is accursed of God" (Deuteronomy 21:22-23).


    The great paradox is that Christ was cursed so we might be blessed, and have God's curse upon us, for our sins, removed.  There is a great contrast between the tree of pain in the Garden of Eden and the tree of pardon at Golgotha!  The tree of Calvary extended four ways -- north, south, east, and west.  Christ's redemption accomplished on that tree extends to men in all corners of the earth.  Our Lord explained how men "will come from the east and the west, from the north and the south, and sit down in the kingdom of God" (Luke 13:29).  The Revelation letter tells us of this "great multitude which no one could number, of all nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues…" (Revelation 7:9).


      On the tree of Calvary Christ's arms were stretched out wide, as cruel men nailed Him mercilessly to the wood.  However, we might let Jesus' outstretched arms on that tree speak of His welcome.  Jesus welcomes sinners!  Do you know that you are a sinner?  Do you understand that Jesus receives and saves sinners?  (Luke 15:2).  Do you realize that Jesus embraces sinners just like the father of the prodigal who in seeing his rebellious but repentant son "had compassion, and ran and fell on his neck and kissed him"?  (Luke 15:20)

The Fruit of a Tree

I lived in West Texas for a while where there are not many trees that grow naturally.  Most of the trees that people enjoyed were planted by someone.  Trees give houses and roads character and provide welcome shade on hot days.  Fruit trees provide an obvious benefit, as we can eat delicious apples or oranges from them.  It is interesting that some years their branches are weighed down with produce, while in other years--for no apparent reason--they bear little or none at all.








     On a much happier note, the root of redemption can also be traced back to a tree--the tree of Calvary where Christ died to bring about the sinner's pardon.  Redemption was brought about on the cross of Calvary by the Christ of Calvary.  This cross was quite different from the ornate jewelry worn around many people's necks, or the crosses emerging from some church buildings.  The original cross was most likely a cruel rugged plank of wood, cut with no frills from a weather-beaten tree.


    Peter said at Cornelius's house, "We are witnesses of all things which He did … whom they killed by hanging on a tree" (Acts 10:39).  Years later, Peter explained the meaning of Christ's crucifixion further by saying that He "Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree" (1 Peter 2:24).


     The apostle Paul said, "Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, 'Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree')" (Galatians 3:13).  In biblical times, hanging someone on a tree was evidence of their being under God's curse.  The Law had stated:  "If a man has committed a sin deserving of death, and he is put to death, and you hang him on a tree, his body shall not remain overnight on the tree, but 





Trees figure prominently in the pages of God's word.  Jesus once said the kingdom of heaven "is like a mustard seed, which a man took and put in his garden, and it grew and became a large tree, and the birds of the air nested in its branches" (Luke 13:19)                                                             


     The parable suggests that though 


the kingdom of God had seemingly insignificant and small beginnings, it would so expand that people from all nations would find rest in it.


   There are three "trees" in the Bible, which have important implications in the lives of every person.


    Sin and its misery originated with Adam and Eve who, at the dawn of world history, committed the first act of sin, bringing serious consequences upon themselves and the whole human race.  Genesis tells how both Adam and Eve had the audacity to sin against God and eat the forbidden fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.  God had clearly commanded, "Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat, but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die" (Genesis 2:16-17).  Adam and Eve's rebellious action rendered that tree a tree of pain.
