The eternal purpose of God for men is about more than forgiveness, it is about a transformation by faith into the very image of the Son of God (Romans 8:29; Ephesians 3:17; 4:13-15).  And the only way we can become like Him is for us to know His will both thoroughly and deeply.  But whose task is it to see that every child of God so knows and understands the will of his Father that he will be able to escape the clever traps of the devil and grow up into a strong, mature follower of Jesus?  Is it the work of preachers?  Is it the task of teachers in the local church?  Is it the duty of every experienced and knowledgeable disciple?  Is it the charge of parents?  The answer is:  "Yes!  All of the above."


      In local churches, elders, as mature disciples skilled in the knowledge, practice and instruction of God's word, have the primary responsibility to provide for the growth of each Christian under their care (Acts 20:28); 1 Thess. 5:12-14; Heb. 13:1-7; 1 Peter 5:1-4).  Teachers are to aid the elders in this work of bringing the saints to mature faith and equipping them for service (Eph. 4:11-16).  Evangelists, too, though their principal work is with the unsaved, have a responsibility to instruct disciples in the "sound doctrine" (1 Tim 1:3; 4:6; 6:17-19;


2 Tim. 2:2, 14: 24-26; 4:1-5).





individual saint.  Churches that support a local evangelist, appoint elders, deacons and teachers, and then sit back and wait for the magic to begin have lost touch with the New Testament.  And those who merely call in a preacher and wait for heaven to come down have truly suffered a spiritual disconnect.  How could twelve men in first century Jerusalem have provided all the nurture necessary in a church of perhaps 10,000 disciples?  The apostles had to have help from every concerned and knowledgeable member of the body.  And those Christians had to function not just collectively and publicly, but personally and privately, alert to every need and opportunity.


      And then there is the psychological problem.  It is easy, and human, in situations where all the teaching and admonition is coming from such a narrow circle (at times an evangelist is the sole spokesman) for people to turn it off as the viewpoint of a very few.  That will not be the case when patient instruction in righteousness is being done in the home by the parents and in the local church by all that teach; and when firm support is given to that teaching by every spiritual disciple.


The simple truth is that the work of growing Christians is one that cannot be accomplished by a few "specialists."  For this great enterprise it will take every one of us doing that which we alone can do.  As someone observed about a 





					





What "The Few" Cannot Do

Just whose task is it to see that every child of God knows and understands the will of His Father?





Of this much we may be sure.


But it does not end there.  The teaching, training, nurturing work of the kingdom of God is not the work of a few specialists.  It is not even the work merely of local churches.  Every spiritually strong disciple is expected to have his part in this, both as an individual and as part of the local church.  The growth of the body of Christ is a product of "what every joint supplies; (Ephesians 4:16).  "Brethren," Paul urges the Christians of Galatia, "if any man is overtaken in any trespass, you who are spiritual restore such a one in a spirit of gentleness…. Bear one another's burdens and so fulfill the law of Christ" (Galatians 6:1-2).  Among these individual saints, parents are especially important.  To them belongs the vital task of bringing up children (including those who are Christians) "in the training and admonition of the Lord: (Ephesians 6:4).  And when any one of the above-mentioned workers starts relying on someone else to get the teaching and training done, the cause of Christ in the churches will suffer for it.


     One of the most prominent reasons for biblical ignorance and spiritual flabbiness in local churches is that the task of teaching and training is left to some narrow few.  First of all, those few are absolutely incapable of doing all the nurturing that is necessary to the spiritual growth of each

     Henry Miller wrote, "if there is to be any peace it will come from being not having.              


      Unfortunately, we live in a society that puts great emphasis on "having". Someone came up with the silly phrase that describes this as, "he who dies with the most toys wins". Nothing could be further from the truth. Still we are all effected by the desire for things. Often times,
