     I remember, as a young boy, my father hiring someone to whitewash the trunks of several 


large trees in our front yard. A mixture of lime, water, salt and flour, whitewash has been used 


from earliest history as a cheap way to cover 


rough ugly surfaces of exterior buildings, fences, stables and the like. The purpose was to hide the truth about the object covered. Not being permanent, however, it would wash away over 


time and the true surface would reappear 


requiring another application of wash.


     With the advent of more permanent paints, whitewash is not used much today but the word 


has come to identify something akin to "verbal whitewash". It is words, other than the truth, 


used in an attempt to cover the truth and it is not unique to our time. (Read Acts 24: 1-3) 


      It is sad indeed, however, when men, 


especially Christians, use "verbal whitewash" to deal with the truth about sin. Jesus, in dealing 


with the Scribes and Pharisees, said, "Woe unto 


you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye 


are like unto whited sepulchres, which outwardly appear beautiful, but inwardly are full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness". (Matt 23


:27) Brethren, we can not live under a coating of "verbal whitewash" and be pleasing to God. When we attempt to embellish the truth with words that are not completely true, it is hypocrisy and God

will not accept it. Like physical whitewash, "verbal whitewash" is not permanent. It will wash away with time and the ugliness of sin will reappear requiring more wash.


   Jesus said, " But let your speech be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: and whatsoever is more than these is of the evil (one)". (Matt 5:37) That is to say, face the truth and tell it, anything else is wrong. Sin does not correct itself with time. Letting things "cool off" or "smooth over" does not remove sin. We may forget about it with time but God does not. God has made it possible to correct the sin in our life and when we fail to do so, it leads to more sin. Sin must be faced with truth and repentance if we are to be forgiven.


     Though "verbal whitewash" may be the way of the world, we are to be transformed from such things. Paul admonishes, " And be not fashioned according to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, and ye may prove what is the good and acceptable and perfect will of God". (Rom. 12:2)


     May we all learn to face the truth about ourselves and strive to live lives of truth before our Lord.

things go.  It’s what makes things flow.  And kindness, the first cousin to love, is a great motivator.  The kind man can't contain his desire to do good; he'd blow up if he couldn't express what he felt.  The person who sees some opportunity and is kindly disposed to it needs little else to cause him to get involved, no matter the risk.  Kindness moves people.  Kindness causes tasks to get done.  Read Ephesians 2:4-8.


      May I close by suggesting some areas where we need kindness?


     We need to be kind when we don't want to.  It'll help every situation if we'll learn that kindness is not just an emotional response, but an intellectual one.


     We need to be kind to all ages.  It's easy to be kind to the rest of the gang if you're young, easy to be kind to the senile set, if you're older.  But we need to share our disposition of kindness to the old if we're younger and to the younger if we're old.   It'll bring a joy you've been missing.


     We need to be kind regardless.  Since when does someone have to deserve it for us to be kind to them?  Actually, kindness is never at its more conspicuous and effective level than when it's being extended to someone who doesn't deserve it, or who can do nothing to repay it.


       We need kindness in disagree -ments.  Brethren have far too much unkindness in their disputes and conflicts. If we think we're right, then kindness is no longer














      Kindness has the power to melt the hard heart.  It's hard to fuss with a fellow who won't fuss back.  It's hard to stay mad at a guy who is still smiling.  It's hard to conjure up bad talk about a fellow who's been singing your praises.  Many a hard heart has been tamed by some simple act of kindness.  Read Proverbs 25:21-22.


     Kindness has the power to teach.  We don't think about kindness and teaching together, but kindness has to do with good instruction.  You can't teach someone who has no confidence in you.  Kindness instills confidence, inspires trust, builds bridges, constructs opportunities.  Kindness in speech is a far greater tool than decibels; it has won more souls than screaming.  It seldom turns anyone away.  And a teacher who displays kindness in his life will command more respect.  Read Proverbs 12:18.


      Kindness has the power to reach.  Kindness is a kind of magnet.  It draws people to goodness.  It will not only reach the hard-hearted, but every age, every educational and cultural level.


      There is no place where kindness is out of order, where it is not appreciated, where it is not welcomed.  In fact, kindness and usefulness are often equated.  Read Mathew 5:14-16.


     Kindness has the power to propel.  Motive is an essential. It's what makes








     Kindness is an untapped resource.  It can bring about sweeping changes or it can make subtle alterations happen almost unnoticeably.  It is a characteristic of love and is often coupled with attributes like longsuffering (1 Corinthians 13:4).  It is listed as one of the requirements for the spiritual clothing of the new man (Colossians 3:12).


      Actually, kind and kin are kin.  It is assumed by the word that we will treat fairly and honorably those to whom we are kin.  The same assumption could be made regarding our treatment of those with whom we have any sort of special relationship--like at work, at school, on the team, or just on our block.  Kindness reaches out to those we care about.


       The parable of the Good Samaritan is a teaching about kindness.  "Who is my neighbor?" Jesus was asked.  Jesus answered in the parable that your neighbor is anyone who needs your help.


       "Regardless of whether he asks?"  Yes.  "Regardless of whether he deserves it?"  Yes.  "You mean I'm to be kind to those who may not even understand why I'm doing it?"  Yes.  "And what will I get?"  Maybe nothing.  Maybe trouble.  Maybe you'll get dirty, wet, even hurt some.  "And I ought to do it anyway?"  Yep.


       Kindness works.  It has power.
