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The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     Do you ever feel that you are troubled by evil spirits (evil people or evil influences) around you? The Bible says it will be so. David said, "Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me". (Ps 51:5) This is not saying that David was born a sinner or that his mother did some immoral act that resulted in his birth but that he was born into a world dominated by sin. One in which all mankind has violated God's will (Rom. 3:23) 


     I will tell you now, that the only hope of relief is to "touch Jesus". The only way to overcome temptation is to "touch Jesus". The only way to be healed from guilt is to "touch Jesus". 


     Touch Jesus in faith! Thomas touched the hand and side of Jesus and said "My Lord and my God" to which Jesus replied, "Because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed (are) they that have not seen, and (yet) have believed" (John 20:29)


     Touch Jesus by obedience! And Peter (said) unto them, Repent ye, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ unto the remission of your sins; and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 


(Acts 2: 38)


     Touch Jesus by Submission! Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my word: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with him. (John 14:23)


     Touch Jesus through service! And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it unto one of these my brethren, (even) these least, ye did it unto me. (Matt 25:40)


     Did you come this morning to touch Jesus? I hope so for He is our only hope.

     The psalmist said, "This is the day which the Lord hath made.  We will rejoice in it and be glad" (Psalm 118:25).  And Jesus told us, ". . . sufficient to the day is the evil thereof," which in reality tells us to take things one day at a time.  God considers a good day important.


     How do you have a good day?  May I suggest that you . . .


        Keep in touch with your own spirituality.  It is good to begin each day with prayer and planning--prayer for God's help, planning for yours.  In Philippians 4:8, Paul says that we should think about true and honorable things, things that are just and pure, and things which are lovely and of good report.  Such thinking sets straight paths for our feet.  A day spent in thinking quality thoughts will almost always result in a good day.


Get your guard up early.   We're all pugilists, actually.  We have a fight on our hands every day (see 


1 Corinthians 9:24-27).  We must guard against the invasion of our minds; keep watch on the body, which articulates our thoughts; watch out for the temptation, which leads to sin.  Jesus said, "Watch and pray that ye enter not into temptation, for the spirit indeed is willing but the flesh is weak" (Matthew 26:41).  We're dealing with a less-than-perfect will, an intellect that is easily influenced to evil, and with emotions which thrive on lustful evil, and with 








Consider the consequences immediately.  Wisdom is involved with seeing the end of a thing from 


the beginning.  Measure the consequences early and you are apt to save yourself lots of trouble.  The drunk would never have become a drunk had he thought carefully what alcohol does to a man's mind.  The addict would never have become addicted had he measured carefully the result of what he was about to do.  "Let no man deceive you with vain words" (Ephesians 5:6) says: don't let anyone tell you what to do, be your own man.  Many a wrecked life started with a bad decision in the rear seat of a car or because someone became convinced that "everyone else is doing it" is reason enough to go ahead.


    Learn to measure greatness.  We humans are fitted for service.  We never walk nobler than when we have submitted ourselves to someone else (Ephesians 5:21), we never have a better disposition than when we are committed to the good of another.  There is no such thing as a good day when nothing is done to	


benefit those around about us.  "As we therefore have opportunity, let us do good unto all men," said Paul (Galatians 6:10).  We are apt to be happiest when we are small (see Matthew 18:1-6).  Love always seeks to serve.  Arthur Gordon said it well when he said, "Give in to goodness.  Make deliberate plans to do good and something in you will respond.  Your character will benefit from it." 


     If you want to have a good day today, tomorrow or any day:  (1) keep in touch with your own spirituality; (2) get your guard up early; (3) run from your pulse rate; (4) keep your mind from evil; (5) consider the consequences early; and (6) learn to measure greatness.

The French say it, "Bon jour!"  An Australian, "G'day" And in West Texas they say, "Have a good 'un, podner!"  However you say it, we are all interested in having a good day.


Here are some things you might want to consider if you’d like to have a good day today, tomorrow, or most any day.








emotions which thrive on lustful passion.  We best be watchful.  That is, be ready in advance.  And then pray.  Pray that God will help us to overcome ourselves.


   Run from your pulse rate.   The body reacts to our anticipation of sin with excitement.  The pulse rate intensifies, the skin becomes sensitive, our interest heightens.  If it were not so, nobody would want to sin.  Certainly, there is an excitement in doing good, but it seldom has the same intensity as the inducement to evil.  The great apostle said, "For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit and the Spirit against the flesh."  And, "these are contrary to one another"  (Galatians 5:17).  It's hard to not allow excitement to rule in our lives.  It's hard to bring ourselves into control.  Scripture says, flee--run from--fornication and all manner of sin.  Best watch out when your pulse rate goes up. 


4.       Keep your mind free of evil encroachments.  To have a good day requires constant housekeeping in 


the mind.  Your cannot keep evil thoughts out of your mind, but you can keep them from lodging there.  "Submit yourselves to God.  Resist the devil and he will flee from you" (James 4:7).  "Give no place to the devil" (Eph. 4:27).  This housekeeping is peculiarly yours; nobody can do for you.  To have a good day, one must consider carefully that a "Double-minded man is unstable in all his ways" and that "friendship with the world is enmity with God."

And all the multitude sought to touch him; for power came forth from him, and healed (them) all. 


(Luke 6:19)





     On the occasion of this title verse, Jesus had been up on the mountain where He chose the twelve. When they came down to a level place, they were met by a great multitude of people. It is obvious that His fame had spread through the region for many had come from great distances. 


      This great audience consisted of three distinct groups. First, there were a great number of disciples, those who had previously heard and believed in Him. Second, was a great multitude from all Judea and Jerusalem and from Tyre and Sidon. These were not yet committed to him but came to hear. And third, the sick, lame, and the diseased that came or were brought to be healed of their diseases. In addition there were many that were vexed or tormented by unclean spirits, demons of Satan, devilish in nature and evil in influence. Considering the medical knowledge of the time, they had probably exhausted all resources available to them and in faith saw this healer as their only hope.


      It is important to note that they came with faith in what they knew about Jesus for they sought only to touch Him to be healed. It was not just the pressing 


of the crowd, for Jesus took no note of this, but a deliberate act of faith to touch him for a purpose. We see this detailed in Luke eight. Jesus knew someone had touched Him for this purpose for power went out from Him. When the woman confessed He replied, your faith hath made you whole. (Lk.8: 45-48)
