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bring people into subjection to him. He came in humility likened unto a lamb. It was said of him, " who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered threatened not"; 


(1 Peter 2:23).  It was to be a kingdom "not of this world." (John 18:36) He told Pilate, " Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice". 


(John 18:37) His plea to His subjects was a simple " Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light". One of the marks of Jesus is patience.  We have already considered loyalty and courage.  The word patience means literally "willing to suffer."  It means self-control, the ability to wait and not push into things.  It seems that everything today is supposed to be better if it is "instant."  This makes the characteristic of patience out of step with the times.





The apostle Paul was patient.  He tells us that he had a thorn in the flesh (2 Corinthians 1:7).  No one knows what that thorn was, but it seems that it might have been a bodily affliction.  He prayed earnestly for God to remove the thorn--three times.  God did not remove it, but told Paul that His grace would allow him to bear it.  Paul patiently accepted God's answer.





Moses was patient.  God placed him over two million people--people who were ungrateful and unfaithful complainers.  The minute he turned his back, they made a golden calf to worship.  As you probably know, that was only the beginning.  But through his years of leadership, Moses never quit.  He was exceedingly patient with the children of Israel.





Our Lord was very patient. His disciples, even His close disciples, never did understand Him until after His resurrection.  The Lord often had to say to them, "You do not yet understand."  Yet he never lost patience.   For three-and-a-half years Judas and Peter walked with Him, saw His miracles, heard His 





Patience means endurance.  We all need the strength to endure the daily grind of life. Many people do not make it in the business world because they will not stick it out through the tough times.  Many people obey the Lord and become a part of His church, but they do not endure.  They make their pledges of allegiance to God but keep them only a short time.  We need to learn the lesson of endurance in every walk of life.





1.  We need patience in the presence of life's mysteries.  Some people throw their religion out the window because they cannot understand the mysteries of life and God's ways.  We must be willing to let God know more than we know (Deuteronomy 29:29).  We have to trust God, take His mysteries on faith, and believe that one day we will know better.





2.  We need patience when we are under great disappointment.  Sometimes our grand plans are not realized.  That is the time to be patient--to take up our cross and follow Christ.  It is often necessary to "gird up our loins" and tackle the challenge that awaits us.  Disappointments must not throw us or make us quit.





3.  We need patience when things are moving slowly.  The parent is patient with the slow child.  The teacher is patient with the backward student.  God is patient with us.  We need to be patient when things are not going on our time schedule, not moving as swiftly as we think they ought to move.  Some years ago in a visit to Carlsbad Caverns the guide told us that the stalactites and stalagmites grew only one inch in a hundred years.  That's pretty slow

teaching. Yet Judas betrayed Him and Peter denied Him.  Jesus was still patient.  He was patient at His trial, never uttering a word of bitterness. He was patient all the way through His suffering. He was patient as He hung on the cross.  We all must remember that if we are to be like Jesus we must be like Him in our patience.


 


Patience means the ability to wait.  It is important to know how to wait and not rush into anything.  There is a fitting and sometimes psychological moment for everything.  If you do anything before that moment, you only complicate matters.





Milton, the blind author, said, "They also serve who only stand and wait."  Those who wait serve as much as those who go forth to battle, yet it is even harder on them.  The Scripture says, "But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint" (Isaiah 40:31).





Patience means resignation.  We must not curse our lot, but we must resign ourselves to the will of God.  Job, in the midst of all his trials, said, :"Though he slay me, yet will I trust in him …" (Job 3:15).  Jesus said in Gethsemane, "… not my will, but thine, be done" (Luke 22:42).  He resigned Himself to God's will and decided that if He must go to the cross, He would be ready.

     The symbol of my father's authority was the razor strop that hung behind the closet door. With the advent of the safety razor, it had lost its intended usefulness but had taken on another. From these things was coined the phrase "uneasy lies the head that wears the crown". 


     Nowhere is this more evident than in the Roman Empire. From "Augustus" 23 BC, to "Romulus Agustulus" 476 AD, there were 92 emperors over the empire, some in power only days before they were over thrown.
