      Think for a moment about what it takes to make this meeting a success. First of all it must have a purpose. Our effort is designed to edify us as members and offer an appeal to those who have not obeyed Christ. It must have planning and that planning began many months ago. It requires preparation. Fliers have been printed and mailed, a sign was made and erected, a workday was held to tidy up loose ends. Accommodations and meals for the preacher have been made. It requires a presenter and Brother Weliever has come far to present lessons on things that should be important to us. The theme, "What Matters Most" focuses on subjects that will make us better servants of God and help us to know what really matters in life. 


     But, the one thing that really matters most to the success of this meeting is your participation in each and every service and that will take some effort on your part. Work schedules may have to be changed, homework completed early, ball practice missed. There may be other scheduled activities that you must give up to be here every night but look closely at the nightly subjects and decide which one is unimportant enough to miss.   


     I have said often that the choices we make about matters like this says much about our commitment to God. If you think that this special effort to reach lost souls and to be edified to a closer walk with God is important, you have a chance to prove it this week.

Lots of projects fail for the lack of the will to get started.  We almost have an aversion to getting involved.  We know that if we do, certain things will be required of us. Responsibility comes with involvement and we don't need more of that.  It's uncomfortable.  Besides, it takes away from other things--things we want to be involved in.


      One of the real needs in most local churches is for its members to be more involved.  How often is heard the mournful cry of the uninvolved saying, "I want to be more involved, but I just don't know what to do."  Why do people not get involved?


      Let's take a look at some things that might help, what we might call the elements of involvement.  The elements of a thing are the fundamentals and essentials of that thing as a composite entity.  Simply stated, elements are what make a thing work, a project go, and a goal attainable.


Involvement is a process of the will.  It takes a decision.  You won't every get involved until you decide to do so.  So, let's just get it straight right from the beginning--if you don't first decide to do so, you won't every get involved.  And if you're not willing to make that decision, you probably won't be helped by the rest of this information because it's for those 


who have decided want to get involved. Well, what about it?


What's necessary?








fail because we lose heart for some reason.  Often the reason is attitudinal rather than actual.  Many a good idea has fallen by the wayside for want of the determination to implement it.  Further, we must have faith in God's word to accomplish all He intended it to do. More often than not this will provide us with sufficient faith in ourselves to use it to do His will (2 Tim. 3:16-17).


Hope.  Hope sustains.  It helps us to keep on keeping on when it might be easier to quit.  It contains our desire for what is better and our expectation that it can be ours.  Do you see integrity, knowledge, and optimism, confidence in that?  It's all there: the integrity to admit to our own responsibility regarding the need; knowledge that the promises of success are secured in Him who made them; optimism that the goal is attainable; and confidence enough in both Him who made the promises and our ability to achieve them.  The natural result of all these is hope.  When there is hope no project is too difficult, no commandment too hard, no conduct too troublesome.  Hope truly is "the anchor for the soul" (Hebrews 6:19).


There are lots of other things, which relate to involvement--things like enthusiasm, patience, focus--but these are fundamental, the elements, it seems to me.  As such, they are the starting place.  When they are present, the goal has a chance.  When they are absent, success, if it happens, is an accident.

Involvement is a process of the will.  It takes a decision.  You won't ever get involved until you decide to do so.











Integrity.  Simple honesty is necessary to the recognition and importance of what needs attention.  It's easy to rationalize, to procrastinate with the excuse that the need doesn't have any special urgency.  To admit to the urgency of something is to impose certain responsibility; and it calls for great honesty to do that.  It's necessary that we remember that God never gave man any command on which he could not start work today and that just because we ignore a responsibility doesn't mean it ceases to exist (James 4:17).


Knowledge.   An understanding of what needs to be done and how you relate to it.  Needs and opportunities are often the same things.  What needs to be done can be viewed as a drudgery or it can be seen as an opportunity., Which is up to you.  Notice, too, that there needs to be a realization that what is to be done is according to the truth (Col. 3:17).  Nobody should be involved in what is not acceptable to God (2 John 9).


Optimism.  Now I guess I’ll get criticized for saying it, but there must be an optimistic belief in the potential success of the project or it will die of its own weight.  Is the goal as good as 


it is affirmed to be?  Is it predicated on God's promises (Hebrews 6:17-20)?  No matter what anyone says, optimism is akin to faith.  There will not be one


without the other.


Confidence.  Confidence is faith-with oneself.  Can you do it?  If you can, you should.  Lots of times our projects





Another Gospel Meeting





     I don't know when Gospel meetings began but I suppose you could consider Paul's missionary journeys a series of extended meetings. I do know that as far back as I can remember such meetings have been a part of my life. It was the practice of my parents to attend Gospel meetings in the area when they happened and the children were conditioned to go along.


     It was quite common for many of these meetings to be held under a large tent, i.e. "Tent Meetings". Larger congregations would purchase and maintain a large tent capable of housing 150 or more and they would make them available to smaller groups who

It took a great deal of effort on the part of many people to pull them off and the support of local members and visiting members was crucial to their success. Nonetheless, with this facility and by these means the Gospel was spread throughout rural America.


     Times have changed now and our focus on meetings has taken a different direction, but does that mean that Gospel meetings are not as important anymore? I sure hope no one here thinks that way but just what is your attitude toward our meeting this week? Do you see it as an added hassle in your busy schedule? An added inconvenience for the kids who have to stay up later on school nights? (not that it is so) Another meeting to sit through? Or is it perhaps an opportunity to revel in spiritual thoughts and studies to enrich my life in God's word?
