The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     While much of the tradition of Easter originates in Catholicism, it is rampant in the Protestant world with everyone offering some special effort to celebrate the resurrection of Jesus, and all without scriptural authority.


     With that said, lets stop right there and say, there was no "celebration of Easter" in the New Testament Church nor can there be today if we are to be the Church of the Lord. But isn't the gospel about the resurrection of Jesus? Aren't we to celebrate His conquering death for our sake? The answer is, yes but it is not about the Passover (which is dead) or pagan rituals.


     The Hebrew writer said, "For if that first (covenant) had been faultless, then would no place have been sought for a second". (Heb 8:7) but there was a need for a new covenant and God said He would make one. (Heb. 8:8) It would not be as the one He made with Israel when He led them from Egypt. (Heb. 8:9) This covenant was for those who have received the laws of God in heart and mind for all who are under it will know Him. (Heb. 8: 10-11) When Jesus met with His disciples to eat the Passover (they were still under the Law), He spoke of this " new covenant" and said it was repesented by the bread and cup and was for the remission of sins. (Matt. 26:28) 


     Paul declared that the supper was a memorial to the " new covenant" found in the bread and cup and when we partake we proclaim the death of Jesus until He comes. (I Cor. 11:23-24) We find the disciples meeting on the first day of the week to remember Him by eating the supper. (Acts 20:7) 


     As we assemble every first day of the week to remember the death of Jesus, we can be assured that our hope is not in some Pagan ritual but in  a covenant with the Living God.

    Driving behind a J. B. Hunt truck, I noticed an ad for new drivers on the back of the trailer.  Along with the phone number was the invitation to interested applicants, "Ask our drivers."


     In recent concerts of the Florida College Chorus and the Florida College Band, I heard two different directors say to prospective students in the audiences, "Ask these students about Florida College."


     Marketers know that the most effective advertising is customer testimonials.   Satisfied customers are sometimes worth more than thousands of dollars worth of media propaganda.


    "And when the Queen of Sheba heard of the fame of Solomon concerning the name of Jehovah, she came to prove him with hard questions.… And when [she] had seen all the wisdom of Solomon and the house that he had built and the food of his table and the sitting of his servants and the attendance of his ministers and their apparel and his cupbearers and his ascent by which he went up into the house of Jehovah, there was no more spirit in her.  And she said to the king, It was a true report that I heard in mine own land of thine acts and of thy wisdom.  Howbeit I believed not the words until I came and mine own eyes had seen it; and behold, the half was not told me, thy wisdom and prosperity exceed the fame, which I heard.  Happy are thy men, happy are these thy servants that stand continually before thee and that hear thy wisdom" (1 Kings 10:1-8).


    Notice that the queen considered the








accord in the temple, and breaking bread at home, they took their food with gladness and singleness of heart, praising God and having favor with all the people" (Acts 2:26).  Even when their favor with all the people was replaced by persecution, they


were still "rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer dishonor for the Name" (Acts 5:41).  They "took joyfully the spoiling of [their] possessions, knowing that [they] have a better possession and an abiding one" (Hebrews 10:34).


     Such joy is impressive to the non-Christian.  He wants to know the basis for the happiness of his fellow-worker.  He wonders how his fellow-student can maintain such a joyful optimism even in the face of adversities.  As his co-worker told my friend, "I need what you've got."  That opened the door for Mike to teach him the way and baptize him into Christ.  The most effective "personal evangelism" I have seen has been the lives of faithful happy Christians.  Not the complaining church-goer who mutters, "What a weariness it is!" (Malachi 1:13).  Not the sad-faced worrier nor the bitter griper.  Who wants what they've got?  But the true Christian who goes on his way rejoicing is the one who has the real opportunities to lead others to Christ.


     Are you happy to be a servant of Christ?  Does your happiness show on your face, in your worship, and in your daily conversation with others?  What does your attitude say about your God?  Are others compelled to learn more about your wise and loving Master?  Can people look at us and report to our Master, "happy are these thy servants that stand continually before thee and that hear thy wisdom"?

     This principle has an important application to the home.  The Jewish husband was given exemption from military and business responsibilities for one year after his marriage so he could concentrate on "cheering his wife" (Deut. 24:5).  The bliss of Solomon's bride attested to his success as a husband in the Song of Solomon.   "I am by beloved's," she said, "and his desire is toward me" (7:10).  A less poetic observer has noted, "If Mama ain't happy, ain't nobody happy."  A happy home is an indication of proper headship, recognition of distinct roles and responsibilities, and due regard for one another.


     Consider also the implication of a happy Christian.  "Rejoice in the Lord" was Paul's repeated exhortation to Christ's servants at Philippi (Phil. 4:4).  Their forbearance was to be made known to all.  Their lack of anxiety showed their trust in the God to whom they prayed.  The peace in their hearts was a tribute to the faithfulness of Him who promised them eternal life (4:1-7).


True servants of God worship Him because they love and appreciate Him.  David wrote, "I was glad when they said to me, Let us go unto the house of Jehovah" (Psalm 122:1).  First century Christians daily continued "stedfastly with one

     There is a billboard along Hwy 20 sponsored by a denominational church in the area. On the sign is a compelling question, "Mommy, Daddy, what is Easter"?  It is intended, of course, to stir mommies and daddies into bringing their children to this place for the answer but what will the answer be and what will be its source? 


     If you do a "google search" for the word "Easter", you can read for hours untold writings on the subject both for and against the idea of a special celebration of the Lord's resurrection. The Adventists proclaim a Sabbath resurrection and denounce "Easter Sunday" while others proclaim it "the most important day of the Christian religion". For the most part, however, people see it as a religious tradition they have always known and observed but know little about. 


     David C. Peck wrote, "Most people follow along as they have been taught, assuming that what they believe is right. They take their belief for granted. Most do not take time to prove why they do the 


things they do". He goes on to say, "If the things used to celebrate Easter (rabbits, eggs and egg hunts, Lent, Good Friday etc.) are relevant, should there not be at least a mention of them in Scripture? While I do not agree with Mr. Peck's religious belief, his statement is true and the question is valid. The scripture mentions none of these things because they are not from God.
