     One of the tragedies of our present mobile society is the lack of old home places.  Some of us have to go back two or three generations to find one.  My own father was a preacher who moved, as preachers did in those days, every three or four years.  The nearest thing I had to an old home place was my grandfather's farm in north Georgia.  Now nearly everyone, including parents and grandparents, moves as often as preachers once did.  Few people really know what it means to have an old home place.  They have disappeared.  Even the site of my grandfather's farmhouse is now occupied by a water treatment plant serving a nearby town.


     Oh, we may have large and luxurious houses to live in, but there is the mortgage to be paid and possession is tentative at best.  Promotions, or reorganizations or job changes can find us moving a thousand miles away with very little advance notice.  The "roots" of most people are more like those of a corn stalk than an oak tree.  No wonder we are so restless and discontented.


Moses was in much the same situation in the wilderness.  The son of slaves, he lived with his parents only three months before he was adopted into the family of the Pharaoh.  He never felt at ease there,





generations. Before the mountains were brought forth,

      As the "old home place" observes the birth and death of generation after generation, God protected Moses from Pharaoh's sword in his infancy, and "buried him in the land of Moab" (Deut. 34:6).  In between Moses was sustained by manna from heaven and led by "the pillar of cloud by day and the pillar of fire by night."  Again and again, when facing the problem attendant upon leadership, he found help from the Lord.  In Psalm 91, of which he seems to be the author, Moses describes the benefits of such a dwelling place both for himself and for others. He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High


Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. I w ill say of the Lord, "He is my fortress My God, in Him I will trust. Because you have made the Lord, who is my refuge,


Even the Most High, your habitation,


No evil shall befall you, Nor shall any plague come near your dwelling


(Psalm 91:1-2, 9-10).


     Our generation desperately needs such a dwelling place, such a habitation.  It is available for those with faith enough to see "Him who is invisible."


    "But whoever keeps His word, truly the love of God is perfected in him.  By this we know that we are in Him" (1 John 2:5-6).  "If what you heard from the beginning abides in you, you also will abide in the Son and in the Father" (1 John 2:24).  "And the one who keeps His commandments abides in Him, and He in him: (1 John 3:24).

however, because he identified himself more with his Israelite brothers who were slaves than with their masters, the Egyptians.


     After attempting unsuccessfully to free his countrymen, he fled from Egypt to wander as a shepherd for forty years.  Called by God, he returned to Egypt, this time to lead his people successfully out of their captivity.  But as they approached the land God had promised them, their unbelief caused God to delay their entry so that Moses had to spend the last forty years of his life in a tent, moving constantly from place to place in the wilderness.  If ever there was a man without an "old home place" it was Moses.


     Yet, Moses showed no signs of instability.  He had the courage and confidence that were necessary to transform a band of slaves into a nation of citizens.  The secret of his confidence was that it was not in himself or in some location, but in God.  "By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured as seeing Him who is invisible" (Hebrews 11:27). As a man of faith, "seeing Him who is invisible," Moses was never without the emotional benefits of an "old home place."  He explains in Psalm 90:1-2, Lord, You have been our dwelling place in all
