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What will You do Different this Year?





    Wow! Another year has past and we wonder where the time went. We are left to ponder all those resolutions we made and how many short falls there were. Consequently, we make new resolutions and most often they are pretty much a renewal of the ones we made last year. It's an indication that 1. We realize the need to make such changes and 2. We did not do a very good job keeping the ones we made.


    While we often fail to keep or act upon those goals that would make us healthier and happier with our lives, it is no big deal.  We just try to do better next time. On the other hand, when it is something that effects our spiritual life it is another matter. When we fail to achieve spiritual goals, it leaves us vulnerable to sin and keeps us from the most important goal i.e. being more Christ-like as God would have us be.


    I read an article a while back entitled, "If we keep doing what we have always done, the results will be the same". The author spoke of desiring results without making the necessary change in an effort to achieve results. It won't work. Such truisms do not need much commentary, but it brings me to the point of this "Seed for Thought". our anger.  Seneca said that the greatest remedy for anger is delay, and there is some truth to that statement.  But anger that is held for an extended period of time leads to hatred, bitterness and other overt sins.  James counsels us to be "slow to wrath" (1:19) and Paul indicates that our anger should not last longer than a day!  It is an accepted medical fact that "bottled" anger can cause major health problems


     Perhaps the best way to control our anger is to answer the question of why we are angry.  It seems to me that much of man's anger stems from selfishness.  We become angry as the result of injuries and injustices, real or imagined, which we receive from others.  How dare my boss treat me like that?  Sometimes our anger is addressed to inanimate objects, which interfere with our plans!  The fact that the lawnmower wouldn't start when I needed to use it disrupted my schedule and now I'm "in a bad mood.  "Why?  I want everything to happen the way I planned it, in a manner most convenient for me.  The more we demand our rights, the less we are willing to suffer wrong at the hands of others, the more selfish we are in demanding our own way--the more anger will characterize our lives.


     "He who is slow to anger is better than the mighty, and he who rules his spirit than he who takes a city: (Proverbs 16:32).  Our society admires physical strength and almost deifies those who exhibit exceptional athletic skill.  But God tells us that a true sign of strength is to be "master of our emotions" and particularly that strong emotion--anger.





					








Becoming Master of Our Emotions

 and that anger will find expression (Ephesians 6:4).


It is easy to view anger as a curse, an enemy to be fought, and certainly some anger is sinful and must be put away (Ephesians 4:31).  But the capacity to become angry is God-given and thus must have some legitimate expression.  In truth, there are times when our anger should be aroused.  David was angry when Nathan described to him the injustice of the rich man (2 Samuel 12:15).  The Scriptures record that God became angry with the Israelites on many occasions.  Jesus was angered by the hard hearts of the Pharisees and yet did not sin (Mark 3:5; Hebrews 4:15).  Who cannot be angry when he reads of a parent starving or beating a child to death?  Anger at sin serves the purpose of stirring us to action.


     Nevertheless, Paul noted two dangers with anger.  He wrote, "Be angry and do not sin: Do not let the sun go down on your wrath" (Ephesians 4:26).   The first danger is that our anger will result in sinful behavior.  We are angered by the practice of abortion, but shooting doctors who perform them is a violation of God's law.  Paul's admonition to "not sin" also tells us that w can control our anger.  Anger is a choice and how we express our anger is a learned behavior.  "Make no friendship with an angry man and with a furious man do not go, lest you learn his ways and set a snare for your soul" (Proverbs 22:24-25).  Sinful anger stands in opposition of forbearance, gentleness, longsuffering, patience, peacefulness and even self-control (Colossians 3:8, 12-13; 2 Peter 1:5-8).  


     The second danger is that we will nurse 





I recently received through the mail a brochure, which offers to change my life.  For only $99 I can attend a one-day seminar on "How to Manage Conflict, Anger, and Emotion."  The brochure encourages me to "enroll today, and you'll be the master of your own emotions and the calm in the center of any storm."  $99 to be "master of your own emotions" sounds pretty reasonable to me, but I am not convinced that learning to manage anger is as easy as writing a check to a seminar!


     Certainly we need to manage anger.  Cain was "very angry" and killed his brother Abel.  Little has changed over the years, which separate us from that murder.  Will Rogers said, "People who fly into a rage always make a bad landing."  We live in an angry world.  Every day the news media brings us a multitude of stories confirming Rogers' observation and illustrating the consequences of uncontrolled anger.  Murders, domestic violence, international terrorism--the ugly fruits of anger are ever with us.  Burt you don't have to shoot your neighbor over the placement of a mailbox (actually happened in nearby Port Acres) in order for anger to adversely affect your life.


     Anger has the capacity to destroy any of our relationships.  Intimate relationships thrive on communication and uncontrolled anger creates a defensive attitude in others, rendering productive communication virtually impossible.  Anger also makes it hard for us to listen to others or see their side of the story. Our unwillingness to listen as parents can build anger in our children . . 
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    If you excelled in these things you are to be commended but if not it is time to buckle down and address the problem. It is not something to which we can shrug our shoulders and say "Oh Well"! 


    What if you invited one more family into your home than you did last year? How much closer would it make us as a church family? 


    What if you found one additional hour per week to seriously study God's word? Would it help you spiritually? 


    What if you could find 10 extra minutes each day to spend in prayer? Would it make you a stronger Christian?


    What if you could increase your giving by 5%? What would it do for our efforts? Do you believe that God would bless us?


    What if you determined to meet all of your duty obligations? Would you feel a closer tie with our church family? 


    What if you invited one additional person to study the bible? Would it affect our efforts to teach the lost?


    What if you made a determination to attend every service (bible class, gospel meeting, VBS, etc) of this congregation? Would it enrich your life and that of your children?


    Peter, gives a clear picture of such diligence to these matters. "For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ".


(2 Peter 1:8)


    As we begin a new year, let us decide to do something more and different than to just let good intentions slide. I believe that we will be a happier and healthier church and God will be pleased with us.
