The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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Consider a few other translations and paraphrases of this text. "We pray for God's power to help you do all the good things that you hope to do and that your faith makes you want to do" (Contemporary English Version). "[We pray] that his power may bring to fulfillment every good purpose and every act inspired by faith." (Revised English Bible). "[We pray that God] by his power may fulfil all your good intentions and every effort of faith" (J. B. Phillips). And Kenneth Taylor renders it: "[We pray that God will] make you as good as you wish you could be!"


Speaking of the dream that keeps the athlete going despite difficulty and defeat, sports announcer Bob Costas once said at the opening of the Olympic Games, "We are beaten only when we quit believing in what we wish we could be." If this is true in athletic endeavor, it's even more true in our godly endeavors. What we wish we could be -- in God -- is very, very important. We dare not give up these dreams. And we dare not underestimate God's interest in making these dreams come true. Godly goals are greater than any other because He is their object -- and because He Himself is the help that will carry us where we need to go.

Jesus prayed. One may see in his own limitations and necessity, reasons for praying. But what was behind the praying of Jesus? Jesus is Deity, Almighty, the I Am, Jehovah. What needs of His could be satisfied in prayer? Yet there He was in strong crying, tears, and piety, praying (Hebrews 5: 7). 


      When He took humanity upon Himself, He was still who He always was and is. But for several reasons in God's plan, in being begotten as man, He voluntarily took the relationship of Son to Father, and learned obedience. This position established not only fleshly identity with us, but moral identity as well, in requirement of subjection.


      Coming to do the will of another, He was led by the Spirit (Luke 4: 1,14) and performed miracles by the power of the Holy Spirit (Acts 10: 38) rather than by His own capable volition (Mk. 5: 30). He prayed because he relied upon the providing of heaven. 


     Recognition of this providence led to prayers of thanksgiving. He thanked God for food (Matt. 15: 36). Another prayer of thanksgiving demonstrated His association with  


the Father, so those at the raising of Lazarus might understand that He had been sent by God (Jn. 11: 41-42). Our prayers can identify us with God.


      I grew up in a place and time where people were very modest in the public expression of faith. It would have been "showy" to offer thanks in a restaurant. But now I believe it is good for the

This restored strength, relying on the Source of triumph.


     Petition and intercession are coupled in Jesus' prayer preceding Gethsemane (Jn. 17). He relished communion with the Father. He also longed for the greater communion that had been disrupted by His incarnation.  Communion threads through the prayer. Closeness to God drives prayer, but the recognized need for greater closeness is also appropriately sought and effected in prayer. 


     Another hallmark of that prayer was concern for others, further expressed in the remarkable prayer after Satan sought Peter's fall. Jesus prayed that Peter's faith fail not. That teaches us more than we understand. He asks the Father for something that would require an act of will by another. Since God would not compel Peter against his will, God must have providential avenues, which can effect one's choices or else why would Jesus ask? One obvious help to Peter was the knowledge that Jesus prayed for his faith. Knowledge of our prayers by those we pray for can add to the inclining factors of God's other means when we pray.


     There are some things that occasioned Jesus' prayers: His subjection and dependence, thanksgiving, the beginning of a work, the end of a work, the need and desire for communion with God, the need for others to see this communion and intercession for others. And of course the need for strength in the garden. And my praying? Amen

world to see that there are those who recognize God as the source of blessings,


receiving their food with thanksgivings, even in public, thereby expressing relationship even as Jesus did. To avoid exhibitionism one may closet himself for longer prayers.


      Encountering intellectual arrogance, Jesus offered thanksgiving for shared purpose concerning truth, hidden from the proud who relish their own answers, but reviled to humble seekers (Matt. 11: 25-26) Likewise, when our purposes are in harmony with God's we will not be swayed by the somewhats of this darkness. We will thank God that it is not the contemptuous Carl Sagans and Roseanne Arnolds who define truth Beginning a work should not inhibit prayer, but mandate it. To forge ahead "to the glory of God" with inadequate petition suggests too much self-reliance and egotism. 


     Weariness after action also found Jesus in prayer. Hearing of John's death, Jesus sought solitude, only to be engulfed in the human tide that followed him. After healing their sick, feeding them and sending the disciples away, He went up to a mountain to pray (Matt.14: 13-21). Following other exhausting days He sought solace in a desert place, (Mk. 1: 35) or wilderness (Lk. 5: 12-16) to pray.

Godly Goals Are Always Greater


With this in mind, we constantly pray for you, that our God may count you worthy of his calling, and that by his power he may fulfill every good purpose of yours and every act prompted by your faith.  (2 Thess. 1:11 NIV)


God is not indifferent to our good intentions. He will honor the goals of our godliness and help us bring them to fulfillment. It is critically important, of course, that our goals be consistent with God's will, but if that is the case, we need have no doubt about where He stands with respect to their accomplishment. We are not simply on our own, trying as best we feebly can to do God's will. We are His beloved creatures, and He has a vested interest in our success. If there is any question whether we are going to "make it," our Heavenly Father is certainly not neutral on that question. As the writer of Hebrews reminded his readers, "God is not unjust to forget your work and labor of love which you have shown toward His name" (Hebrews 6:10
