     It all began about 7:30 AM on Saturday-- several men with push mowers cutting the grass on the lot, while others determined the best location for the tent. As the sun rose in the morning sky along with the temperature, it was a melee of men hefting huge tent poles while others drove steel pegs with sledge hammers to erect the large circus tent that would serve as a meeting place in the selected community where God’s word would be preached for the next 10 to 14 days. By about noon with sweat dripping from the noses of all, the sawdust was laid and the last of the folding chairs were in place ready for the meeting to begin. So it was once or twice a year as men endeavored to spread the gospel in to rural south.


     Such efforts were true Gospel meetings designed to reach the lost and many heard the truth that would not have done so otherwise. Members from the local congregation endured sweltering heat and mosquitoes (10 to 14 days) to show support for the effort put forth.  For, such was the zeal of brethren in the 40’s and 50’s when I was a young men growing up.
