     Are you an over achiever for God?

     While the world is seeking to maximize its pleasure because of the swiftness of time, the followers of Christ must seek to maximize their service to God.  In the remainder of this article let us examine some reasons for the pursuit of excellence in service to God in contrast to the pursuit of the pleasures of this world.  


1.  Christ as an example  (1 Peter 2:21 and following)—In John 17 is recorded one of Christ’s prayers for his disciples and “those that would believe … through their world” (v. 20).  Concerning his disciples in verses 14-17, He said, “I have given them thy world; and the world hated them, because they are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.  I pray not that thou shouldest take them from the world, but that thou shouldest keep them from the evil one.  They are not of the world even as I am not of the world.  Sanctify them in truth” thy word is truth.”


     Later John would say, “Herein is love made perfect with us, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment; because as he is, even so are we in this world” (John 4:17).  Paul would warn the Colossians, “Take heed lest there shall be any one that maketh spoil of you through his philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ” (Colossians 2:8).














3.  Friendship with the world is enmity with God.  “Whosoever therefore would be a friend of the world maketh himself an enemy of God” (James 4:4).  In 1 John 2:15-17, we are told to “love not the world, neither the things of the world.”  Why?  Because the world passeth away; but, “He that doeth the will of God abideth forever.”  (See 1 John 5:4-5).


     As we bring this article to a close, let us emphasize the attitude of the “heroes of faith” recorded in Hebrews 11.  These all considered themselves to be “strangers and pilgrims on the earth.”  They sought a “better country, that is, a heavenly (one).”  God was not ashamed of them, “For he hath prepared for them a city.”  If we are to overcome the world and its strong temptations, we must possess this “pilgrim” mentality.  In the words of the song, “This world is not my home, I’m just a passing thru …” As Peter said, “Beloved, I beseech you as sojourners and pilgrims, to abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul.”  Our behavior should be proper in the world, and in doing so we might influence others (1 Peter 2:9-16).  “For the grace of God hath appeared, bringing salvation to all men, instructing us, to the intent that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly and righteously and godly in this present world; looking for the blessed hope and appearing of the glory of the great God and our Savior Jesus Christ; who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a people for his own possession “His own special people, (NKJV), zealous of good works.”  (Titus 2:11-14).  God help us to live up to this great challenge.





					





Worldly Pleasures

Probably at no time in history has the Christian come under more pressure and had more temptations to “enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season.”  We are constantly bombarded on radio, television, billboards and in the movies to spend our lives in the pursuit of pleasure.  There is peer pressure at school and work to join in the pursuit of pleasure and “they think it strange” when you do not run with them.  The Christian has to be different—he is in the world, but does not have to be of the world.  “Come ye out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord … And I will receive you” (2 Cor. 6:17).








2.  A relationship with Christ brings about a change (Romans 6:1-14).  Please read this passage.  In verse 4, Paul points out that when we put on Christ “we should walk in newness of life.”  In putting on Christ, we “crucified the old man”–“so that the body of sin might be done away … that we should no longer be in bondage to sin.”  Then in verses 12 and 13 he says, “Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey the lusts thereof: neither present your members unto sin as instruments of unrighteousness; but present yourselves unto God, as alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.”


In Colossians 3, Paul tells us to “seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated on the right hand of God.  Set your mind on the things that are above, not on the things that are upon the earth.”  Indeed, if our “citizenship is in heaven” then that is where our interest should be.  In the remainder of the chapter Paul stresses the worldly things that we should “put off” and the traits of the new man that we should “put on.”  (See also �Ephesians 2).  The emphasis is on change—a transformation as in Romans 12:2; “And be not fashioned according to this world:  but be ye transformed … [Transformation is to make a great change in the appearance or character of; metamorphosis (caterpillar to a butterfly)].

     In all the things written about the great coach Paul “Bear” Bryant and the era of Alabama Football under his rule, the one thing most attributed to his success was his ability to motivate young men in the arena of   football. It is said that he above all others was able to take ordinary young men and make them think that they were extraordinary young men to the extent that they were able and willing to achieve the goals that he set for them and the records speak for themselves.


     He instilled into his players a thorough knowledge of the game. He taught them a hard work ethic that was almost unbearable, as many will attest, and an attitude that said you were never beaten as long as there was a second on the clock. He started the forth quarter mentality (i.e. the forth quarter belongs to us) and they believed it. He called it, “giving a 100% and sometimes when someone did something extraordinary, he referred to it as giving oneself for the game.


     Our goal should be, to be as Christ like as we can. What would our success as a Christian be if we truly gave  100% of our life? It is true of Jesus that He gave all to redeem us from sin. Paul said, “and walk in love, even as Christ also loved you, and gave himself up for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God for an odor of a sweet smell.” (Eph 5:2) Isn’t that exactly what God expects of us?
