 And when they saw him, they were amazed: and his mother said unto him, Son, why hast thou thus dealt with us? behold, thy father and I have sought thee sorrowing. And he said unto them, how is it that ye sought me? Wist ye not that I must be about my Father's business? (Luke 2:48-49)





     Even at the tender age of twelve, Jesus knew that His work was to be about the Father’s business and by His response it is obvious that He thought His parents knew also. If you are physically unable or have a schedule that won’t allow you to do these things, it’s OK. But, I am trying to impress upon each one of us the importance of knowing our responsibility for the things that others are depending upon us to do and to give prudence to these matters. After all they are “about the Father’s business”.

4.   It is the day the gospel was first preached (Acts 2:22). The message preached today and every Sunday from this pulpit has its roots in Peter’s first sermon.
