    The inventive genius Thomas Edison lost his great New Jersey laboratories to an inferno-like fire on a cold December night in 1914. Gone were years of hard work on many projects that were never to be. Yet on the very next morning, walking among the still smoldering rubble of those buildings that had housed so many of his projects, Edison, then 67, said, “There is great value in a disaster like this. All our mistakes are burned up. Thank God, we can start anew”.


     Sometimes, I wonder if, as Christians, we really grasp the magnitude of God’s forgiveness. That is, when we put to death the old man and our sins are washed away in baptism, that they are gone. Some Christians struggle with the sins of past life only to be mired in and dragged down by what has been put behind. Some who have not yet become Christian but realize their need to do so agonize over the thought that their sins are so great that they could not be forgiven.


     As one who had a part in the death of Christians and persecuted the church, Paul, after his conversion would say,

     J. Martin Kohe wrote a little book years ago with the thesis that a person’s greatest power is the power to choose.  I was reminded of that truth again when I read a quote by Paul J. Meyer who said, “You are the sum of all your choices.”


     Life is full of choices.  Some are small, some are big. Some choices, such as what shirt to wear in the morning, or where I will eat lunch, may have little or no consequence.  But other choices, such as the friends I hang out with, or the values I embrace, have far reaching and even eternal consequences.


     In the long ago, Joshua issued a challenge to God’s people, “Choose you this day whom you will serve.”  Our choice of Masters is a big choice.  Will we serve the Lord? Or will we serve Devil?  Now, most of us do not consciously say, “I choose to serve the devil.”  But we may do so by making some wrong choices.


     When we choose the company of evil companions, our morals can become corrupted.  When we choose to read salacious literature, watch filthy movies and listen to raunchy music, our minds can become degraded.  


When we choose to replace Bible reading with recreation and prayer with pleasure, our souls can become spiritually malnourished. And whether we realize it or not we end 








up serving the devil.  Jesus said, “He that is not with me is against me.”


      Seemingly smaller choices that may not corrupt us can limit our ability to effectively serve the Lord.  Charging a few dollars here and there on our Visa card can soon add up and then we are a slave to debt.  Because of some poor choices each day, a few years later our ability to do more and have more is compromised.


     Our students who are beginning a new semester must make choices regarding their classes, how many hours they will take and how much time they will devote to their studies.  These choices day in and day out will effect if and when they graduate, where they are able to continue their education and possibly the ability to get a good job and provide well for their family.


     Many are enjoying the opportunity to meet new people, dating, going out, hanging out, or whatever you want to call it!  The choices we make in these relationships can impact our future lives for good or bad.  It is important that we make wise choices—choices that are in keeping with God’s standard for us.
