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The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     But, how does one achieve a pure heart and maintain it? For those who want to raise apples without worms in them, it begins before the blooms appear. Any good county extension office will tell the farmer to begin a spraying program before the blossoms appear (Not a bad plan for would- be parents as well) and continue it until the fruit is set. What makes for pure tasty apples is a concerted effort on the part of the grower and what makes for a pure, clean heart, is a concerted effort on the part of the grower as well.


It is interesting to note that before David asks God to create in him a clean heart, he asks of God; ““Purify me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.  Hide thy face from my sins, and blot out all mine iniquities. 


(Ps. 51:7-9) David knew that his sins separated him from God and they must be dealt with before he could have a clean heart. 


     One of the great things about repentance and obedience to God is that our sins are washed away. Uncontaminated by sin we are now whiter than snow and God has something to work with.  His word will keep us pure but to be sure, if we stop the sprayings the worms will be back.


     As we worship God this morning let each of us make a conscious, willing effort to be pure in all that we do, it is our only hope of seeing Him.

     When we look at the world in which we live with turmoil at home and abroad, we wish for peace.  In the midst of a continued war against terror and attacks on our soldiers in Iraq, we pray for peace.  When we see on the local news images of violence in our own community, we yearn for peace. Yet in our affluent and efficient society, the problem of sin and guilt are greater than ever.  Some have even sought peace through artificial stimulates and depressants to eliminate the pressures under which they live. But when the effects of pills, drugs and alcohol wear

     The assemblies of the saints for the worship of God are important to the individual, and every Christian should recognize this fact.  An awareness of this importance will cause one to prepare—that he may receive the most good from each assembly.      The worship of God is far too important to be treated carelessly.  Moreover, no apology is due any one for calling his attention to the fact.  Your thoughtful consideration of this matter will go far toward eliminating a very unwholesome practice—for surely, serious thinking about this matter will result in more becoming action on the part of Christians.

     Peace on earth comes by peace of mind, heart and soul.  Such peace is the fruit of restoration.  Modern man scoffs at “guilt feelings.”  Man has more than guilt feelings, he has guilt!  Sin causes guilt.  The Holy Spirit convicts “the world of sin, righteousness and judgment (Jn. 16:8) through the Word.  “Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ” (Rom. 5:1).


     Peace of mind is the fruit of responsibility.  Escapism won’t work.  To deny responsibility is to die.  To flee is to fail!  Peace of mind comes from responsible thoughts, goals, and deeds.  “The fruit of the Spirit is peace” (Gal. 5:22).


     Peace of mind is the fruit of righteousness.  James said, “the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace by those that make peace: (James 3:18).  Right living comes first.  Then peace.  The world wants peace, but not the price.

But flee youthful lusts, and follow after righteousness, faith, love, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart. (2 Tim 2:22)





     As the old saying goes the only thing worse than finding a worm in your apple, is finding half a worm.


But, did you ever stop to think, how a worm gets in the apple? Perhaps you think the worm burrows in from the out side, but that is not so. How then, does it get in the apple? Simple! An insect lays its egg in the blossom of the apple. Sometime later, the worm hatches in the heart of the apple and eats its way out.


     Sin, like the worm, begins in the heart (mind) and works through a person’s thoughts words and actions.


For this reason, after his conviction of the sin that he committed David wrote, Create in me a clean heart, O God;” (Ps51:10)


     There are more than 100 uses of the word pure in scripture and in every case it refers to the nature of things approved by God. Whether it was the trappings of the tabernacle, water for the ceremonial washings, oil for the lamps or the animal to be sacrificed, God expected it to be pure. When Jesus said “Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God” (Matt 5:8), He was speaking of those who by rational judgment and conscious effort and will make up their mind to keep their motives and principles pure and do what is right in God’s sight. They make a concerted effort to be pure. I am convinced that it is a lack of willingness to be pure much more than circumstances that lead most to sin. Certainly it was the case with David.
