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Who is in Control?





While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease.  (Gen 8:22)


    Without question, one of the most memorable experiences of my life was standing on the bow of a cruise ship in the back of Glacier Bay National Park, Alaska looking at a five mile wide river of ice called The Grand Pacific Glacier along with its companion The John Hopkins Glacier.  To watch office building size blocks of ice fall (calve) from the face and into the sea is a sight not soon forgotten. When we entered the bay, the US Parks service provided maps that documented the history of the bay and revealed some interesting facts. In the mid eighteenth century, ices filled the entire bay to its mouth. During the period from 1750 to 1907 (before the industrial revolution) the glacier receded (melted away) some 60 miles forming what is now Glacier Bay.  On the other hand, from 1907 to 2002 (the period defining the industrial revolution) all of the glaciers in the park have advanced (grown) an average of four miles.


     Such facts, debunks the cry of many authors, scientists and politicians of a dooms day brought about by mans neglect and abuse of the resources of the earth producing greenhouse gases thus global warming and the ultimate destruction of the earth at the hand of man. Scientific predictions range from an “ice age” to a “burning age” and one group of scientist predicts that by 2050 earths temperature will increase by 2% causing a rise in sea level, changes in weather patterns and destruction of vegetation world wide. Fear grips the heart of some that world destruction will come by mans destruction

     Leon Mauldin tells about seeing a message on a church marquee that read:  “A church with few answers, many questions, but great faith.”  On the surface that sounds good.  It sounds humble.  Here is a church open, willing to consider everything from a fresh perspective.  A church not rigid, not bound by traditionalism.


     Leon, however, correctly observes:  “Continuing to have few answers and many questions is not always the sign of great faith.”  Paul condemned some who were “always learning and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth” (2 Tim. 3:7).  The beloved John in his gospel uses the word “know” 94 times.  And in his short epistle of only five chapters, the word “know” is used 32 times in 1 John.  While none of us know everything, and there may be some things we don’t know, there is much that we do know for sure.


     (1) I know that Jesus is God (1 John 5:6-10).  I have studied the evidence, both from Scripture and secular history.  I realize there are many unbelievers in the world, but there is no question that Jesus was and is the Christ.  The witnesses confirm that claim.  I can “know in whom I have believed.”


    (2) I know the Truth has set me from sin (John 8:32).  Of course, some believe we can’t come to an agreement on what is truth.  I believe there are 


objective standards.  Jesus said that God’s Word is Truth (John 17:17). The Truth is that God loved us so much he 





sent Christ to die for our sins.  Through the Holy Spirit he revealed His word and gave us a plan by which we could be reconciled to Him.  The plan is simple and easy to understand.  I know what it is.  I know that I have obeyed it.  I know that it has freed me from the bondage, burden and blame of sin.


     (3) I know that being in fellowship with God requires that I obey His commandments (1 John 2:4-5.  The idea that there are few answers, but many questions, so I might not know what is right is ridiculous.  I may not know what some obscure symbol in the book of Revelation means, but I know what is right and wrong.  I know that there is “one Lord, one faith and one baptism.”  I know that there is just “one God” and not many.  I know there is just “one hope.”  I know there is only “one body” which is the church of the Lord.  And I know that He expects me to change, to not be conformed to the Lord, but to be transformed.


     (4) I know that He hears my prayers (1 John 5:15).  Does he say “yes” to everything I want?  No!  But He hears.  He cares.  He understands.  I know that.


     (5) I know that I have eternal life in Him (1 John 5:13).  There is no question.  No doubt.  He promised it.  That settles it.  I know I have the hope of heaven.  No question.


What do you know?  If you know God, know Jesus and know His Word, you will have fewer questions, more answers, and greater faith.  I know it!

HOW LONG IS THIS LINE?

   See the line above? How long is it? Two inches? Two and one half inches? Three inches? You could ask twenty different people how long this line is and it is very possible you would get twenty different answers.


     But what is the actual length of the line? The only true way to get to the true answer is to pull out a ruler, the standard of authority, and measure the line. Now ask twenty different people how long the line is and have each measure it. Not surprisingly, all will arrive at the same answer since each relied on the same standard of authority rather than opinion.


     Now, what must one do to be saved and how should we conduct our work for and worship to God? When these eternal questions are asked, many people provide answers as accurate as guessing the length of the line above. Ask twenty different people these questions and you will get twenty different opinions.


     But, what are the actual answers to these questions? The only sure way to get the answers is to pull out the religious ruler, the standard of authority, the Bible (II Tim. 3:16-17). Just as the length of the line is not determined by guess work, neither is our salvation or acceptable worship to God determined by our opinion or guess work. God’s word has the answers, let us have the wisdom to use it. 		(Wayne Greeson)
