    John chapter four records a conversation that Jesus had with a Samaritan woman.  During the discussion the woman brought up their differences in worship. Jesus responded by saying, “But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth: for such doth the Father seek to be his worshippers. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”  (John 4:23-24)


     God allowed man to worship Him in different ways in the past.  These differences were determined by the particular dispensation under which they lived.  Abraham and the other patriarchs offered sacrifices unto God. The Jews worshipped according to the Law of Moses, while the Samaritans worshipped God in Mt. Gerizim. Jesus said that the hour was soon coming when God would be seeking true worshipers who would worship Him in a specific manner: in spirit and truth. That hour came when the church was established through the preaching of the gospel according to Acts chapter two. 


     Worship in Spirit. To worship in spirit means that we worship with our spirits involved, as apposed to just going through the motions. God has never accepted worship that was not from the heart. “This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me 


with their lips; but their heart is far from me.” (Matt. 15: 8)

     Scientists once believed that the vertebrate with the shortest lifespan was the turquoise killifish. The small fish lives in seasonal rain pools in equatorial Africa and must complete its life cycle in 12 weeks before the pools disappear. 


    But researchers from James Cook University in Australia have now 


found that the pygmy goby has an 


even shorter lifespan. It lives fast and dies young. This tiny fish lives in 


coral reefs for an average of 56 days. Its rapid reproductive cycle is 


designed to help it avoid extinction. 


     What’s the point of life that goes so fast and ends so quickly? It’s a question asked by one of the wisest men who ever lived. In his later years Solomon, the third king of Israel, wandered from God. He became spiritually disoriented and lost his sense of direction and purpose. He looked at all of his accomplishments and found them worthless. Until he remembered his God (Ecc. 12:13-14) he forgot that we live not merely for ourselves but for the honor of the One who made us to worship and enjoy Him forever.

Worship in Spirit and Truth





    Worship in Truth. To worship in truth is worship according to the teachings of the Word of God, the Truth. (John 17:17) 


The specific acts of worship authorized for the Church are those practiced by New Testament Christians.


     Singing: Members of the church sang psalms, hymns and spiritual songs, making melody in their hearts unto the Lord. (Eph. 5: 19) 


     The Lord’s Supper: The church assembled on the first day of the week to partake of the supper (Acts 20:7). They ate unleavened bread and drank fruit of the vine as a memorial of the body and blood of the Lord. (I Cor. 11:23-26)


     Taking Up a Collection:  The church was instructed to take up a collection when they assembled on the first day of the week. (I Cor. 16:1-2) Tithing (giving ten percent) was required under the Law of Moses, but in the New Testament, Christians gave as they purposed in their heart, as God had prospered. (I Cor. 9:7)


     Praying: Prayers were offered in the assemblies of the church (I Cor. 14:15) these prayers were lead by men of the congregation (I Tim. 2:8)


     Preaching: Reading and exhortation of Scripture was a part of worship of the church. (Acts 20:7; I Tim. 4:13)


     God is seeking those who will worship Him in a particular way. Man does not define true worship; God has done this in his word. Are you a “true worshipper: of God?

But then, indeed, when you did not know God, you served those which by nature are not gods. (Gal. 4:8)


In our seeking of God, the thing that we seek is not an abstract knowledge of Him, but a practical knowledge that leads to right living. The knowledge of God does much more than satisfy our intellectual curiosity. It is the key to active obedience. Without a true knowledge of God, neither our thoughts nor our deeds can be what they ought to be.


The lives we lead grow out of the thoughts we think. And since our thinking about God is the most basic thinking we do, it's also the most basic determinant of our behavior. Our character and our conduct are determined by the way we think about God.
