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The Longest Bridge





And besides all this, between us and you a great chasm has been fixed, so that those who want to go from here to you cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there to us.  (Luke 16:26, NIV) 





     From the first tree fallen across a creek or ditch man has relied on bridges to traverse the expanses of this world. I saw a program the other night about a tribe of primitive people who built a bridge over a large stream using only vine and slender trees so they could get food from the tribe who lived on the other side.


     Not long ago one of my e-mail buddies sent me a picture of the longest suspension bridge in the world. It is the Akashi Kaikyo or Pearl Bridge in Japan. This bridge has a clear span of more than a mile at 6,532 feet and links the city of Kobe on the mainland to Awaji Island. Although there are much longer bridges, over all, the suspension bridge is defined by the longest span between two supporting structures. Some research shows that there is a bridge in the works in Italy that will have a single span that will exceed the Pearl Bridge by three times. Man’s engineering ability has no bounds.  


     In the title verse of this article Jesus is talking about a great chasm or gulf that has been fixed between heaven and hell by which no man can pass from one to the other. I think, however, that it accurately defines the great chasm that exists between God and man because of sin. When man chose to break God’s law, such a gulf was set by God and by no means or effort of man could it be crossed That gulf was death for man.  		Cont. on Page 3

     Although God loved the sinner (Rom. 5:8) it is impossible for Him not to judge sin. (Heb. 10:27) How then could man be brought back into a relationship with God? Someone had to build a bridge. 


     The word reconciliation is defined as “the process by which God and man are brought together again” and the initiative for reconciliation was taken by God while we were still sinners. Jesus was to be the bridge that would span that great gulf that separated man and God (Matt. 1: 21).


 Paul wrote to the Romans “But God commendeth his own love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.  Much more then, being now justified by his blood, shall we be saved from the wrath (of God) through him.  For if, while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, shall we be saved by his life; “(Rom 5:8-10) 


     It is now possible for man to come back to God but it is not without effort on the part of man as many preach. Jesus said, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life: no one cometh unto the Father, but by me”


(Jn. 14:6) And that means obedience to the words of Jesus.  Belief, repentance, confession and baptism for the remission of sin are the steps across that bridge that takes us back to God and it is God’s grace.


    I can not help but think of the words of the song “At Calvary”.

Happiness and Holiness





 Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord: (Heb 12:14) 





At Harvard University, you can take a course in happiness. This popular class helps students discover, as the professor states, “How to get happy.”


     That’s not a bad idea. In fact, the Bible even suggests on several occasions the importance of being happy or joyful. Solomon tells us that God grants happiness to us as a privilege. (Eccl 3:12;7: 14; 11:9)


     Sometimes, though, we take the search for earthly happiness too far.


We see it as the most important pursuit and even believe that our happiness is God’s highest goal for us. That’s when our thinking gets confused.


     God’s Word tells us that true happiness comes from keeping God’s law. (Ps. 1:1-2; Prov. 16:20; 29:28) God demands holiness and has calls us to live a holy life one that exemplifies His moral character. 


(I Thess. 4:7; II Pet. 3:11) In Peter’s first letter we read, “But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy.” (1 Peter 1:15-16) 


     When we face decisions about the way we should act or how we should live, we must keep in mind that God’s command is not “Be happy” but “Be holy.” True joy will come from a holy God-honoring life.
