and let us consider one another to provoke unto love and good works; not forsaking our own assembling together, as the custom of some is, but exhorting (one another); and so much the more, as ye see the day drawing nigh.  (Heb 10:24-25)





     Driving through town the other day, I pulled up behind a pickup truck that had a bumper sticker on it. The sticker read; 


“If going to church makes you a Christian, does going to the garage make you a car?”


I sped up to pull alongside the man’s truck because there were some questions I would like to have asked him but because of the traffic I was not able to do so and he was soon gone. As I continued my journey home, I could not help thinking about the motive for such a statement. It could have been an expression of pure contempt for anyone who advocates “going to church”. Or it could have been an expression of disagreement with the idea that just “going to church”


makes you right with God. There are many people (sadly some who identify with the Lord’s church) who believe it to be so. On the other hand, it could be an expression much like the old Don Williams’ song that says, “I don’t believe that heaven waits for only those who congregate”.


     Whatever message is meant to be conveyed, it is 


a sign of ignorance toward spiritual things and expresses a concept that is foreign to God’s word. “Going to church” has nothing to do with making someone a Christian.  A Christian is one who has died to sin through repentance, leaving the world to walk a new life in obedience to Jesus Christ and that

Time to Commit








 numbers were increasing daily (Acts16:5).


         Jesus expects no less of us.  We have to be committed to Christ to fulfill that expectation.  Let’s commit our time to Him in a daily devotion, not just Sunday and Wednesday.  This level of commitment is illustrated in a well-known story about one of the early Church fathers.  Polycarp (A.D. 70-155) was bishop of Smyrna and a godly man.  He knew the apostle John personally.  When he was urged by the Roman proconsul to renounce Christ, Polycarp said:  “Eighty and six years have I serve Him, and He never did me any injury.  How then can I blaspheme my King and my Savior?”  “I have respect for your age,” said the official.  “Simply say, ‘Away with the atheists!’”  He was then burned at the stake and gave joyful testimony of his faith in Jesus Christ. How does your level of commitment measure up to Polycarp’s?


     If Christ really is an important part of your life, are you committing time to Him?  Is Christ receiving as much (or more) attention than the other things you focus on?  If time is money, are you spending time on things that really could wait until later, or are you eager to cash in on time to devote to spiritual studies?  We all spend time with those we love the most, so show your love for God by giving Him more of yourself each day.  It is time to commit time to our Lord.

    Thanks to gas prices the cost of getting around these days is a bit more expensive than we would like.  On top of that merely owning a car is costly with all of the insurance, oil changes, maintenance and repairs. Frozen Christians





     An article I recently read recounted the story of a shipwreck off the coast of Rhode Island one freezing winter night. A father and son managed to get into a boat together, the father took the oars. Refusing to allow the boy to row, the battle to reach the shore began. Finally, they reached the land but when the father attempted to help the boy out he found him frozen to death. Had the boy been allowed to help with the oars the activity would have saved his life. 


     There is a lesson in this for all Christians. We must recognize the life sustaining qualities of involvement for all. Although one is young in the faith or possesses only one talent rather than five, there is work for them to do. Wishing to spare some the heaviness of a task may actually freeze then to death spiritually. For every Christian who has been worked to death there must be hundreds who have frozen from inactivity. 


     All Christians must realize their responsibility to take an active part. It is not the job of the leaders to do all of the work, hire it done or “nag” each Christian to participate. The Lord’s work needs “self-starters” and “volunteers”. The spiritual life you save may be your own.
