The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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It was customary to train with weights so that when they were removed one would be swift. The Hebrew writer speaks of the weight of sin,  “lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us,” (Heb 12:1). Paul says that only one receives the prize and we are to run so that we are the winner. He speaks of self-control, of running with certainty, fighting with purpose and pressing on to the finish; “Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only one gets the prize? Run in such a way as to get the prize. Everyone who competes in the games goes into strict training. They do it to get a crown that will not last; but we do it to get a crown that will last forever. Therefore I do not run like a man running aimlessly; I do not fight like a man beating the air. No, I buffet my body and make it my slave so that after I have preached to others, I myself will not be disqualified for the prize”.  (1 Cor 9:24-27) (NIV)


     Nothing is certain until the race is finished and we must be prepared to press on toward the incorruptible prize. Not that I have already obtained, or am already made perfect: but I press on, if so be that I may lay hold on that for which also I was laid hold on by Christ Jesus. Brethren, I could not myself yet to have laid hold: but one thing (I do), forgetting the things which are behind, and stretching forward to the things which are before. I press on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 


(Phil 3:12-14)

We can't know all of God, but we can strive to know more of Him than we know at present. The fact that we are limited in our ability to comprehend God shouldn't keep us from learning as much as we can. And we shouldn't underestimate how much of God can be learned by a human being. The fact is, God created us in His image, He designed us for fellowship with Himself, and He intends us to know Him deeply and joyously. It would be a mistake to be content with anything less.


In any realm of human activity, it's important to remember that the value of our work does not depend upon total perfection. Just because a thing is imperfect doesn't mean that it has no significance at all, and this is certainly true in our knowledge of God. God can be known truly by our minds, even though He can't be known completely. And whatever the limits may be on our knowledge of God, we need to be eagerly trying to reach those limits. We ought to want to know all that we can know of God.


At the practical level, of course, learning more of God comes down to learning more of Jesus Christ, in whose life God illustrated Himself for us in ways that

When a person is eager to learn the way of salvation and willing to accept the word of God as the final authority, there is no problem in teaching him what to do to be saved.  When differences arise among brethren and all have a humble attitude and there is a sincere desire for peace and unity and all parties want to follow God’s will, the settlement is no problem.  When a person genuinely believes  that Jesus Christ is the Son of God and wants to yield in submission to His wishes, once he is shown that the Lord commands baptism for the remission of sins, because he is honest and longs to go to heaven, there is no problem in his being baptized.


When a worshipper comes into the assembly with the right attitude of heart, there is no problem if the song leader misses the pitch on one of the hymns or if the building is too warm or too cold or if the janitor missed some paper under the pew or a cobweb over the pulpit or the sermon lasts 40 minutes instead of 25 or 30.  Is it possible that many of the problems which arise are simply the bitter fruit of improper thinking or wrong heartedness?

Winning the Crown





     On Friday night of this week the 29th Olympiad opened in Beijing, China with the great fanfare that only such an event can bring. The opening ceremony displayed more than 11,000 competitors from over 200 countries to compete in these games. It is estimated that more than 5 billion people will watch at least part of the games if not all and the cost of these events will approach $12 billion dollars. Begun in 1859, as a way to promote international peace the games have themselves been fraught with violence and canceled because of two world wars.


     The Olympics are a far cry from the games that began in 776 BC as a major religious festival 


honoring Zeus the chief Greek god. Consisting only of a chariot race, footrace, discus match, boxing and wrestling, the matches promoted the strictest adherence to the physical and mental training that would allow the athlete to finish the course and win the prize. To emerge the winner and receive the crown was to bring the highest honor to one’s self and his city. The first winner was “Koroibos of Elis” and it is said that he was perceived as a god (much like today). The Games gradually declined in importance as the � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Ancient_Rome" \o "Ancient Rome" �Romans� gained power in Greece. After Emperor � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Theodosius_I" \o "Theodosius I" �Theodosius I� proclaimed Christianity the religion of the Empire and banned pagan rites, the Olympic Games were outlawed as a pagan festival in 393 AD. 


     I don’t know if the Apostle Paul was a sports fan or if he ever saw the games but it is interesting that he along with the Hebrew writer used their likeness to emphasize the Christian’s race to an everlasting crown.  			             (Cont. on Page 3)
