     A few years back I heard Brother Foy Short speaking in a meeting about the worship habits of the brethren where he preached. He told the story of a visiting preacher from the states who came to work with him for a period of time holding meetings in the various Churches. The service was set to begin at 7:00 PM and as that time approached and Brother Short showed no sign of concern the visitor began to worry about being late. “Brother Short, don’t you think we should be going”? “No, we have plenty of time” he replied. After some more fretting they left and arrived at the meeting place a little after 7:00 and not a soul was there. “Where is everyone” the preacher asks? “Oh, no need to worry they will start showing up before long.” Sure enough about 7:30ish there were three or four standing out front talking. By 8:00 several more had drifted in and by 9:00 there was a crowd of 45+ ready to start the meeting. Needless to say, the visiting preacher was at a loss for words. You have to understand, they have no real concept of time Bro short explained.  (When I was in Africa I noticed right away that the native concept of time is day light and darkness) “They must all walk to get here and when they get their chores done they start walking, many from great distances.      But the wise choice is to sound A-440 to get back to the word of God as our standard.  When we are in tune with it, we are in tune with Him who gave it.  Listen in, folks.  Turn your radio on.  Get in tune with God.

What God can do for man


   The Bible has accounts of many lives made over. In the Old Testament, we find Jacob, the supplanter, great by name and by nature; but when he wrestles with the angel of the Lord, he limps away from the angelic embrace to power. Instead of Jacob the supplanter,  he is Israel the Prince.

     This may be the norm and ok for people in such circumstances but is it reasonable in our day and time?   We measure time by minutes and are judged by how we utilize our time. 


     Employees know that bosses do not accept habitual tardiness and bosses know that they will not accept habitual tardiness -- time is money. Is it not equally important to give the same attention to coming together to study and worship our Lord?


When we as a congregation agree on bible study and worship service dates and times we obligate all to attend (sickness etc. accepted) based on (Heb. 10:25) and other scriptures and rightly so. Why then would we think such tardiness is reasonable or acceptable to God? 


      Consider the down side; Class train of thought is broken. This is especially bad in the children’s classes.  Class has to be refocused before teaching can begin again.  Lost teaching time for the teacher who sometimes does not get to complete the lesson.  Lost learning time for all including your child who did not get anything for the part of class they missed. And worst of all, the impression on your children that being late is no big deal.


     Thankfully the solution to this (aside from a mindset) is so simple.


If you are 15 minutes late leave 20 minutes earlier.  If you know the traffic will delay you, leave earlier. The same thing it takes to get to work on time will work here. In this New Year lets all make it our goal to be present and on time. We will be enriched and God will be pleased.

as style, fads, acceptability—and especially advertising—it subtly invades the righteous mind by causing it to think that because everybody’s doing it, it must be all right.  Advertising may be its most effective tool.  To be in tune with society is to do what society does.  You talk like society, walk like society, go where it goes and do what it does.  Conformity is a strong influence.  Nobody likes  being out of tune with everybody else.


     The Scriptures tell us “of whom a man is overcome, of the same is he brought into bondage” (2 Peter 2:19).  It takes great virtue to stand up in the middle of such strong desire to conform and take a stand for the standard.  It means you may seem to the world a sour note, one who hears a different melody, but in the eyes of God you are in tune with purity.


3. It is not always good to be in tune with tradition.  Tradition is one of the most appealing of all motives.  After, “it’s been that way for years,” we say.  We have trouble bucking tradition on any front—politics, religion, even the make of car we drive.  It is uncomfortable to go against what has been, perhaps for generations, acceptable.  But just because you are in tune with what your parents or grandparents did, does not argue that you are in tune with God.  Paul was forced to leave the tradition of his fathers (Philippians 3:4), his old religion (3:5), even his old party (3:5).  But leave it he did.  And why?  He saw himself as being out of harmony with the will of God.


4. It is always right to make sure you are in tune with God.  We can understand when we are out of tune by a comparison of how we sound with the standard; in this case, the word of God.  It is sufficient (2 Timothy 3:16-17).  It is complete (Jude 3).  We can count on it to give us eternal life (1 John 2:15-17).  It is the standard, not just a standard.








     In the early 1930s a gifted violinist moved to Montana.  He had been the concertmaster for a large orchestra in an eastern city.  Now, separated from his colleagues and without anyone to play with, he kept up his abilities by playing alone.  He had a fine ear and was able to keep his violin in tune with itself; but he longed to know that it was in perfect tune.  For you see, a violin can be in tune with whatever you start with as a standard, but only when it is tuned to A-440 (the note “A” at 440 vibrations) is it tuned according to the standard.


     There was no way to know for sure that his instrument was in tune.  But, being a clever fellow, he devised a plan.  He wrote to the National Broadcasting Company (NBC) which had a network affiliate in the area.  He asked that, at a designated time on a specified day, they sound for him A-440.  They did so.  Much to his delight, he could now know that his violin was in tune with the standard. We, too, can be in tune and still not be in tune with the standard


1. It is not enough to be in tune with yourself.  The Bible warns about those who would compare themselves with themselves and judge themselves by themselves (2 Corinthians 10:12).  Such is a foolish enterprise.  Oh, it is possible by such measures to be in tune with yourself, for you are the standard.  But the true standard is outside ourselves: it is immutable and perfect.  The true standard for measuring where and what we are is the Bible.  We must come to it; listen carefully to what it says; do as it commands.  Only then can we know that we are in tune with the standard.


2. It is generally dangerous to be in tune with society.  Society is based on conformity.  It is constantly inviting us to do what every one does.  It has a powerful effect.  Using such things
