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Shame! Shame! Shame!    ( RU)





Unto thee, O Jehovah, do I lift up my soul.  O my God, in thee have I trusted, let me not be put to shame; (Ps 25:1-2)





     Without a doubt, many of the bad or wrong things that I could have and would have done when I was growing up were avoided because I was afraid my mother would find out. And, when I did it anyway she somehow did find out, and my mother could put a guilt trip on me that a new bar of lie soap would not wash away. I can hear her now, as a small child, it was “shame! shame! shame!” and as I got older it was “you ought to be ashamed of your self” and she proceeded to tell me why. By the time she finished, a whipping would have been a welcome relief. 


     Nelson defines shame as, “A negative emotion caused by an awareness of wrongdoing or guilt.” In the Bible, the feeling of shame is normally caused by public exposure of one's guilt” --- “Shame may also be caused by a hurt reputation or embarrassment due to sin.” (NIBD) 


     The scriptures have a great deal to say about “shame” or being “ashamed”, both in a positive and negative way, and they relate to obedience or a lack of obedience to God. From the beginning we have a perfect example of the effect of sin and shame. When man was placed in the garden innocent of sin, it is said, “And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed”.  (Gen 2:25) But when they disobeyed God and knew sin. “the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; (Gen 3:7).  God’s rhetorical question is, “How do you know?.. Have you sinned”?      Cont on page 3

Throughout the history of Israel and Judah, their lack of shame is noted in contrast to God’s goodness. When the prophet Zephaniah was trying to prepare Judah for the Babylonian invasion, he spoke of their rebellion toward God. Being guilty of: “not obeying His voice”; “not receiving correction”; “not trusting in the Lord”; Her prophets are insolent”; “her priest polluted the sanctuary”;


while God is in their midst with justice and light, he concludes, “but the unjust knoweth no shame”.  (Zeph 3:5) 


     Much like Israel of old we live in a world without shame and some times it falls right at our doorstep. 


No Shame in Worldly Living


    Many want to live like the worldly


people around us, have what they have, dress as they dress, do as they do, but in some of these things there is shame and we are called to a higher standard. “know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God? Whosoever therefore would be a friend of the world maketh himself an enemy of God.” 


(James 4:4)


No Shame in rebellion


     In Judah’s day the leaders led the people into sin to their shame. Social icons of our society ridicule shame of any kind, even laughing at it. They rebel at any standard of sexual morality, flaunt nudity and rebel at standards of honesty and integrity.


     But, we must have shame in our lives. Not to be put to shame but to bring us to repentance and keep us obedient to God. Remembering that Jesus who knew no sin bore the shame of the cross, that, “Whosoever believeth on him shall not be put to shame. (Rom 10:11)    					JP
