Trees





     One of the current reality shows on discovery is the show “Ax Men”, an on-site documentary of logging operations in the great northwest states of Washington and Oregon.  The show portrays several logging companies harvesting timber from mountainous terrain so steep that special equipment and methods have to be used to get the logs up and off the mountain.  In some cases the only way out is by helicopter, and to say the least it is dangerous work. A critical part of these operations and perhaps the most dangerous is the replanting of the land after the clear cut has been done. Men, tethered by long lines, are latterly pulled up the mountain side as they plant the seedlings. Although a risky business, it is crucial if there is to be a future harvest.


     In addition to all of creation, the Bible speaks of three special trees, two planted by God in the garden and the other by man on Calvary. All are crucial to God’s plan of salvation if there is to be a future harvest of the soul. “And out of the ground the LORD God made every tree grow that is pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree of life was also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.” (Gen 2:8-9 NKJV) Although we most often think of only the second tree, the first one has its importance as well. “It was intended to be a sign and seal to Adam, assuring him of the continuance of life and happiness, even to immortality, upon condition of his perseverance in this state of innocence and obedience. Christ is now to us “the tree of life” (Rev 2:7; 22:2), and the bread of life, (Jn. 6:48, 53.) (Henry)

In order to lead man to full moral and spiritual development, God gave him specific commands and a specific prohibition to govern his behavior. He also gave him the power of choice (free will) and set before him the privilege of growing in divine favor. Thus began the moral discipline of man”. (Wycliffe) 


     We all know the story, the tree and its fruit was pleasant to look at and Satan beguiled man and they did eat, and sin and death entered in. And, that brings us to the third tree, the one planted by man on Calvary. Peter called the cross a tree, “The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew, hanging him on a tree.” (Acts 5:30) and again, “who his own self bare our sins in his body upon the tree,” (1 Peter 2:24), and as crucial as it is to God’s plan of salvation it was nonetheless planted by man to do harm to God’s Son.  “They crucified Him” (Matt 27:35) 


     As the tree of the garden was pleasant to the eye so the tree on Calvary was repugnant in its symbolism of man’s attitude toward Christ “and as one from whom men hide their face he was despised; and we esteemed him not.” (Isa 53:3)


      As the tree of the garden was forbidden, all are invited and must partake in the tree of Calvary.  


“Jesus therefore said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his blood, ye have not life in yourselves. He that eateth my flesh and drinketh my blood hath eternal life: and I will raise him up at the last day.” (John 6:53-54) 


     As Satan did all he could to bring man to the tree in the garden, beware that he does nothing to keep you from the cross.

This kind of worship does not glorify God; rather, it exalts man.  The parable of the Pharisee and the tax collector illustrates how men will worship themselves in place of God (Luke 18:9-14).  It was the man who smote his breast and said, “God be merciful unto me, a sinner” who went down to his house justified.  His prayer was centered on God, not on himself.  Worship according to truth lifts us to God rather than bringing God to us. 


     Consider singing in worship.  God prescribed singing to be from the heart.  God designed the heart, and from the heart man is to lift up his songs of praise.  However, men seek to worship God with mechanical instruments so that the glory can be given to man.  Man create instruments for his own glory, and when he uses them in worship the glory flows from the manner in which the instruments are played, not from the heart.  God made the heart to glorify Himself, to lift up man’s heart to the glory of God.  Man is not content to worship only from the heart because there is no glory for himself.  Worship according to truth is found in simply singing from the heart so that God can be glorified and man be humbled.


     Then think of the preaching of the gospel.  When men fail to preach the whole counsel of God, they seek to find glory in themselves.  Paul said in Romans 1:16, “For I am not shamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes…”  The power of God is found in His message.  Men become dissatisfied with the “whole counsel of God” and preach their own message.  Worship according to truth is to preach the complete will of God whether it agrees with the opinion of men or not.  It was said of Jesus, “…for thou regardest not the person of men, but teachest the way of God in truth” (Mark 12:14).  When men refuse to preach the 








     TRUTH IS MORE ancient than error, for error is nothing else but deviation and swerving from truth” (John Hales).  When we come together to worship Jehovah, our hearts are poured out before His throne to give unto Him the glory due His name and to worship Him in the beauty of holiness.  We kneel before the Lord, our maker, and know that He is God; it is He that made us and not we ourselves; we are His people, and the sheep of His pasture (Psalm 100:3).


     Worship is the attempt by man to reach the majesty of the unseen God.  Since the time of Eden, man has sought to know how to approach God and express respect for the Maker of this world.  Without divine instruction given to man, his attempts to reach God would be futile.


     Yet, men were not satisfied with the revelation that God had given them, and “exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator” (Romans 1:25).  Man began to worship himself instead of God.  Abel’s sacrifice was pleasing to God; Cain’s was not.  Abel sought to worship according to the revelation of God, but Cain chose to worship according to his own design.  One was of faith, the other of self-worth (Hebrews 11:4).


     God has always expected man to follow the pattern of worship He has established.  The design of such worship is to bring glory and honor to God while humbling man.  When man changes the design of worship to fit his own desires, man is glorified instead of God.


     Consider prayer in worship.  Jesus said in Matthew 6:5, “And when you pray, you shall not be like the hypocrites.  For they love to pray standing in the synagogues and on the corners of the streets, that they may be seen by men”.

whole counsel of God, the design of God is defeated and man is exalted.  Sin reigns in the place of the gospel.


In every aspect of worship there must be truth.  Jesus said in John 4:24, “God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.”  If we are to worship in truth, we must establish truth.  That truth is found in the covenant that God has with His children—the New Testament.  Every act of true worship will be taught in the New Testament.


     When we follow the design of worship as found in the New Testament, God will be glorified.  He created the church to be the pillar and ground of the truth and to show forth His wisdom.  Contained within these sacred walls is the design of worship.  Our prayers are centered upon Him, our singing is lifted to Him, and the message of the gospel shows His power.


     Truth is more ancient than error, for on truth stands the worship of God.  Error seeks to exalt man above God.  Jesus said, “If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; and ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free: (John 8:32).


     Worship according to truth is established by continuing in the word of God.  It is in the true pattern of worship that we find the freedom to call upon our Father with adoration.
