The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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And Jesus said, Thou shalt not kill, Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt 


not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Honor thy father and mother; and, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. 


    The young man saith unto him, All these things have I observed: what lack I yet? Jesus said unto him, If thou wouldest be perfect, go, sell that which thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come, follow me.  But when the young man heard the saying, he went away sorrowful; for he was one that had great possessions. "


    Jesus points out that, "there is none good but God", a clue to the importance of putting God first. He then quotes the six commandments that pertain to his relationship to man, which he had kept all his life. This was not an uncommon thing, for a Jew, most lived their life this way. The problem came when Jesus told the young man to put away all of his other gods, (i.e. great possessions) and come follow me, (i.e. put God first). It was at this point that he went away sorrowfully. Keeping all of these commandments toward his fellowman meant nothing unless he put God first and he knew that as indicated by his question "what lack I yet". 


   May God help us to put behind the gods that hinder us and give Him the proper place in our lives.

    TO “GLORY” IN a person or thing is to ascribe to it unusual virtue or merit with reference to the attainment of a given objective.  For instance, when a sportscaster lauds a football team, he may ascribe a particular victory to a superior coach, a great defense, or the passing ability of the quarterback.  In so doing, he is “glorying” in that particular person(s) or thing.


    Our text says, “But God forbid that I should glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is crucified unto me, and I unto the world” (Galatians 6:14).  The objective is the eternal salvation of the Gentiles through the gospel.  Paul was the first to preach the gospel to the Galatians.  As a result of his preaching many churches sprang up and flourished.  He then went from them to other fields.  In his absence, Jewish Christians came and attached themselves to the churches as teachers.  They were disturbing the churches by insisting that Gentiles had to be circumcised and keep the law of Moses in order to be saved.  Paul says that the teaching and practice of these men emanated from their fear of being “persecuted for the cross of Christ” and constituted “glorying in the flesh” (Galatians 6:12-13).


    Few Christians or churches have any problem with the question of fleshly circumcision as a condition of salvation in our time.  However, there are very large problems connected with people who “glory” in things other than in the cross of Jesus Christ.


In order for Paul’s rule to be practically demonstrated by Christians today, we must understand what is signified by the expression, “the cross of Jesus Christ.”  Contrary to what many suppose, it does not signify simply the instrument of 





Some glory in the intellectual capacity of their prominent men.  Though Paul and a few others were educated men, Christians were largely composed of “the common people” and not many wise or noble,”  


     The primitive Christians, as did Paul, gloried in and made the aim of their efforts the salvation of the spiritually dead and dying through the proclamation of the good news of eternal redemption through Christ and the blood of His cross.  This was their glory and their crown.  As it was theirs, so should it be ours.  May we not be sidetracked into making social concerns that have to do with this life only the principal thrust of our thoughts and our efforts.


     While glorying in our salvation on the basis of the merits of the “blood of the cross,” let us not be unmindful of the fact that we, as servants of Christ, are “crucified unto the world and the world unto us.”  Let us remember that being crucified with Christ” (Galatians 2:20), we have become dead unto the world.  We therefore should “glory” in the “risen life” and put to death “the works of the flesh” while adorning ourselves with the “fruit of the Spirit” (Galatians 5:19-24).  The “glory of the cross” is reflected in the transformed lives of believers, lives “hid with Christ in God.”

wood to which our Lord was nailed and on which He died, whether it be a “torture-stake”—a single pole, T-shaped, or a Latin cross such as the majority of Christendom  believes it to have been.


    In the New Testament, after Pentecost, the expression  “cross of Christ” is used to signify the whole of the redemptive work of Christ.  Especially is this true of Paul.  Note the following: “The death of the cross” (Philippians 2:5-8); “the offense of the cross” (Galatians 5:11); “the blood of the cross” (Colossians 1:20); “preaching of the cross” (1 Corinthians 1:1-8); “enemies of the cross” (Philippians 3:8).  The focus of the Christian’s religion must be “Christ and Him crucified.”  This is true whether becoming a Christian or one’s life as a Christian is under consideration.


           Wherein Do We Glory?


    Many glory in the morality of their lives and look for salvation on that basis.  While morality is essential and not to be deprecated, all men sin (Romans 3:23) and are under condemnation (Romans 6:23).  Therefore, there is no person who, if saved can glory in his morality as its efficient cause.  Some glory in their connection with believing ancestors.  While it is good to descend from saints, to be saved each person must be born again through the power and influence of Jesus Christ through the Spirit of God (John 3:3-7).  Some glory in the number of those who belong to their particular fellowship of professed believers.  When Paul wrote the Galatians letter, Christianity was, in the eyes of the world (Jew and Gentile), a small, insignificant sect of dissident Jews and scraggly heathens who were more of a nuisance than a threat.  Some glory in the magnificent properties which they own and in which they worship.  As far as we know, no church at that time possessed a meetinghouse, whether grand or humble.  








 THE GREAT COMMANDMENT 





"Thou shalt have no other gods before me"  (Ex. 20: 3)





   There are three accounts in the gospels of one (a lawyer) tempting Jesus with a question about His teaching. I believe that Jesus relished such attempts to catch Him in a fault because it gave Him the opportunity to teach more forcefully. Consider Matthew's account. "And one of them, a lawyer, asked him a question, trying him: Teacher, which is the great commandment in the law?  And he said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind."  (Matt. 22: 35-28) 


   Jesus' statement is the same thing said by God in Exodus 3, but He goes on to say that this is the first and great commandment and there is "a second like unto it, thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself." (Vs. 39-40) So, what makes this one greater than any of the others and how are the two alike? I believe the answer lies in His conclusion, "on these two commandments hang all the law and prophets". First, without unwavering obedience to the great commandment none of the others would mean anything and secondly, without obedience to the second (like unto it) the other five would have no meaning.


   A comparison study is found in Matthew 19: "And behold, one came to him and said, Teacher, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life? And he said unto him, Why askest thou me concerning that which is good? One there is who is good: but if thou wouldest enter into life, keep the commandments.
