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unalterably attached to the choices, and we can't have the former without the latter. We may, it's true, avoid the consequences for some period of time -- but we can't do so forever. Some day, there will be a payday, and when it comes, we need not be surprised.


It's an immutable principle that "whatever a man sows, that he will also reap" (Galatians 6:7). To believe otherwise is to deceive ourselves and mock God. But it's not just in eternity that we'll reap as we've sown; the harvest begins before we die. There can't be any question that the consequences of our actions begin to come down on us well before the Judgment Day. Paul spoke of those who, while still living, were "receiving in themselves the penalty of their error which was due" (Romans 1:27). 


Are you and I ready to eat the fruit of our ways? We might as well be, because the "banquet" is surely being prepared for us and we'll have no choice but to eat it when it's set before us. We can run, but we can't hide. The law of cause and effect is no respecter of persons, and it'll catch up with every last one of us eventually.

    The story of Jesus and his relation to our salvation is in the four Gospels.  It is the purpose of these four pieces to construct faith in Jesus Christ who is portrayed in the gospels as the Messiah, the promised Deliverer. Each of the Gospel messages presents, in its own distinctive manner, a contribution to the wholeness of faith.  Each is different because each has been penned by a distinctive personality, from a peculiar vantage.  Each is alike because the theme of each is Christ the Savior, the Divine Mucilage which bonds each to the other.


    The inspired men wrote from different viewpoints.  For instance, Matthew’s Gospel is viewed from the Jewish perspective; it portrays Jesus as the fulfillment of the Messianic prophecies.  Mark’s portrayal of Christ is likely based on what he learned from the Apostle Peter.  It is straightforward and bold, a brilliant apologetic in form and substance.  Luke’s Gospel states the good news from the Gentile perspective.  It says a considerable amount about the humanity of Jesus and, with broad strokes, paints word pictures of the times.  The purpose of John’s gospel is stated emphatically in 20:30-31—to authenticate Jesus as the Son of God.  They are all different; they are all necessary.


  Matthew—Jesus, the King and the kingdom.  Matthew’s Gospel; is more topical than chronologic.  It is a book about King Jesus.  The word ‘kingdom’ occurs fifty times in this discourse; ‘kingdom of heaven,’ thirty-two times.    Matthew portrays Jesus as a tireless, dedicated and concerned King, a benign Monarch who cares supremely for His people.  He relates, in considerable detail, the greatest sermon of them all (Matthew 5-7) which paints a picture of what the King expects of His subjects. 





man, such as probably that ‘most excellent Theophilus,’ to whom the  Gospel was addressed” (Pulpit Commentary, p xi).  Luke, with trained hand and marvelous insight, reconstructs the life of the Master in brilliant terminology and graphic stories.   It is as if it were a video tape of the life of Jesus.  Luke, a close associate of Paul and Peter (Colossians 4:14, Philemon 24, Acts 28:30-31, 2 Timothy 4:10), was a physician and wrote in terms common to the treatment of wounds and diseases of his day.  His Gospel depicts Jesus as a great illustrator (consider the triptych in Luke 15 and the story of the rich man and Lazarus in Luke 16).  Luke’s personality is seen in not only his language, but also his dedication to details                                                       


  John--Jesus the Son of God. John’s prologue to his Gospel is one of the most stirring of all inspired writings, showing Jesus as not only the incarnate God, but as the expression of the grace and truth that is the natural possession of the Godhead (v. 14).  This fourth Gospel is pregnant with profound themes.  “This Gospel is supreme in its height and depth and reach of thought; the language of the fourth gospel has the clarity of a spring but we are not able to sound the bottom of the depths.  Lucidity and profundity challenge and charm us as we linger over it” (A.T. Robertson, Word Pictures in the New Testament, p ix).  Profound indeed!  In it John cites miracle after miracle to show that Jesus is the Messiah, the chosen One.  He portrays Jesus as the exegesis of God, the explanation of the Almighty (1:18).  He shows Jesus’ miracles as the main ingredient in that explanation.


   Taken together, these portraits make an irrefutable case for the historicity and profundity of Jesus—








					





PORTRAITS OF JESUS

The word ‘disciple’ appears about seventy-five times in this Gospel, indicating a special relationship between the King and his subjects.  Matthew’s Gospel is logical and scholarly.  His brush is loaded with strong, vibrant colors, his strokes emphatic.  He declares that Jesus was born as a King, spoke as a King, and now reigns as ‘King of kings.’


   Mark—Jesus, Servant of the Father.  John Mark was the son of a certain Mary who was a disciple in Jerusalem (Acts 12:12-17), and the sister of Barnabas (see Colossians 4:10).  He was a companion of Paul early on (Acts 12:25, 13:5; 15:37-39)and was also associated with Peter (1 Peter 5:13).  The Gospel of Mark paints Jesus as the servant of the Father and as the servant of man.  Its message is encapsulated in 1:14-15—“Jesus came to Galilee, preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God and saying, ‘The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand…’”In Mark 10:24, Jesus articulates the thematic developed by Mark:  “For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.”  “We have in this Gospel the real portraiture of that servant.  It reveals first, the nature of His service; secondly, the law of His service and finally, the result of his service” (G. Campbell Morgan, Living Messages of the Books of the Bible, p 27).  Mark portrays Jesus as the servant, but not one who is weakly or diffident.  Rather, he shows him as gregarious, sanguine, powerful in both his presentation and application of the message.


  Luke—Christ to the Gentiles.  Jesus said, “Go ye into all the world,” a command not fully understood by his apostles until some time after Jesus’ ascension.  “We have said this Third Gospel was most carefully composed, with the view of satisfying the requirements of a thoughtful, cultured 





 Consequences Can't Be Avoided Forever


What fruit did you have then in the things of which you are now ashamed? For the end of those things is death. But now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life. (Romans 6:21,22)


Every path leads somewhere. Every action in which we engage -- indeed, every thought that we think -- takes us one step further down a road that leads to some destination.


Speaking of the godless way the Christians in Rome had lived before their conversion to Christ, Paul asked, "What fruit did you have then in the things of which you are now ashamed?" All of our actions, both the godly and the ungodly, bear some kind of "fruit." In the case of ungodliness, the fruit is deadly. "The end of those things," Paul wrote, "is death." Death is not just the arbitrary punishment of God for evildoing; it's the inevitable result or consequence of it. Death is simply the end of that road. If a person travels that way and refuses to change, death is the only place he can get to. It's where that road leads, no matter who the traveler is.


Choices always entail consequences. Since we have free wills, we can make our choices freely, but having made our choices, we can't then choose our consequences. The consequences are
