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The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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But second, we don't think about God reverently enough. Even when we do think about God, too frequently we think only of what we need God to do for us, rather than meditate on Him for His own sake. Our thoughts about God are too self-centered and selfishly motivated. We must learn to think about God in such a way that our ideas are characterized by words like these: awe, wonder, worshipfulness, penitence, humility, gratitude, and love.


One consequence of our failure to think often and reverently about God is that our actions toward Him tend to be weak and ineffectual. We are not as powerfully motivated as we would be if our thoughts dwelled on Him more worshipfully and for greater lengths of time. There's no use denying that our actions spring from our thinking -- and if our thinking were to be filled with the adoration of God, just imagine what the result would be! Our deeds would be drawn toward Him with a force that all the evil armies of hell would be helpless to stop.

    I REALIZE THAT living a moral life is a difficult thing to do in any setting, but it seems the most difficult for those in the college environment.  This is perhaps because college students are still growing, learning, and being burdened with many new academic, social and spiritual responsibilities in a society that makes it increasingly difficult to live a good moral life.  If you want me to tell you the secret to being a strong moral individual, you’re listening to the wrong person—but I can show some lessons God has given us.


    It is most important that we all understand that living a good moral life is something we must want to do.  The greatest commandment says it all: “Love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your strength” (Mark 12:30).  It truly takes complete devotion to obey God’s commands, thus “living a moral life.”  We can’t overcome temptations and pressures unless it is our heart’s earnest desire to do so.  If we don’t worry about it, or if we just “do what we can” and are satisfied, we have failed.  It is not good enough simply to avoid getting involved in sins with alcohol, drugs or fornication. Jesus said that it is a sin to even to look at a woman to lust after her (Matthew 5:28).  We must always be checking ourselves, watching every step to be sure we are free from sin.


    Obviously, in order to understand the nature of morals, we must study God’s word diligently—which can be very difficult in the college environment, but simply must be an integral part of every day.  Study and prayer are as vital to us as food is to our bodies, and when we start to lose our hold on either one, the rest of our lives will become a losing 








but it seems more specific when Paul says, “Whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, let your mind dwell on these things: (Philippians 4:8).  Our minds are a lot like computers: you can only get out what you put in.  This is without a doubt the area of my greatest failure.  It’s not hard to watch a show full of worldliness and sin when it is extremely entertaining.  If we spend our days feeding our minds garbage, no matter where it comes from—a television, a movie, or even friends—it will corrupt our hearts.  Even if we don’t do anything that most people would consider really bad (like fornication, murder, and so on), if our hearts are corrupted, it is impossible to please God.


“Applying all diligence, in your faith supply moral excellence” (2 Peter 1:5).  Living a moral life in a college environment requires some great sacrifices and some very difficult decisions.  Our complete devotion should be to God, and we must always be willing to give up anything, anything that might corrupt our hearts.  There are many influences that we students live close to every day that would deter us from our service to God, but if we decide that we will obey God before we are tempted not to, and if we avoid foolish situations and influences, then by our studies and prayers God will pull us through to live some day with Him.

battle.  Every traveler uses some point of reference to keep from getting lost, whether it is a map, the sun, or the stars, and we must do the same.  God’s word is our map, and we can’t help but get lost if we don’t check our position constantly and carefully.  It cannot be stressed enough that we must study and pray.  Without either one, there is really no hope to living the moral life God demands.  If we do not know that we are lost, closing our eyes will definitely not put us back on the right path.


    Once we have established study and prayer in our lives, we must further prepare ourselves for the temptations and pressures we will be confronted with.  We should do as Job did, “I have made a covenant with my eyes; how then could I gaze on a virgin?” (Job 31:1).  Before we face any challenge or temptation, we need to decide what we will do.  Students spend time studying the material for their classes in order to pass the tests when they are handed out, just as the Christian will prepare himself for a fight.  We may not always know when we will have to fight a spiritual battle, but the time to prepare is not in the midst of battle.  We must decide that we don’t want to swear, drink, smoke, use drugs, follow sensuality, or do anything else that is sinful or might lead to sin before we are put in the middle of a crowd of people who might ask us to join them.


    Of course, there are many situations that we cannot help getting caught in, although most can be avoided with a little caution.  What we must always be wary of is that situation we are putting ourselves in.  This could be the friends we spend our time with, the music we listen to, or the movies or television shows we watch.  We can read passages about bad company corrupting good morals (1 Cor. 15:33),

Just as there is no higher object of our thinking than God, there is no higher use of our minds than to think about Him reverently. If we think of our minds as "instruments" that God entrusted to us, the most noble and powerful use to which those instruments can be put is to use them meditating on Him in a way that properly reflects His glory. Most of us do meditate on God from time to time, but we can do better about it than we do. In regard to the use of our minds, most of us make two mistakes.


First, we don't think about God enough. Yes, we think about Him while offering thanks before meals, while doing our daily Bible reading, and while attending church services. But few of us have cultivated the habit of meditating on Him as we go about the round of our daily activities. And perhaps fewer of us have ever retreated from our regular activities for times (perhaps a day or two) of extended prayer and concentration on God Himself.
