Pressing On  ( R )





I press on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.  (Phil 3:14)





     I read an article the other day that included a story about a small cabin on the way to the top of the highest peak in the French Alps and the folks who used it. Located at the end of a full day’s climb it was a welcome respite for the weary climbers who were on their way to the top. There was a fireplace to warm the hikers and plenty of wood already cut outside. There were warm blankets and comfortable beds. The owners always kept the pantry stocked with staples and there was a plaque on the door that welcomed everyone in. Of course, the journey was steep and the climb was so difficult that upon arriving at the cabin all were tired and hungry. A hot meal and a good night’s rest in comfort meant everything to the weary whose muscles ached and whose very bones were chilled. But alas, when morning came the rested climbers had little desire for the straining of muscles and the chilling of feet and hands required to go on up the mountain. It is said that eighty percent of those who stopped there for the night turned back. 


      It is not unusual for someone to start a project or journey only to realize half way through that the task required to complete it is more than they can or are willing to do and rather than “pressing on” to the end they turn back to the comfort zone.  


     Unfortunately, this sometimes happens to those on the Christian’s journey who are persecuted or ostracized for their convictions which happens to all who profess Christ.

The Holy Spirit Confirmed the Word


    The spoken word of the apostles was confirmed by signs, wonders, miracles  and by spiritual gifts.  Immediately prior to His ascension to heaven, Jesus gave the great commission to the apostles (Matthew 16:15-16).  The gospel was to be preached so that men could believe, be baptized and be saved.  Jesus said, “And these signs will accompany those who have believed:  in My name they will cast out demons, they will speak with new tongues; they will pick up serpents, and if they drink any deadly (Poison), it shall not hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover” (Mark 16:17-18).  The purpose of these signs is explained in verse 20.   As the apostles went out preaching, the “Lord worked with them, and confirmed the word by the signs that followed.”


    The Holy Spirit not only guided the apostles into all truth, but He confirmed   the word they spoke by miracles.  These miracles were limited to the apostolic period.  When the revelation of God’s will was completed and the word was written (shortly before A.D. 70) the word had already been confirmed (Hebrews 2:3-4).  Every sign or miracle need has been written (John 20:30-31).  The word is complete and there is no need for miraculous signs today.


Conclusion


    The Holy Spirit has searched the mind of God and revealed through the apostles and prophets everything we need to know about God’s marvelous scheme of redemption.  Through that which has been revealed we can be saved both now and in eternity.
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    Jesus spoke much about the fact that those who follow Him would be so treated. He said; Think not that I came to send peace on the earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.


(Matt. 10:34) and He went on to say that those who oppose may be of one’s own household (vs. 36) and “if they persecuted me they will also persecute you” (Jn. 15:20). The point  is, we cannot turn back because of a little hardship if we are to reach that heavenly goal and the question is just how hard are you willing to press on to reach the summit? 


     Paul declares that although he had not obtained or been made perfect in Christ; I press on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 


 (Phil 3:14). It is an idea that says I will do whatever it takes to reach my goal. It maybe loss of friends, it may be changing my dress or habits, it may be sacrifices of many kinds but I am willing to make them. 


     I read, the other day, about a young man riding in the Tour de France who, on the last leg of the last day of the race, fell in a crash of riders around him and suffered a broken ankle. Undaunted, he mounted his bicycle and finished the race for which he had worked so hard. The article went on to say that he had ruined several of his teeth grinding them through the pain.

The Holy Spirit in God’s Purpose

   THE HOLY SPIRIT possesses all the characteristics of a person and is Himself a member of the Godhood.  One barely begins to read the Bible before he realizes that the Spirit is associated with God and is a powerful being.  The Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit each had a part in the creation (Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-3; Colossians 1:16).








   One of the principal functions of the Holy Spirit in God’s scheme of redemption is the work of revealing and confirming God’s message to man.  Without the work of the Spirit it would not be possible for man to be saved.  What man can learn of God from the material creation is important, but it is very limited; one could never learn the will of God by observing the creation (Romans 1:18-20).  In the remaining portion of this article we will sketch briefly the work of the Holy Spirit in the revelation and confirmation of God’s Word to man.


The Holy Spirit and the Old Testament


Peter informs us that the message of the Old Testament prophets did not originate with the men themselves.  They were, he says, “moved by the Holy Spirit” in their speaking (2 Peter 1:20-21).  The Old Testament prophets were moved, guided, or borne about by the Holy Spirit to say the very things God wanted said at the very time He wanted them said.  Numerous Old Testament references state that the Holy Spirit was active in the revelation of God’s will at that time.  David said, “The Spirit of the Lord spoke by me, And His word was on my tongue” (2 Samuel 23:2).  After the return from Babylonian exile, the Levites recounted in prayer the blessings the Lord had given Israel.  They said, “And Thou didst give Thy good Spirit to instruct them . . . and admonished them by Thy Spirit through Thy prophets” (Nehemiah 9:20, 30).  The prophet 











Zechariah said the people “made their hearts like flint so that they would not hear the law and the words which the Lord of hosts had sent by His Spirit through the former prophets” (Zechariah 7:12).  Observe that God sent His words by His Spirit through the prophets.


The Holy Spirit and the New Testament


The night before His crucifixion, Jesus told the apostles that He would return to heaven and ask the Father to send them the Holy Spirit to serve as a guide for them (John 14-16).  He said, “the Spirit of truth . . . will guide you into all the truth” (John 16:13).  Was this promise fulfilled?  New Testament writers claim repeatedly that it was.


Paul said the mystery “in other generations was not made known to the sons of men, as it has now been revealed to His holy apostles and prophets in the Spirit.”   He states that he had written what was revealed and that the saints could understand it (Ephesians 3:3-5).  Paul said the rulers of this age did not understand God’s wisdom.  In fact, he said, the things God prepared for man had not even been entered into the heart of man.  He says, “to us God revealed them through the Spirit; for the Spirit searches all things, even the depths of God” (1 Corinthians 2:6-13). Paul emphasized that the words he spoke were those “taught by the Spirit” (1 Corinthians 2:13).


     These passages make it clear that the Holy Spirit had now revealed the will of God to man.  Other references show that the revelation is a complete one.  Read 2 Timothy 3:16-17; 2 Peter 1:3-4; Jude 3.
