     Very few who read this article today are old enough to remember the worship arrangements of the early church in rural America. Pretty much without exception there was one service and it lasted most of the day. Allowing time to get to the assembly, in not so reliable cars prone to breakdowns and flat tires, services would start mid morning and end with sufficient time to get home before dark. Mothers prepared lunch and although we don’t mention it much now because of the misconception of fellowship, they took a break and had “dinner (lunch) on the grounds”. They devoted the day to worshiping the Lord. 


   As our country continued to grow and industrialize, many young men left the farm to a better future in the cities.  In the late 30’s, with war raging in Europe, we kicked into high gear to meet the needs of the war efforts and both men and women were called upon to work around the clock shifts (and there were no options). 1.) accommodate family needs at mid-day and 2.) accommodate those were coming off and going on work shifts. In the congregation where I grew up more than half worked shifts for U S Steel in one way or another.  It goes without saying that those who did not work shifts and came for morning worship also returned for the evening service to continue their fellowship with Saints in worship to God. 


    Sadly enough the trend today is to revert back to a one service Sunday but not for the same reasons. It seems that the movement to “virtual” everything, influences many toward “virtual church” and the arguments for doing so stigmatizes their reason. Many argue I don’t need to go more than once in a week because I can worship at home. If that is so and pleasing to God, then there is no reason for church (assembly) at all. Others say, (and I like this the most) “there is no scripture demanding an evening service”. That translates to “when I have done my three hours the rest of the day is mine”. But, when does the Lord’s Day end? I am not saying that we cannot hold in reverence the Lord’s Day without being assembled but I believe that when it is available, God expects us to be there.


    How must God feel when we put convenience before worship? How does He feel when we choose to do other than meet with brethren to worship Him? How does He feel about reducing opportunities to worship for ourselves and others who could not come at an earlier time? I have a feeling God will ask, “on what scriptural grounds would you choose to do less?” Will you be back this evening? Jesus will. 				     Joe Phillips

Worship, A Foretaste of Heaven

ONE OF THE GREATEST blessings and privileges which God has offered to man as revealed in the gospel is the opportunity to worship Him.  To imagine that the God of all creation allows such frail and faltering creatures to come before His presence is a gift which we often fail to appreciate.











The Meaning of Worship


     We can learn a great deal about what “worship” is by considering the many references to worship offered in the New Testament.  It is not unusual in Scripture to find a worshipper described as falling on his face at the feet of the one being worshipped (see Matthew 4:9; 28:9; Acts 10:25; 1 Corinthians 14:25; Revelation 3:9; 11:16).  Though we may not imagine worship as something requiring such humiliation, the word most often translated “worship”—proskuneo—was used “to designate the custom of prostrating oneself before a person and kissing his feet” (Bauer, Arndt & Gingrich, p. 716).  One scholar adds that the implication is “to kiss, like a dog licking his master’s hand” (Strong #4352).  Worship to God is something that demands a recognition of the Lord’s presence with a humble submission to His will.


     While it is true that Christians offer worship in every act of obedience (Romans 12:1) and God is with them at all times (Matthew 28:20), the reality of God’s presence is somehow much more apparent to us in acts of collective worship.  The Bible tells us that worship as it should be will cause the sinner, after “falling down on his face” at the uncovering of his heart’s secret sins, to “worship God and report that God is truly among you” (1 Corinthians 14:25, NKJV).   Is the Lord’s presence in the Christian assembly any greater than His presence in our private lives?  








Or is it simply more real to us when we come together and see Christ living in others?


Spiritual Worship


     Worship must be a spiritual exercise (John 4:24).  A spiritual endeavor is not something purely emotional nor purely intellectual.  It is instead something that develops the spiritual side of our nature.  The Holy Spirit points out to us that “The spirit of a man will sustain him in sickness:  (Proverbs 18:14). When we sow to the spiritual side of our being, we not only develop that which can sustain us through trial, but that which can lead us to eternal life (Galatians 6:8).  We must look at our times of worship as feasts upon spiritual sustenance.  In the assembly, we are neither self-serving nor deprived, but are rather given the opportunity to fill others as we are filled.


     In the assembly, we can grow spiritually by witnessing other disciples imitating the Master.  Though we must never revere men as we revere God, we can often see God in the lives of other Christians.  As a people seeing conformity to Christ’s image, our goal must be to “walk just as He walked” (1 John 2:6). When our brethren succeed to a degree in this goal, Scripture teaches us to follow such behavior to the extent that it conforms to the Lord’s pattern.  Paul taught: “Imitate me, just as I also imitate Christ” (1 Corinthians 11:1).


A Glimpse of the Other Side
