The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, and to be had in reverence of all them that are about him. (Ps. 89: 7 KJV) 


     Everything we do in approaching the worship assembly, the way we dress, the way we present ourselves, our punctuality, the way we prostrate our minds (in lieu of body), reflects on our reverence toward God and His presence around us. It is amazing, when the lights are dimed, how quickly the quietness sets in as we turn our attention to worship. Within minutes of the opening prayer, however, the trafficking of both young and old alike begins. Speaking from the back of the auditorium, someone said to me the other morning, “it’s sure a different picture from back here” to which I replied “yes, it reminds me of a stream of ants who have found a drop of honey on the floor”.  This may come as a shock to you but from the opening prayer to the last amen of the AM service this past week the doors were opened 65+ times to trafficking.


     I know that there are exceptions to everything but exceptions are not considered in these thoughts. On the other hand, children (young, old or adult) should not need a sip of water or a restroom in the first 15 minuets of service. I assure you habits are formed at an early age with regard to attitudes toward worship; we must make sure they are the right ones.


     I think I know the hearts of all here and I don’t think anyone would intentionally show disrespect for God or Christ but we must take care not to become the husbandman of Luke 20.

     My attitude toward God should be based on my conviction that He is we a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him (Hebrews 11:6).  This kind of faith can produce the good attitude of godly fear, and “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge . . .” (Proverbs 1:7).  God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil, He loves man and wants me to love and obey Him.  All of this should move me and cause me to want to be true to Him all the days of my life.  My attitude toward God should be as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worthy art thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power; for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created” (Revelation 4:11).

And just as God is light—therefore I should want to worship Him in spirit and in truth (John 4:24).  The existence of God and the glory due His name is the very basis of worship (2 Chronicles 7:3).

1.  Do I really love God?


2.  Do I really want to worship Him?


3.  Am I a participant in collective worship, or a spectator?

5.  Am I careful to follow God’s instructions in my worship?

Examine Your Attitude Toward Worship

My attitude toward worship depends upon four things:  (1) my attitude toward God, (2) my concept of God, (3) my courage to examine and change my life (repent), and (4) my understanding of the essence of worship.








concept of God must be determined by the message of His Word and His Son.





     My courage to examine and change my life will cause me to constantly monitor my thoughts and deeds to insure my life is consistent with the Lord’s will.  In reference to worship, I will want to mediate, pray, study and plan my whole life so that God is praised and exalted.  And, I will want to take advantage of every opportunity to join with God’s people to worship Him according to His instructions. Worship will be a habit of life but not in the sense of an empty ritual.   Worship will spring from a heart where God dwells.  As I examine myself and monitor my life, I’ll want my worship (private or collective) to   Worship will b e a part of a whole life that is directed toward God and His Son.  But what is the essence of worship?





     Psalm 96 affords us a good view of what worship is.   The passage is about the greatness and majesty of God:  “… the Lord is great  … He is to be feared above all gods … Honor and majesty are before Him … strength and beauty are in His sanctuary.”  But the test is also about the appropriate human response to God’s greatness:  “Sing to the Lord … proclaim the good news … Declare His glory … Give to the Lord …”











Reverence in Worship





Receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us have grace, whereby we may offer service well-pleasing to God with reverence and awe:  for our God is a consuming fire. (Heb 12:28-29)





     In the Elder meetings with the men and women of this congregation, one of the things for which they expressed a desire to see improvement is the matter of reverence in our worship. It is something with which I totally agree and in this “Seed for Thought” I want you to consider some things that impede reverence in our worship service. Please know that these thoughts are for edification, not degradation.


     From our title verse there is no doubt about the reason for and need of reverence and respect and awe for our great God. In His loving kindness He is merciful and full of grace and in His wrath He is a “consuming fire”. We sing “Our God is an Awesome God” (not that I agree with that idea) and I believe that in our worship anything less than our very best falls short of what He is due.     


     “In the Old Testament, "reverence" occurs as the translation of two Hebrew words, yare' and shachah. The root idea of the former is "fear." It is used to express the attitude toward God Himself. The root idea of the second is "falling down," as prostration of the body. In the New Testament from the Greek a third word is added adios and has to do with modesty.  The Revised Version says “reverence in demeanor”.


(Forrester, ISBE) It is reflected by our conduct and it is a serious matter. From the King James Version, consider the Psalmist’s words;
