bring people into subjection to him. He came in humility likened unto a lamb. It was said of him, " who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered threatened not"; 


(1 Peter 2:23).  It was to be a kingdom "not of this world." (John 18:36) He told Pilate, “Everyone that is of the truth heareth my voice". 


(John 18:37) His plea to His subjects was a simple " Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light". (Matt 11:28-30) His entrance into the city of Jerusalem dispelled any thought that He was an earthly king.


     But by what authority then could one so humble boldly proclaim his kingship?  Although evasive toward the Jews when they questioned His authority, He proclaimed to His disciples " All authority hath been given unto me in heaven and on earth. (Matt 28:18). 


     Kingdoms may come and go but His kingdom will stand forever. All will name His name and all will bow in subjection to Him. (Phil 2:9-11)


     As we assemble this morning to sing songs of praise, to remember His death, to pray through His name, and to study His word, it requires complete submission to Him. If we are citizens of His Kingdom, it is because that is what we want to be. Let me say that again, if we are citizens of His Kingdom it is because that is what we want to be. I’m not sure I have any business writing about providence.  I’m not sure anyone does.  It is a subject which almost defies adequate definition, much less adequate explanation.  However, there are some things about providence that we can understand, some things that will perhaps help us appreciate it more and sue for it more often.


     Let’s look at the word first.  The word “provide” is comprised of the prefix pro and vide, the Latin word meaning “to see,” thus, to see before.   It is a doublet (one of two words that came from the same source, but took different directions) of our word “purvey,” which today means to have something in view, but originally meant to view something before hand.  The Greek term is pronoia and our word almost exactly translates it, for it was comprised of pro, before and noeo, to think, and so, to think before, to prepare.  Its concept, whether in Greek, Latin, or English has to do with getting something ready, preparing something ahead of time, with equipping or furnishing what is needed.


     Please allow me, in this little piece, to make three simple points about the providence of God 


1.  Strictly speaking, everything we have, including life itself, is by the providence of God. When the Lord said, “. . . He maketh His sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and the unjust” (Matthew 5:46),





circumstances, changed situations so that our best interests were served, perhaps even in what seems to be the answer to our prayers.  But we cannot know for sure; we can be certain only if God has revealed.  That does not keep us from attributing to Him all the good that has been given us in life and thanking Him for what we strongly suspect are answers to our prayers, for He has assured us that He will provide for our needs and we know that He is faithful to His promises (1 Corinthians 10:13).  “Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you” (Matthew 7:7).


     Read the story of Joseph (Genesis 39-45) and you will read a story of providence.  Read about Queen Esther and you will read a story of providence.  And if you carefully reflect on your own life, who knows?  It, too, may be a story of providence. “For who knoweth whether thou art come to the kingdom for such a time as this?” (Esther 4:14).


     May God help us to trust Him for all that we need and to thank Him for all that we have.

Providence

He is speaking of what God has provided in spite of our unworthiness.  All that we have is because He has “purveyed,” saw our needs beforehand and provided.


     Now this refers not only to what we enjoy on the earth, but to the forgiveness of our sins as well.  Redemption is an act of divine providence.  Paul said, “For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly” (Romans 5:6). That’s an act of providence, of God having provided for us that which we were powerless to provide for ourselves.


2.  Prayer and providence are connected.  If I didn’t believe in providence, I would not take the trouble to pray.  Providence does not have to be miraculous.  In fact, in our age it is never such, to our knowledge.  But God can certainly alter situations by changing and discriminating in the realm of the natural to bring about the answer to prayers.  A miracle is the suspension of natural law; providence is working within the confines of natural law to bring about His purposes.  This is the means, I aver, by which God answers prayer today.  “The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much” (James 5:16) is a statement about providence.


3.  Providence cannot be factually verified today.  All of us have had things happen in our lives which seem to have the marks of divine providence. We strongly suspect that in certain instances, God has altered
