     I read an amazing story the other day about a young soldier, Harold Dowdy, who found himself, caught about 30 miles behind enemy lines, in the closing days of WWII, unarmed. It was that he and his CO were scouting for a place in the small town of Mittenwald, Germany to set up his advanced unit. Just outside the town they found the ideal fortress, a former Nazi compound that was perfect for the maintenance work the outfit was designed to do, repair tanks. The Captain ordered him to dismount and reserve the compound until he could return with the forward elements of the company. After unloading his bedroll and a case of 3 in 1 rations (before MREs), he saluted the Captain as he sped off down the road only to realize that he had forgotten to take his rifle. Although the war was near end, there was still a lot of enemy activity in the area and the only weapon he possessed was disappearing down the road. 


     Trained as an infantryman, he knew that thirty miles inside enemy lines without a weapon was not a good situation. As he stood in the courtyard contemplating the predicament, there came from an upper window an English voice, “I will prepare your rations if you will share them.” She was a retired teacher from Switzerland. Within minutes, as she prepared the food, there was a loud pounding on the door which he opened to find several German soldiers in the hall. The officer saluted and said in

     What was to be done?  Without hesitation the young sergeant said, “stack your weapons in the hall and go to the basement for the night and I will turn you over to the MPs in the morning.” Unknowingly, he sent them to the weapons armory that housed hundreds of firearms. By morning the number of surrenders had doubled and they were in the courtyard waiting to complete their surrender. In a column of twos Dowdy marched them down the road and turned them over to the MPs. The last he saw of them they were marching, ein, swie, drie, into captivity.


    The irony of this intriguing story is that Harold Dowdy (a name some of you may recognize) came home to become a faithful gospel preacher who taught many in their home and from the pulpit. It is hard to deny the hand of God in this ordeal for if it had happened only a few days earlier the outcome may have been very different. 


    The Old Testament tells us of situations where God preserved men and women to carry out His will. In the passion of our title verse Jesus knew it was His place to do God’s will. Concerning Peter, He said “Simon, Simon, behold, Satan asked to have you, that he might sift you as wheat: but I made supplication for thee, that thy faith fail not; and do thou, when once thou hast turned again, establish thy brethren”. (Luke 22:31-32)  He said to Ananias, of Paul, “Go thy way: for he is a chosen vessel unto me, to bear my name before the Gentiles and kings, and the children of Israel: for I will show him how many things he must suffer for my name's sake.  (Acts 9:15–16)








of wealth choke it, making it unfruitful”. Now the extravagant and lavish nature of the world has consumed and weakened us in practicing what we learn. Day by day, our lives are being tormented by sickness, fear, complacency, hatred, financial setbacks, and all these contribute to our lack of understand of the word of God.  Regarding complacency, our knowledge of the gospel sometimes makes us think that we are invincible to sins and impervious to rebuke from others.  Our personal wisdom and knowledge of the world deceives us into believing that we cannot lose contact from God.  This is far from the truth.  


The bible says “For it is time for judgment to begin with the family of God; and if it begins with us, what will the outcome be for those who do not obey the gospel of God?” (1 Peter 4:17).  Peter is telling us that if God will harshly judge His children, what hope is there for those who do not know and obey the gospel of God.  “To live is Christ and to die is gain” should be our hope. 


If there were no heaven, I believe that living a righteous life is truly worth it, even if only on this earth.  I pray that the same someone who encountered Paul, Jesus Christ, will also interrupt each of our lives with His glorious presences as we journey through this world.

KNOWING THE WORD, YET NOT GETTING THE MESSAGE.

“The one who received the seed that fell among the thorns is the man who hears the word, but the worries of this life and the deceitfulness of wealth choke it, making it unfruitful.” Mat 13:22.








     Over the years I have spent as a Christian, there are several stories I have heard about people committing sins and offences.  But what is even worse is that many of them were Christians, and even more shockingly, some were preachers who stood in the pulpit preaching against the same sins and offences. 


     When I was a boy in Sunday school, I learned the stories of the bible without taking any deep thought of them.  I remember back in the early 2000’s, when I was baptized, I learned the word of God in order to become strong so I could debate my friends who were not in my church.  I memorized several verses and chapters, but I was not getting the real message of what I was reading.  Today if we take a journey through our Christian life, we would see that there are many people who seem to know the word, yet do not get the essential message of the gospel.  


     People who have been in the church many years who have been hearing the same words every day have failed to grasp the message of the word.  I find myself asking, “Why are so many Christians not truly committed to Christ?” or, “Why are people who know the Lord living like the world?” or, “Why don’t God’s children obey the Bible?” Often when questions like these come to mind, they reflect a sense of frustration in our spiritual lives and the Christian fraternity.  James elaborated on this menace to our souls in James 1:23—“








Because if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man looking at his own face in a mirror; for he looks at himself, goes away, and right away forgets what kind of man he was.”  When we look into a mirror, we are not just looking for the physical traits (Is my shirt wrinkled or my hair brushed?); we are really looking at the kind of image or persona we want to convey.  In this sense, when James says we are looking in the mirror, we are supposed to be putting on the persona of the person of faith and righteousness. But if this persona stays in the mirror and does not exist anywhere but in the mirror (in other words, this persona does not travel with us into our life as defined by our actions), then our faith is no more real and tangible than the man in the mirror.


Challenges which take the message from the hearts of Christians 


I recognize that I am not perfect, and because I am not perfect, I am not qualified to write about sins and righteousness.  But as brethren we all need to daily remind each other on the path we are going.   Sometimes we all become blind on portions of the path that we are heading which may lead us off that path.  All these problems come about through the challenges which battle us in accomplishing our goal (living upright). 


In Matthew 13:22, Jesus gives a powerful lens which we can use to capture the things which keep us from developing the seed (word) into fruit. He said “the worries of this life and the deceitfulness
