The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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the words "God" and "Jesus Christ" thrown around so casually one wonders if the speakers even realize whose names they are using.


Cursing. When a person curses, he calls down God's wrath upon someone, verbally wishing them harm. "Damn you" is shorthand for "I hope God will damn your soul to hell." Even thinking this about someone is serious, but speaking it out loud -- using God's name to vent our anger on others -- is a monstrous evil. It is no light matter to wish the loss of someone's soul.


Why are these things so serious? Might we not consider them harmless foibles, less dangerous than sins that actually hurt other people? Well, the problem has to do with the heart. Crude words, and certainly irreverent ones, are almost always symptomatic of a heart that is turned away from God. So Jesus said, "By your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned" (Matthew 12:37). So the next time you feel like "cussing," check your heart. Where is your spiritual father, above or below? Does your speech show that you're a humble worshiper of God?

    In Luke 6:46, the Master said, “And why call ye me Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?”


    This question is designed to cause man to think long and hard about the title “Lord.”  When a person understands what it means to call someone “Lord,” he will think twice before he attaches this word of honor to anyone.


    The word “Lord,” was used in Luke 6:46, as reference to “one who has power and authority.”  It is “he to whom a person or thing belongs” (Thayer).


    People in the world today so badly need to understand what they are doing when they call Jesus their Lord.  I am disturbed and saddened when I hear people call Jesus “Lord” and yet they do not make any serious attempt to come under His control and let Him guide their lives.  It may well be said of them, “These people honor me with their lips but their heart is far from me” (Matthew 15:8).


    Having viewed the meaning of the world “Lord,” I now understand that I am making a vow of love and deep commitment every time I call Jesus “Lord.”  I belong to One who has all authority and power (Matthew 28:18), and I dare not use the word loosely!�    I believe a life under the guidance of the Lord can be summed up in one sentence.  A friend of mine said it this way:  “It means taking ourselves off the throne and putting Jesus on the throne!”  We are so accustomed to doing what we want to do.  We often want to put ourselves and our desires ahead of Jesus.  If we do not deny self, we cannot be a disciple of Jesus.  Luke 9:23 says, “If anyone desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross and

    Now, at this point, some conclude that we sure are giving up a lot when we become disciples of Christ.  Yes, there are things given up, but they can’t compare with what we gain.  Paul said he regarded the things he gave up as “dung that I may win Christ” (Philippians 3:8).  Paul also said, “For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed din us” (Romans 8:18).  And then the Lord Himself said, “verily, I say unto you, There is no man that hath left house, or parents or brethren, or wife or children, for the kingdom of God’s sake, who shall not receive manifold more in this present time, and in the world to come life everlasting” (Luke 18:29-30).  Now wouldn’t you say that what we may give up is really insignificant compared to what we gain?  It is never a loss when Jesus is our Lord!


    I urge you, dear reader, to resolve that you will never be among those who bring harm to the cause of Christ by calling Him “Lord” and then not do what He says.  The world is filled with too much of that.  Let’s bring honor to Christ by calling Him “Lord” and then bring ourselves under the control of His yoke.

follow Me.”  Some stronger passages are found in Luke 16.  Notice the words I emphasize to see how self-denial is essential to being a disciple of Christ.  “If anyone comes to me and does not hate his father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters, yes and his own life also, he cannot be my disciple.  And whoever does not bear his cross and come after Me cannot be my disciple. 


    Now, did you get the point?  If Jesus is truly to be our Lord, we must take anything and everything that would hinder our obedience to Him out of the way.  We must take ourselves and our selfish will off the throne!  This is the whole intent of Christ’s death.  Paul said that Christ “died for all, that those who live should live no longer for themselves but for Him who died for them and rose again” (2 Corinthians 5:15).


    Now, the second step in allowing Jesus to be Lord of our lives is simple.  Once we have vacated the throne and we no longer desire to rule ourselves, we simply put Jesus on the throne. Let Him be your Lord, take His yoke upon you and submit to Him.  Remember, there is only “one Lord” (Ephesians 4:5).  Your will cannot compete with the Lord’s will if you are going to be His disciple.  Two lords are too many!


    Once we decide that Jesus is our Lord, then all other decisions in Life are made easier.  Let me demonstrate. When I wake up on Sunday morning, I never have to decide if I am going to worship services.  That decision was made when I made Jesus my Lord.  Other examples would be given, but the point is that other decisions in my life as a Christian are made easily because Jesus is Lord.  I simply do what He says.  That’s the point from Luke 6:46.  


 





Respecting the Name of God


And you shall not swear by My name falsely,�nor shall you profane the name of your God;�I am the Lord. (Leviticus 19:12)


One evidence of how little regard we have for God is the flippant way in which we sometimes use His name. It is possible, no doubt, to be scrupulous in the use of God's name and still not have any reverence for Him in our hearts. But in today's meditation, we want to focus on the inside-out problem: the problem of the person who has no inward respect for God and that lack of respect shows up in the person's outward speech. There are basically three ways we may disrespect God and His name:


Swearing. To swear is to invoke God as the guarantee that we're going to do as we say. For instance, the person who says, "This is what I'm going to do, by God" is swearing. But Jesus taught that our statements ought not to require any oath to back them up. "Let your 'Yes' be 'Yes,' and your 'No,' 'No.' For whatever is more than these is from the evil one" (Matthew 5:37).


Profanity. Profane speech is that which makes common or crude use of words that should be held as sacred and used only with great reverence. It's not uncommon anymore to hear
