     This text is found in the explanation of a judgment that God decreed against king Nebuchadnezzar of the Babylonians more than five hundred years before Jesus.  Nebuchadnezzar was a proud and powerful king.  But like all human beings, he needed to realize that God is more powerful.  God is Almighty.


     Actually God is infinite.  He is unlimited and unbounded by the restrictions that face us.  Time, space, knowledge, etc., are not of consequence to Him.  We sometimes say He is omnipotent and Omni-existent.  Only God, who has brought everything else into existence out of nothing, can be free of the limitations built into the created universe.


     Any limitations with God are self-imposed.  For example, God is a rational being.  God is also a moral being.  His nature defines Him in these ways.  For example, He cannot lie because He determines and establishes what truth is.  And He cannot sin against His own will because He is the moral authority of the universe.  The fact that He cannot do these things does not result from a failure in the power of God.  He is Almighty and therefore only can be limited by His own decision.


     God did not have to create or define creation as He did.  In fact, God can remove all that He created at any time.


     God is independent in being.  Paul said, “Go, who made the world and everything in it, since He is the Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in.  








God is also not bounded by space.  


God is Omni-present and immeasurable.  The Psalmist said, “Where can I flee from your presence?”  He goes on to talk about heaven, the grave, the sea, the night, and the darkness.”  Nowhere can a man hide from God.  Jesus explained, “God is Spirit” and He is not worshiped in just one place (John 4:20-24).  The truth is, size in material measurement does not apply to God.  Neither do location and distance.  We really must be careful not to consider God as a physical being.  And we must not think that we may escape God’s presence.


     And God is infinite in knowledge.  God is omniscient.  That means that He knows all things: past, present, and future. The Bible says that all things are naked and open to His eyes.  He not only knows our actions, but He knows our thoughts and even our motives (Psalm 139:1-6; 147:5; 1 John 3:20; Heb. 4:13; Rom. 11:33).  God’s ability to prophecy the future is based on his supreme knowledge (Deut. 18:18-22).  God’s ability to judge us is based on the fact that He knows all about us.  And God’s knowledge of all our needs, gives us the confidence that He will provide for us fully when we pray. 


 (Phil 4:6-7).


     Because of all this, we acknowledge the majesty of the One we worship.  He is elevated in our minds and hearts and that is why we are here today!

    Now if God is independent in Being, we can have complete confidence that He is not overruled by any other Being.  In addition, we can trust his promises totally.  Such, of course, also brings us to realize that it is foolish to oppose God; we are dependent upon Him.


     Let’s think about our earlier statement that God is unlimited by time, space, and knowledge.


     With regard to time, God IS!  What that means is that whenever we want to consider, God exists at that time.  If we think about before the world was, God IS.  If we think about modern times, God IS!  If we think about the future, God IS!  He IS always.  He is eternal.  Isaiah said, “Have you not heard?  The everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth, neither faints nor is weary.  His understanding is unsearchable (40:28).  Moses said, “The eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms; He will thrust out the enemy from before you” (Deut. 33:27).  So God is not bounded by time.  He is not subject to death;’ therefore He is immortal.  Each of us human beings had beginning and we are subject to time.  We are mortal and we are subject to death.  God is neither. 











Broken Cisterns


For My people have committed two evils:�They have forsaken Me, the fountain of living waters,�And hewn themselves cisterns; broken cisterns�that can hold no water. (Jeremiah 2:13)


Everything we were ever created to need can be found in the God who made us. But we don't always allow Him to satisfy us. Even though the fulfillment that is available in God is perfect in every way, we still make the mistake from time to time of looking for our satisfaction in other places. And when we do so, we do the same thing the people of Judah did in Jeremiah's day: we forsake "the fountain of living waters" and drink from "broken cisterns that can hold no water." Why would we do such a foolish thing? 


Generally, we do foolish things when we have been deceived as to the facts of our situation. And when it comes to the created needs that are deep within us, we have a spiritual adversary who is a past master at making his cheap counterfeits look better than the fulfillments that God offers. The devil's deceptions are not clever enough to withstand very close scrutiny and it's
