Lying Lips





Lying lips are an abomination to Jehovah; But they that deal truly are his delight. (Prov. 12: 22)





     A few years back one of the grand prize winners on America’s Funniest Home Videos was a clip of a little girl about three years of age, who had been caught with her hand in the cookie jar (so to speak), explaining to her mother (off camera) why she was not the guilty party. While the clip was funny and the audience found it so, it was a sad thing to see this innocent child fabricate such a lie in her own defense. While I believe that innocence intervenes here consider these truths about a lie.  


A lie is always wrong and probably nothing is described in the scripture as being more distasteful to God. In (Titus1: 2) Paul declares that, "God cannot tell a lie". Because God is Truth, the Hebrew writer says, "it is impossible for God to lie". (Heb. 6: 18) Is it any wonder then that, “Lying lips are an abomination to Jehovah"?  In spite of this, lying is one of the most frequent of all sins.  I suppose it is because there are so many ways to do it. Some people just live a lie. In the International Standard Bible Encyclopedia, William Evens wrote, “It is not always a spoken word that is a lie, for a life lived under pretence, a hypocritical life is a lie equally with a false word".


     We often hear people talk about "little lies" or "white lies" and sometimes "half-truths" as when Satan tempted Eve (Gen. 3) and Abraham with Abimelech. Jewish minority. Since World War II, for the first time, immigration patterns have introduced significant numbers of non-western religious adherents into American society.  In 1987, the first Buddhist chaplain was appointed to the armed forces.  There are now approximately six million Muslims in the United States, arguably making them a more numerous minority than Jews.  In short, evangelical Protestant Christians, for all the breast-beating in recent elections, are a distinct minority in a modern society that is religiously quite diverse.


     Second, Americans have been influenced by the powerful secularizing forces that have been at work in western thought for several centuries.  While the United States is still the most religious developed nation in the world, a fact probably related to the competitive environment created by the nation’s peculiar experiment in separation of church and state, secular assumptions reign nearly unchallenged in academia and in the media, the chief formers of public opinion.  Furthermore, the contemporary legal confrontation between religion and the state has been furthered by the growth of powerful secular agencies to press the battle, such as the American Civil Liberties Union and People for the American Way.


     Let me quickly summarize three additional factors that have restricted the influence of Protestant Christian values in American society, none of them so directly related to our concerns this evening.  First, in 1940 the Supreme Court ruled that the states, as well as the Federal government, were bound by the constitutional guarantee of the “free exercise of religion” and by the prohibition of the “establishment of 





     In the decade of the 1970s, and once again in the decade of the 1980s, the United States Supreme Court heard more cases involving religion than had been litigated in the entire history of the country before 1970.  Why has religion become the focus for so much legal and political debate in recent yeas?  What are the general areas of conflict between historic religion in America and the new secularism?  Finally, what challenges will face Christians living in a secular America in the twenty-first century?  These are the three questions I propose to outline for us this evening.


     I shall suggest five changes in recent history that have made religion the focus of controversy in America.  I believe that these changes are permanent and irreversible and that they demand our acknowledgement.


     First, American society has become increasingly pluralistic since World War II, even Southern society, the last bastion of conservatism and Protestantism, has become genuinely diverse.  In the first two centuries of American history the overwhelming majority of the population was evangelical Protestant. In the century after 1830, millions of Roman Catholic immigrants entered the country, as well as about three million Jews.  By 1900, the Catholic Church had become the largest religious body in the nation; in 1985 it claimed over 52 million members and was more than twice as large as all Baptist denominations combined.  As a result of these changes, by World War II the religious mix in the country had dramatically changed.  Nonetheless, the United States remained solidly Christian, using that term generically, with an influential

religion.”  Second, the enormous expansion of the Federal government since the Great Society legislation of the 1960s has caused the interests of religious institutions to intersect frequently with those of the national government.


     Third, the collapse of Christian standards of morality in modern America, and the general decline in respect for the Bible as a source of authority, has left the Constitution as the sole widely accepted body of truth.  In an increasingly secular society, the Constitution has been elevated to near-infallible status, assuming an aura of ultimate truth that demands constant reinterpretation.  Of course, the American experiment in the separation of church and state has never been easy to define.  In the republic’s early years, the Constitution served largely to protect religion from government interference, though that has probably not been the intent of such advocates of separation as Thomas Jefferson and James Madison.  But in recent years, the doctrine of separation has come to be viewed as a means of assuring that no religious activity receive public sanction.  It is safe to predict that for the remainder of the twentieth century the docket of the Supreme Court will be crowded with new and old cases in an effort to clarify the meaning of the constitution’s religion clauses. 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     Lying can become habitual and be as addictive as any narcotic. Paul quoted a Cretan prophet as saying 


"all Cretans are liars". (Titus 1: 12) He was talking about the habitual nature of these people to lie. 


     Lying is a hurtful thing (Prov. 26: 28) and it is hated by all for, A righteous man hateth lying; (Prov 13:5). As strange as it seems, those who lie do not like to be lied to. 


     Of the seven things that are an abomination to God (Prov. 6: 16-17) one is a "lying tongue and another is "false witness that utter lies". In contrast to this John makes it very clear that the source of all lies is Satan. “Ye are of (your) father the devil ----- When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar and the father thereof". (John 8:44) When Ananias and Sapphira lied about their giving, Peter pointed directly to the source of their problem. “Ananias, why hath Satan filled thy heart to lie to the Holy Spirit"? (Acts 5:3)


     We are all susceptible when least expected. Consider Peter, who after three years with Jesus, in the end denied him with a lie.


     Above all, lying will cause one to be lost. So much does God hate the lying tongue, Jesus said, that along with others, " all liars shall have their part in the lake, which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. (Rev 21:8) I don't believe that there are any exceptions in that statement.


     Our children must be taught to be truthful by word and example while they are young and we must guard our lives that we can be an example of truth in all we do or say. May God help us to do so.
