evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more everything living, as I have done.  While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease. (Gen 8:20 22), and I believe that!

The Secularization of Modern America (2)

constitutional.  In spite of this decision, religion has virtually disappeared from the nation’s history texts.  I am delighted to tell you that a major textbook publisher has agreed to publish a textbook, written by me and four other historians, to address that oversight. Since 1962, around 150 resolutions have been introduced in Congress in support of prayer in the public schools; in 1982, a constitutional amendment was proposed by Ronald Reagan, stating that “nothing in the Constitution shall be construed to prohibit individual or group prayers in public schools or other public institutions.”  The amendment was defeated in the Senate by a vote of 56 to 44, every


member of that body being present and voting.  A second set of school cases in recent years has centered on the teaching of creationism as an alternative explanation of human origins.


     It is not my intent to argue the correctness or incorrectness of these decisions, but rather to point out that they constitute a marked change in the nature of American society. Until this generation, Americans had lived in a society that was pervasively Christian.  Public schools, and most other public institutions, had a clear religious underpinning and were supportive of the beliefs and practices of the nation’s Christian population.  That favored standing for religion has been replaced by a widespread belief that the constitution prohibits any support of religion in a public forum that is related to a state or federal government.

Important recent cases have reviewed the medical rights of minor children, and the use of peyote in Indian religions.  In 1965, the Supreme Court ruled that the Neo-American church was not protected by the First Amendment in its use of hallucinogenic substances.  Admittedly, the church’s case was injured by the fact that its leader had taken the name, Chief Boo Hoo, its symbols was a three-eyed toad, and its sacred songs were “Puff, the Magic Dragon” and “Row, Row, Row Your Boat.”  Such absurdities aside, Christians should be aware that the right to the free exercise of religion is their most cherished heritage in this nation.  Alexander Campbell opposed the Sabbath legislation of his day on the grounds first, that Christians did not observe the Sabbath, but also because he feared any effort to legislate private religious convictions into national law.


     More perplexing, and more obviously symptomatic of the changes in modern American society, has been the heightening wall of separation between church and state.  While the shifts in that interpretation have been broad and sweeping, severely limiting the public display of the nation’s religious heritage, the most visible decisions have had to do with the public schools.   A series of court decisions in the 1960s banned prayer and Bible reading in public schools.  In a near-unanimous ruling in 1962 the court held that a prescribed prayer used in the schools of New York was unconstitutional.  The following year, in the case of Abingdon v. Schempp, the court ruled that a ritualistic reading of the Bible in the public schools of Maryland and Pennsylvania was unconstitutional.  That same ruling, it should be noted, declared that the objective study of religious history was 








     Three distinct areas of religious beliefs and practices have been the subject of government concern and judicial decisions.  First, and most important to Christians in my opinion, the “free exercise” clause protects conscientious individual behavior that is shaped by religious belief.  Second, the courts have defined and redefined the meaning of the constitutional “wall of separation” between church and state.  Third, there is a general debate about the degree to which it is proper to inject moral values into the political forum.


     The chief constitutional provision that has blessed American Christians is the free exercise clause of the First Amendment.  It provides a guarantee that one may not only believe what he wishes, but he also may practice his beliefs, even though his conduct may be objectionable to a majority of the citizenry.  Traditionally, test cases in this area of religious freedom have involved such groups as the Jehovah’s Witnesses and their refusal to salute the flag or repeat the pledge of allegiance, or, more importantly, the rights of conscientious objectors in times of war.  While the courts have sometimes limited religious practices fairly stringently, the drift has been in the direction of broadening individual rights of conscience (for instance, upholding non-religious conscientious objector status in the Vietnam War), perhaps because of the increasing pluralism in our society.


     However, the courts constantly reinterpret the limits of the free exercise privilege.  There has been a tendency to restrict the rights of those groups that are most at odds with the prevailing social assumptions, especially since the Jonestown tragedy.
