Many people believe that one religion is as good as another and we are all going to heaven our own way. But, that is certainly not what Jesus taught. He said, " I am the way, and the truth, and the life: no one cometh unto the Father, but by me". Evolution’s Leap of Faith





The concept of evolution, whatever precise form it may take, supposes that our planet has arrived at its present state through billions of years of random occurrences.





Is Earth a mere cosmic accident?





Consider this:  Scientists have estimated that the odds of Earth evolving just the right atmosphere and water cycle to sustain life are one in 1026  (that’s 10 trillion times 10 trillion).  In other words, if there were 1026 planets in our universe, only one would have that perfect combination.  But scientists also estimate that our universe contains, at most, only 1022 planets – 10,000 times less than the number required to make it likely that even one planet could evolve an atmosphere suitable for life.  Is Earth’s perfect atmosphere just a cosmic accident?





Or consider this:  Earth’s size, rotation, and distance from the sun are just right for life.  Change any of them, and the planet would be uninhabitable.  If Earth were just a little bit closer to the sun, or a little bit farther from it, life could not exist. If it rotated just a little faster or slower, life could not exist.  If it were just a little smaller or larger, life could not exist.  Are Earth’s perfect size and placement just a cosmic accident?





What continually amazes me about evolution is that its defenders insist they have sided with reason against faith.  The truth is the leap of “faith” required to believe in evolution is enormous.

Playing To Win





“Therefore I run in such a way, as not without aim; I box in such a way, as not beating the air” (1 Corinthians 9:26).





Larry Bird is considered one of the greatest basketball players ever.  The former Boston Celtics forward once said, “I never put on a uniform to play.  I put on a uniform to win.”  That wasn’t an arrogant boast; it was a statement of purpose.  Successful athletes train and practice with the goal of winning.  When they hit the court, the field, or the track, winning is exactly what they plan to do.





The Apostle Paul’s illustration from the world of sports likewise describes purpose.  A marathon runner who couldn’t find the finish line would not succeed.  Neither would a boxer who couldn’t land a punch.  Athletes trained with purpose and competed with every intention of winning.





It seems to me that a lot of Christians are working without a plan.  They “hope” they will make the right decision in this or that situation, but they aren’t training themselves in God’s word to have the knowledge and fortitude they need (see Hebrews 5:14).  They “hope” they will resist temptation, but they do little to prepare for it, and they have little trust that God will provide the way of escape (see 1 Corinthians 10:13).  And so many just “hope” they will get to heaven, but they have no confident expectation of going there!  Heaven is their desire, but they haven’t yet made it their purpose.





As you face a new week, are you planning and preparing to walk daily with God, or are you just hoping everything will fall into place?  Make no mistake: true discipleship happens by choice, not by chance. True disciples play to win.				Jeff Himmel

"Wherefore Come ye out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch no unclean thing; and I will receive you, and I will be to you a Father, and ye shall be to me sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty". (II Cor. 6:17-18)





     God has always demanded, of those who would be his people, total commitment to Him. He said of Himself, I am a jealous God (Ex. 20: 5; Deut 6: 15) and I will have no other gods before me. (Ex. 20: 3) He demanded that the nation of Israel be separate and apart from the nations around them lest they turn to their idols and forsake Him.
