The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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    In I Kings 19:9 God approaches the Prophet Elijah hiding in a cave and asks, what are you doing here?


In solitude and loneliness Elijah bewailed his fate before God. “How hard I have been working for Jehovah and how bad Israel has been. Tearing down alters and killing the prophets and I am the only one left and they are after me.


     In a display (vs. 11-12) of violent nature, God contrasts His nature to the harshness of Elijah in a “still small voice”: literally, "a sound of soft stillness." “The teaching is a condemnation of that "zeal" in which Elijah had gloried, a zeal exhibiting itself in fierce and terrible vengeances.” (Barnes' Notes,) 


    Upon answering the voice of God he is instructed to administer God’s judgment on the guilty but before he does so he is informed that God has saved for Himself seven thousand in Israel that have not bowed the knee to Baal. These would survive to carry the worship of Jehovah down to the next generation. 


     The point is this, some men will follow God and more (some church members included) will follow the world, but if most men turn their back on God, will you be one of them?


    The wise man brings it home to each of us.  “And furthermore, my son, be admonished: of making many books there is no end; and much study is a weariness of the flesh. (This is) the end of the matter; all hath been heard: fear God, and keep his commandments; for this is the whole (duty) of man.  For God will bring every work into judgment, with every hidden thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.” (Eccl 12:12-14)

     In 1991, Hurricane Bob bore down on the Atlantic coast.  There was a man living alone in a small house who thought he was well prepared.      Even though we may not be as prepared as we may think, Christians are taught to watch with a positive anticipation.  It troubles me that so many Christians do not look toward the future life with resolve to be the best child of God they may be.  And it troubles me that so many look to the future with doubt.  But it troubles me also that many look to the future with dread.  True, we all sin and rightly experience guilt in our lives, but God wants us to trust in His word, obey His will, and live comfortably in our consciences.


     That can happen if we are constantly aware of God in our lives.  Too often, we become so entangled in this world that we desire it more than Him.  We must never forget His presence and His observation of our actions, words, and demeanor.


     I recently read of a sixteen-year-old young man on a subway with his friend.  They were bored and started whispering to one another about the other passengers.
