The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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The scripture has a lot to say about the oversight of the local church. Elders are given the responsibility of leading the (flock) local church. Paul, said he left Titus in Crete “that thou shouldest set in order the things that were wanting, and appoint elders in every city,” (Titus 1:5) It implies that there were local churches in many cities, with elders. Their duties are mentioned (Acts 20:28-31; I Peter 5:1-9) many times in the Word. How could they perform these duties if there were no members to made up the local church? Such oversight demands a local church and membership thereof. 


     Christians are not only to be part of the local church they are some-what amenable to the church as seen in the action of church discipline. God expects us to be pure in respect to life and teaching (Gal 1:6-9)


( 5: 19 23) and He also demands the congregation to exercise corrective discipline when its members go astray. (I Thess. 3:6, 14; Rom. 16: 17-18; I Cor. 5).  Local church discipline demands local church membership.


     It is interesting to note that while these things may seem stern, God has made it this way for our benefit. Whether we are at home or traveling in another place, it should fill us with joy to gather with others who believe as we do and worship God. The example of early disciples indicates that Christians are to be in local congregations. When Paul went to Jerusalem, he joined himself to them 


(Acts 9; 25-26) In Antioch he and Barnabas assembled with the church for a year (Acts 11: 25-26). When there was no church, they started one.

Near the conclusion of his defense before King Agrippa, the king tells Paul, “With but little persuasion thou wouldest fain make a Christian”.  Paul answers, “I would to God, that whether with little or with much, not thou only, but also all that hear me this day, might become such as I am, except these bonds.”  (Acts 26:29)  To wish that others might be “as I am” is not boastful egotism with Paul.  This is evident as he invites others to “Be ye imitators of me, even as I also am of Christ.”  (1 Cor. 11:1)   Elsewhere, he encourages such imitating of himself and “them that so walk” (Phil. 3:17).  And just what does that involve?





To be as Paul is to be a Christian.  This is obviously what he has in mind in the statement made to Agrippa.  If one is like Paul, he is willing to acknowledge his wrongs and make the necessary changes to be right.  Such humility and self denial are fundamental in the serious business of following Christ.  So is the faith demonstrated by Paul.  When a man is like Paul his faith will lead him to do what Paul did 





(2 Cor. 5:11)—that’s what the unsaved need, and that’s what the saved need to be doing.  With every conversion we disprove the allegation that “”no one will listen” or that “no one wants the truth anymore”.


When we develop a soul-consciousness and concern such as Paul possessed, we won’t have to wait for some one to start a personal-work class or give us a name to go visit.  What more motivation do we need than to simply remember the value of the soul or the fate of the sinner?  To be like Paul here is to care—to the point of commitment.





Finally, to be like Paul means being willing to invite others to be “such as I am”.  Not only are we to be imitators, we are to be ensamples (as were the Thessalonians, 1 Thess. 1:6,7)  Could I, as Paul, wish that all were as I am?  If not, then obviously, I am not as I need to be and changes are in order.  Paul was willing to confess wrong and change.  As we imitate him and do likewise, we become well-pleasing to the Lord and ensamples worthy of imitation by our families, our brethren and the world.

in becoming a Christian, including putting on Christ in the baptism that puts away sins (Gal. 3:27; Acts 22:16).


Paul saw salvation in Christ and being a Christian as blessings to be more treasured than any earthly gain (Phil. 3:7, 8).  His continuing aim and effort was to be well pleasing unto the Lord (2 Cor. 5:9).  Agrippa and all sinners, both then and now, need to become Christians as Paul did; then, being a Christian should be to every Christian what it was to Paul!  After all, to be as Paul is to have all spiritual blessings. 





Further, to be like Paul means helping others to become Christians.  He says, “I am become all things to all men, that I may by all means save some.”  (1 Cor. 9:22)  In this work he sees himself as poor, “yet making many rich.”  (2 Cor. 6:10)  None can make valid claim to being like Paul or the Christ he served without being deeply concerned about lost souls.  Like Paul, our concern needs translating into meaningful efforts to teach and influence the lost. “Knowing therefore the fear of the Lord”, he says, “we persuade men.” .

And he went forth to Tarsus to seek for Saul; 


 and when he had found him, he brought him unto Antioch. And it came to pass, that even for a whole year they were gathered together with the church, and taught much people,. (Acts 11:25-26)





     Is it necessary for each Christian to be a member of a specific local church? This may seem an absurd question to most of us but there are many who believe that local church affiliation is not necessary.  To go one step farther many believe that there is no authority for the local church. I believe that a closer examination of the Word will prove this to be out of


step with the truth. As far as I can determine, there are only two situations that would prevent one from exercising membership with other Christians; (1) being where other Christians meet and (2) they are walking according the truth. With these two conditions granted, the New Testament teaches that the local church exists and membership is essential.


     While the Church is a universal relationship with Jesus Christ as its head, it is also a relationship (fellowship) among individuals who share a common salvation, dedicated to a common worship of God under the common authority of Jesus Christ.  It only makes sense that God would make provisions for fellowship among His children. What a bleak state it would be to be unable to share the joy of salvation and the hope of heaven with others of “like precious faith”.  The Lord has made provision for such a relationship in the local church.  If therefore God gave the local church, then for Christians, membership is necessary. 		Cont. on Page 3
