The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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His servants. He recognized the integrity of Abimeleck (Gen. 20:6) and David (II Kings 9:4). It is one of the words (Tummin) on the breast plate of the high priest and it stood for "uprightness" and "truthfulness" between the people and God.


     The word "integrity" does not appear in the New Testament but its equivalent may be seen in "sincerity"


"truth" and "pure heart". When Jesus said, "Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God” (Matt 5:8)


He was speaking to those whose hearts were bent toward discipline themselves to following God's instructions. Indeed He set the benchmark for those who would "see God". Paul's instructions to young Timothy were, “flee youthful lusts, and follow after righteousness, faith, love, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart". 


(2 Tim 2:22) How well we would all fair, especially our young people, if we disciplined ourselves to these words.


     A pure heart (i.e. integrity) toward God will make us see the infractions in our life and accept responsibility for our actions. That's what the game of life is all about. It’s the way the game is played. It motivates us to correct the things we do wrong and ultimately see God in Heaven. It is called "pressing on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus". (Phil 3:14)


     The reason golfers are so careful about the rules is because of the consequences of disobeying, and ignorance is no excuse. They are students of the game and do nothing without serious consideration, for they will tell on themselves.

The word "ensample" or "example" is translated from the Greek word tupos which has the basic meaning of "the mark of a stroke or blow" or "a figure formed by a blow or impression."  In the technical sense, the word means "the pattern in conformity to which a thing must be made."  When traveling, we all recognize the value of a map, which shows a pattern of the roads we must take to get somewhere.  When building a house, it is much easier if we have a blueprint to follow.  When a lady sews a dress, a pattern is extremely beneficial.


     Paul is, of course, talking about an example in the ethical sense.  The Bible points out good examples to us, examples of men's lives who ought to be imitated.  Jesus Christ is the most obvious positive example for us.  The Bible tells us that God created us that we might be "conformed to the image of His Son" (Romans 8:29).  As the Lord served His disciples on one occasion, showing love and humility, He reminded them, "For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you: (John 13:14).  Peter reminds us that the Lord serves as an example of suffering to His disciples:  "For hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, that ye should follow his steps . . ." (1 Peter 2:21). The apostles themselves became examples to other Christians.  Paul wrote to the Philippians, "Brethren, be ye imitators together of me, and mark them that so walk even as ye have us for





     








Wouldn't it be good if each of us would decide that we are going to be an example for good in the areas in which Paul instructed Timothy?  We should be an example in word--in our everyday speech.  This will surely preclude filthy language or cursing or taking the Lord's name in vain.  What do people hear coming out of your mouth?  We should be a pattern to others in our manner of life.  Our love should stand out above the world, so that we show kind treatment toward our brethren and we even show love (active good will) toward our enemies.  We should be an example to others of faith--showing loyalty to Christ and His word under all circumstances.  And we should be a pattern of purity, being careful to live lives that are well above the world's standards, free from anything of improprieties. 


     Let each of us ask, "As a Christian, am I the kind of example that ought to be followed or avoided by others?"  Let us never forget the importance of being "children of God above reproach in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation" (Philippians 2:15-17).  Remember that you are "an epistle of Christ, known and read of all men."  My friend, the world is watching you.  What you claim is not nearly as important as what you do.

What Kind of an Example Are You?

Paul wrote to the Corinthians, reminding them that they were "an epistle . . . a letter of Christ . . . known and read of all men" (2 Corinthians 3:2-3).  Later, he admonished Timothy to see the power of his example:  Let no man despise thy youth, but be thou an ensample to the believers in word, in manner of life, in love, in faith, in purity: (1 Timothy 4:12).








an ensample;" and he later said, "The things which ye both learned and received and heard and saw in me, these things do: and the God of peace shall be with you" (Philippians 3:17; 4:9).  Men, of course, are only to be imitated as they pattern themselves after Christ.  Paul told the Corinthians, "Be ye imitators of me, even as I also am of Christ" (1 Corinthians 11:1).


     The Bible also points out bad models, which are to be avoided, by providing a dissuasive example.  Paul tells the Corinthians to not act like the faithless Israelites who wandered in the wilderness, unable to enter the promised land because of their disobedience to God.  He concludes this warning by saying, "Now these things happened unto them by way of example; and they were written for our admonition . . ." (1 Corinthians 10:11; see also Hebrews 4:1-2, 11).


     There is a simple fact in all of this.  You are going to be an example to others of one kind or the other: either good or bad.  In the same way that we are either with the Lord or against Him (Matthew 12:30), and that we are either walking in the narrow or the broad way (Matthew 7:13-14), we can only be one kind of example.


      Parents serve as a role model for their children.  Teachers become examples to their students.  Leaders in the church serve as an example to the other members.  Older members strongly influence younger members.  Young people serve as an example to other young people.

     Rules are the instruments by which we govern the way we act toward our fellowman and ourselves. We have rules that govern our actions as citizens, and those who enforce the rules. Perhaps nowhere are rules seen and enforced anymore than in sports. Football has reefers and judges, baseball has umpires to call safe or out, but without doubt the most demanding rules of sports belongs to the game of golf. Roberto de Vicenco lost the Masters because he signed an incorrect score card even though he had charged himself with one more stroke than he took. 


     It is not, however, the rules that are unique in golf but the fact that for the most part they are enforced by the players upon themselves.      It makes me wonder why so many people are so skeptical about doing exactly what God commands. Often time excuses are made about understanding or knowing God's rules, but when golfers are unsure they consult the rulebook, or others who know. Christians would be well served to do the same.
