The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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Is there such a program? Yes, there is and it is supported by research from several major universities and research groups’ nation wide.  It is called “active church participation. 


     He goes on to say that “In study after study, children who actively engage in a faith community on a regular basis are rewarded with significantly reduced likelihood of problems and risk and significantly improved odds of a happier, healthier, longer life. These studies show the same results for adults as well. (so, it is not a drop them off at church and pick them up two hours later proposition. JP)  In a search for “what works” researchers keep turning up “active participation” in a “faith community” as the one consistent potent factor in raising up children in the way they should go.”


     As a child of God, does this surprise you?   You will get no argument from me that the responsibility of teaching children God’s ways lies directly with Godly parents at home. But, can anyone deny that active participation in the assembly of saints and bible study classes adds to and reinforces what they get at home? It gives them a place to practice doing what is pleasing to God and like it or not sometimes it is all they get. God alone knows what is best for us.  Jesus asks, “If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? Or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent”? (Luke 11:11)


    We can take hope in the efforts of this congregation to involve our children in the knowledge and worship of God and don’t sell them short.

    I like the story Alan Smith tells about Tom who had never been on a fishing boat before and now thinking it was the stupidest thing he’d ever done in his life.  Who would ever have believed that seasickness could be this awful?  With every pitch and roll, Tom wondered how he was going to survive the remaining two hours of the trip.


     One of the deckhands came up to him and said, “Don’t worry young fella.  Nobody ever died of seasickness.”  “You’ve just taken away my last hope for relief,” Tom said. 


     It’s tough to live without hope.  In fact, some people’s life can hardly be called a life because it is so miserable.  It may be in the form of poverty.  Sickness.  Physical handicaps.      Jesus is our Hope.  Peter calls Him our “living hope.”  He lived among men to give hope. He died that we might have hope.  Paul calls Him our blessed hope (Titus 2:14).








GRACE IS CONDITIONAL





    Some can not comprehend that the grace of God is compatible with works.


They surmise that if salvation is by the grace of God, it can not be by works. On the contrary, salvation is both by grace and works. These works are not works of human merit or works of the Law of Moses, but they are works of righteousness (Acts 10: 35) which are the conditions God established for man to obey. God extends his grace upon certain conditions.


      Suppose a particular rich man tells a young friend that he will give him a million dollars IF he will name his first child after him. If and when the friend meets the conditions, will he actually earn the million dollars? No! One does not earn the million dollars simply by naming a child after someone. It was a gift: he simply received the gift by meeting the conditions. So it is with the grace of God. To receive the grace of God, obey the gospel and work the works of righteousness. SOMETHING HAS CHANGED





    In his book, “Index of Leading Cultural Indicators”, March 1993, ii William J. Bennett wrote in the introduction, “Over the years, teachers have been 


asked to identify the top problems in America’s public schools. In 1940 teachers identified talking out of turn, chewing gum, making noise, running in the halls, cutting in line, dress code infractions and littering. and list ten benefits for children that include, increased life expectancy, reduced risk from alcohol, tobacco and drugs, suicide, depression, committing a crime, rebelliousness, and binge drinking, improves their attitude in school, their odds of a happy life and provides them with a lifelong moral compass.”
