        In our title verse it is Satan’s charge that God and Job had a deal, namely, “You bless me and I will   


serve You”. The remainder of the book is to show that God blessed Job, not for some deal but because he was righteous. 


     It is a serious thing when we attempt to make a deal with God, it is trying God and the scripture warns against it. (Deut.6: 16) The Hebrew writer attributes it to a hardened heart and says that it did not work out so well for the Israelites in the wilderness. (Heb. 3:8-9)


     When Satan led Jesus into the wilderness to tempt Him, his method was to try to make a deal. In each of the temptations, Jesus’ defense was to fall back on the word of God, “it is written”. The conclusion of the matter is that we are to: “worship the Lord thy God and him only shalt thou serve”. (Matt 4:10) 


     The truth of the matter is that we have no right to bargain with or second guess God. It does not matter how we state the proposition, it is a dangerous and sinful thing to try to bargain with God. Whatever is due God, is His whether He reciprocates or not. I certainly believe that it is appropriate to pray for God’s help and guidance but we can not make our actions conditional. 


    The Apostle Peter tells us that, “His divine power hath granted unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness” (2 Peter 1:3), God knows what is best for us and if we do His will things will work out but if they don’t, then Heaven will surely be worth it all. 


      Let us say as Paul, “Forgetting things behind, I press on toward the goal unto the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus”. (Phil 3:14)

   Mary Magdalene was one of Jesus’ true disciples.  She is the only person mentioned by all the gospels as having been at the foot of the cross until the very end.
