The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

“If then, your Lord and teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet.  For I have given you an example, that you should do as I have done to you” (John 13:14-15).





It was Passover, a most sacred time for the Jews.  And Jesus knew it was the evening before His death.  It was a time when most people would have been thinking of themselves.  But Jesus was about serving others.  Jesus came to seek and to save the lost, not to find comfort for Himself.  And so, he arose from his meal and proceeded to do a nice thing, even a self-demeaning thing, for His disciples.  Can you imagine the King of Kings, the One through whom all things were made, stooping to wash His disciples’ feet?





Don’t you think we should have a spirit like that of Jesus? Does that mean we should have a “foot-washing service” at church?  The example of Jesus was in a personal setting.  We have no example or instruction to wash feet in our church worship services.  So, “no,” we won’t be doing that specific thing “in church.”  But shouldn’t we be willing to meet the needs of others in our day, and in our way, like Jesus met that need of His disciples in His day.  Shouldn’t we have a disposition, like the Lord’s, that is humble and caring and serving?  And shouldn’t we be willing to do even those otherwise demeaning things if they will be of service to those God loves (see Matt. 25:34-40).  Remember, when we do those things to others, we do them unto Christ!

I have been told that a few days after President Reagan was shot, he walked to the lavatory of his hospital room feeling unsteady on his feet.  He took hold of the sink and after a moment slapped water on his face to refresh himself.  In the process, he splattered quite a bit on the floor. Senator Ashcroft’s father had told him, “Son, the spirit in Washington is arrogance.  The spirit of Christ is humility.  Put on the spirit of Christ.”  In his letter, Ashcroft confessed, “I know I need to ask forgiveness for my arrogant spirit.”  Sometimes we do too…probably much more often than we are willing to admit!  Isn’t it interesting that we are bigger when we see ourselves as smaller?
