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so she also becomes guilty.  In our actions as well as the clothing we wear, 1 Thessalonians 5:22 says, “Abstain from all appearance of evil.”


     Some think they have to follow the style and fashion of the world, regardless of how short and revealing or inappropriate clothing gets.  But we are told in Romans 12:2, “And do not be conformed to this world.”  Why?  Because this world is going to be lost, and if we conform ourselves to this world we will also be lost.  We are “to keep ourselves unspotted from the world” (James 1:27).


     When we worship we are actually in the presence of the Lord.  He deserves only our very best.  We are told in Romans 12:1, “That you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God”.  Our dress should show a moderate opinion of our own value.  Our dress should be pure, proper, chaste, and decent.  It should not call attention to ourselves because it is showy, sloppy or lewd.  Let’s honor the Lord with the way we dress.

     Paul wrote, “And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him” (Col. 3:17).  He is NOT urging us to attach a label or verbal formula “in Christ’s Name” to everything we do or say.  Rather, our words and deeds must rest upon His authority – said and done with a view to serving Christ.  The principle is illustrated in following verses.  “Wives, submit your selves unto your own husbands, as it is fit in the lord.”  “Children, obey your parents in all things for this is well pleasing unto the Lord.”  Servants, obey your masters “fearing God” – “as to the Lord” – “for ye serve the Lord Christ” (Vs. 18, 20, 22-24).


     Obligations grow out of relationships:  husband and wife obligations coming with marriage; parental obligations, with children; social and civic obligations because we are a part of society and citizens of government.  Patterns of conduct (mores, or moral standards) are developed thusly; and existed before 1,500 B.C., when God gave the Ten Commandments to the Jewish people.  But while the Ten Commandments did not originate morals, they gave them new dimensions.  They said, God is back of all this – do this “as unto God.”  The recognition of God is the basis for all true morals.


     Rom. 1:18-f. shows us that recognition of “eternal power and deity” imposes two obligations: to glorify and be thankful – look up to, and feel a dependence upon, God.  We repeat, the recognition of God is the basis for all true morals.  But conversely, the denial of God is the basis for all sin.  Refusing God, man exalted himself.  He “worshipped and served the creature 








enlarged, His glory is not enhanced by things (per se) we do for him.  This is as true of baptism and Lord’s Day worship as it was of animal sacrifice in a past dispensation. Disobedience is expressed by what we do, or do not do, but the basic fault is in the heart from whence all sin comes (Mk. 7:21).  Likewise, service that is not a genuine expression of the heart cannot be true God-service.


     The more one delves into this matter the more one recognizes the profound simplicity of God’s dealings with man.  God made man in His own image, giving him something of himself.  He gave man a soul peculiarly his, a spiritual entity.  Man was made the apex of creation, with the capacity to return love, to declare the glory of God.  He was given the capacity and opportunity to exercise free moral agency, the power of choice.  But free will also gave man the capacity to say “No” to God; hence man’s free existence was given a time limitation, and a day of judgment was set.  God’s sovereignty will be vindicated then.


     For now, God asks (the magnitude of the matter fills us with awe) ONE thing of man.  He asks that we, of our own free will, cognizant of choice, give ourselves to Him.  Here is the essence of God-service – that I take the one thing that is peculiarly “me” and freely return it to my Maker.

more than the Creator” (v. 25) so God “gave them up” (vs. 24, 26, 28) to stew in their own juice.


     Leave God out of the picture, and morals become situation ethics; religion becomes only a social development.   There is no sin – only social maladjustment; and there is no hope for anything more than this crass world.  No wonder unbelievers who try to reason it out show a “despair syndrome.”


     But sin is “against God.”  It is “against society” and more than that.  When Joseph was tempted by Potipher’s wife (Ex. 39:7-9), he replied, “How can I do this great wickedness, and sin against God?”  He understood that his obligations were deeper than those of honor and fairness among men.  When David recognized his sin with Bathsheba (2 Sam. 12:7-14) he said, “I have sinned against Jehovah.”  Later, in his psalm of contrition he prayed to God, “Against thee, thee only, have I sinned, and done that which is evil in thy sight” (Psalm 51:4).  Jesus has the Prodigal say, “Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight…” (Luke 15:21).


     God-service goes much deeper than external conduct.  Samuel could tell Saul (1 Sam. 15:22) “to obey is better than sacrifice.”  The external offering, without the heart, was nothing.  This is a fundamental principle of God-service, as true in the Old Testament as in the new (Psalm 51:16-17; Hosea 6:6; Amos 5:21-24). It does not negate obedience, but shows the true meaning of obedience “as to the Lord.”


     God does not need anything.  Paul told the Athenians God was not “worshipped with men’s hands, as though he needed anything, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things” (Acts 17:24-25).  God is not supplied, His stature is not 














Our Dress in Worship





     Even though worship is not a “dress parade”, many times we become sloppy, and revealing in the way we dress for worship.  Our clothes do contribute to the emphasis we place on worship to God.  This does not mean we have to wear fine and expensive clothes.  But the way we dress should be in keeping with the dignity of the occasion.  Parents should teach their children how to dress properly for worship.


     God tells us in 1 Timothy 2:9-10, “In like manner also, that the women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with propriety and moderation…which is proper for women professing godliness with good works.”  Modest clothing is the way women who are “professing godliness” dress.  Certainly a woman or man whose clothing is not modest is not professing godliness by the way they dress.  As Christians we should not dress like the world, with their revealing attire.


     A woman who wears clothing that exposes herself to men is contributing to their sin of lust.  Our Lord says in Matthew 5:28, “But I say to you that whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already committed adultery with her in his heart.”  


She becomes guilty of contributing to his sin of adultery,
