The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     When Jesus was praying for his Apostles He said, “Sanctify them in the truth: thy word is truth”.(John 17: 17) If the Bible is not absolute truth it is meaningless but if it is truth, above all that man has written or said, it alone, is the standard by which we will be judged.


    I would not expect anyone here to openly express such an attitude toward God’s word but can we be guilty of contempt in other ways? When we fail to study the word outside of formal classes, is our attitude what it should be? When we fail to adhere to its precepts, is our attitude what it should be?  


      Describing the Bible an unknown author wrote: “The Bible contains the mind of God, the state of man, the way of salvation, the doom of sinners and the happiness of believers.  Its doctrines are holy, its precepts are binding, its histories are true and its decisions are immutable.


     Read it to be wise, believe it to be safe and practice it to be holy. It contains light to direct you, food to support you and comfort to cheer you.


     It is the traveler’s map, the pilgrim’s staff, the pilot’s compass, the soldier’s sword and the Christian’s charter. Here paradise is restored, heaven opened and the gates of hell disclosed. Christ is its


grand subject, our good its design and the glory of God its end.” 


     Is your attitude of the Bible what it should be?     Are you a faithful reader of God’s word? Do you study it diligently?  It’s important that you do and you miss so much when you don’t.

     It certainly does make a difference who Jesus is!  Notice we said, “who Jesus IS” (present tense.  We do not say “God WAS” because He never ceases to be. And we only say “God WILL BE” in the sense that He will always continue to exist, not that He will begin (or has begun) at some point to be.  Whenever you wish to talk about God, “GOD IS.”


     What Jesus is stressing in John 8 is that we must believe that He is the Divine Son of God.  Or we might say He is “God, the Son.”  Later in the chapter, Jesus said, “Most assuredly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM.”  This expression, “I AM” is the designation God gave to Himself when Moses asked His name (Ex. 3:13-14).  This expression stood for all that God is including His eternal and Divine quality of being.


     It therefore makes a difference who Jesus is if you are concerned about the nature of God.  Jesus asked his disciples at Caesarea Philippi who men say he is.  But the greater question was, “Who do you say I am?” (Matt. 16:15).  If we say with Peter that He is “the Christ, the Son of the living God,” we are affirming that He is of the same quality of being that characterizes God the Father.  He is Divine.  John Said, “The Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth” (John 1:14).  Jesus said to Philip, “He who has seen Me has seen the Father” (John 14:9; see verses 7-11).


     History was made in organized baseball in 1989 when a father and son for the first time played simultaneously in the major leagues. Ken Griffey, Jr., at age 19 played 








and manner of living.  We are living from totally different reference points.  If you know Jesus, you have the perfect standard for every spiritual decision in life.


     It makes a difference who Jesus is if you are concerned about where you are going.  I read this quote this past week from Peter Marshall in one of his sermons.  “Not a single one of the new powers discovered by man possesses any redeeming force.  Neither fire, nor steam, nor explosives, nor electricity, nor atomic energy can change man’s nature.  The greatest force ever bestowed upon mankind streamed forth in blood and sweat and tears and death on Calvary when Jesus of Nazareth was crucified on the cross.”


     The apostle Peter said, “Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).  He can offer salvation because He is Divine.  He is not just some good man or just some long-ago prophet.  Unlike false prophets (Mohammed, Buddha, or Confucius), Jesus is �“declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the Spirit of Holiness, by the resurrection from the dead” (Rom. 1:4).  Believe in Him… and be saved by Him!

for the Seattle Marines, while his 39 year old father played for the Cincinnati Reds. People talked about how alike they were.  The very nature of the father was seen in the son.  To a much greater extent is that seen in God the Father and His Son.  What an advantage we have over the Jew who could only read the Law and prophets to learn about God.  We can look at Jesus!


     It makes  a difference who Jesus is if you are concerned about what you are making of your life.  Jesus not only shows us what God is like, but He shows us what we will be like if we take the name “Christian” seriously.      There is an old story that before this agency set the standard, the highway department in Pennsylvania started a bridge with workmen building from each side of the river.  When they got to the middle, they were thirteen feet to one side of each other. That is why there is so much chaos in our society regarding morality

     A couple weeks ago I flipped across a program entitled, “In the Footsteps of Marco Polo”. It was the documentary of a couple of everyday guys with no experience but plenty of time on their hands who set out to retrace the steps of the famous explorer. They started in Italy on a two and a half year journey and traveled westward around the globe. Travel was pretty easy in the developed world but as they neared the Far East they were pledged by many delays waiting on passports and travel permits. As they entered the Middle East things got worse with tribes warring against each other and suspicion of every stranger, they were in danger of being killed many times. 


     On the last leg of their journey they went by ship to India.  Anchored outside the harbor, they begin a long wait for passports and papers.      As one who has spent a lifetime in bible study trying to understand what God expects of me, it is hard to grasp an attitude so flippant as seeing God’s word as nothing more than the last hope to ward off boredom.
